ABSTRACT

Throughout the history of mankind, global epidemics existed and caused deep wounds in the human
life style. The corona virus is just one vividly living example that turned things upside down; agendas
postponed, economy suffered, and universities closed. Therefore, as part of its efforts to cope with the
period of forced confinement caused by the emergence of COVID-19 pandemic in 2020, the Moroccan
Ministry of education has called for the shift to distance teaching and learning. Indeed, in an answer to
the call of the Ministry, the Moroccan universities have rushed into suggesting several available
platforms through which students and teachers can interact. The students were required to study online
to resume their studies. As such, the present study aims at investigating how Moroccan English as a
foreign language (EFL) students perceive their online learning experience during the confinement with
respect to the platforms used and their perceived usefulness of these tools. A quantitative research
design underpinned the study. Thus, a sample of 139 EFL students completed questionnaires
distributed to them using Google forms. Drawing from the findings, online tools that received the high
frequency of use by students were WhatsApp, Faceebook and Zoom. Findings also showed that a
significant number of students reported that these online tools tremendously provided them with
opportunities to interact with their teachers. Finally, implications and recommendations were
discussed.

Objective: The coronavirus disease 2019 (COVID-19) outbreak reached over 100 countries with a
total of 100.000 cases during the first week of March 2020. Health care workers, as people on the
frontlines of the COVID-19 pandemic. Inadequate related Knowledge and preventive behaviors among
health care workers might lead to delayed treatment. Therefore, this study evaluated the Knowledge of
health care workers about COVID-19

Study Design: The questionnaire consisted of 29 items about Knowledge of COVID-19, 5 items about
preventive behaviors, and 4 items about risk perception. A total of 251 health care workers completed
the questionnaire.

Results: The mean age of the participants was 33.884+8.72 years old. There were 68 males (27.08%)
and 183 females (72.91%). While there was no difference between the percentage of correct answers
given by female and male participants to knowledge-based questions (p>0.05), the percentage of
correct answers to the questions on preventive behaviors was significantly higher in female
participants than in males (p<0.001). The overall average percentages of correct responses were
91.66% for knowledge-based questions and 85.96% for preventive behavior questions. The scores for
knowledge-based questions were higher for medical specialists, whereas nurses scored higher on
preventive behavior questions. The government hospital staff showed a significant difference in
preventive behaviors compared to university hospitals (p<0.05). In addition, there was a positive
correlation between knowledge score and preventive behaviors.

Conclusion: All the participants (100%) know that COVID-19 disease might lead to death, only
66.93% of them were willing to get a vaccine for themselves. The knowledge level of health care
workers about COVID-19 was above 90%, but the level of competence in terms of preventive behavior
was found to be low, especially in males.

The
presence of the packagings, which pass from the hands of one consumer into the hands of another in
the purchase phase, are designed by ignoring the protective function and fail to keep up with the new
normal, has made it compulsory to consider the measures to be taken and the recommendations to be
made in this regard. The reason is that touching the mouth, nose or eyes after contacting the market
shelves and surfaces contaminated with the virus is one of the causes for the transmission of Covid-19.
In this study, the literature information about the significance of the product packagings, which have
hosted many innovations since their first use and which are required to adopt the protection of the
product and the consumer as a principle, and the contributions they could provide within this period
was provided, and based on this information, some packaging design recommendations were
presented, such as using the secondary packaging rather than the primary packaging in the packaging
designs, including the social messages on hygiene in the packaging designs, preferring the charming
illustrations giving hygiene messages for child consumers, placing on the market the products in the
small-portion packagings based on the quantity adjustment function, and designing packagings with
receptacles for disinfectants capsules or napkins. With this study, it is intended to provide support for
the community health through the packaging design recommendations and set a course for the
packaging sector and designers.

ABSTRACT

Since the first case was seen on 11 March 2020, extraordinary measures have been taken against
coronavirus in our country. Orthopedic residents are affected both psychologically and medically
while working both in the management of trauma patients and in pandemic patients’ care. Our
objective was to investigate the virus exposure and health status of orthopedic residents during the
pandemic.

A survey consisting of 15 questions was organized in order to evaluate the health status of residents.
Age, gender, institution, smoking, co-morbidities, whether they had a PCR positive COVID-19
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infection, time they serve in orthopedic emergency room, inpatient service, outpatient clinic, operating
room and coronavirus-related units (inpatient services, intensive care units, outpatient clinics), whether
there was an infection in the healthcare professionals in their team or family members staying in the
same house and the infected patient care were questioned. Categorical data were compared using Chi-
square and Fisher Exact tests via SPSS 26.0 program.

A total of 136 residents completed the survey, 86 (63.2%) of whom were under the age of 30 years. 41
residents (30.1%) stated that they had COVID-19 infection. There was no significant difference
between infected and non-infected residents in terms of age, institution, smoking, infection in family
members, time they serve in orthopedic and coronavirus-related units and infected patient care (p>0.05
for each). On the other hand, a significant difference was found between groups in terms of co-
morbidities (p=0.026). Residents with infection among the healthcare professionals in their team had
lower infection rates (p <0.001).

Approximately one third of orthopedic residents are infected during the pandemic, regardless of the
clinics they serve. Residents with infected healthcare professionals in their team are much more careful
against coronavirus. During the pandemic, all healthcare professionals should pay maximum attention
to the use of personal protective equipment and other protective measures.

Tim diinyay1 etkisi altina alan COVID-19 salgini, 11 Mart 2020°de Tiirkiye’de de goriilmiis ve ayni
tarihte Diinya Saglik Orgiitii tarafindan, kiiresel bir salgm olmasi sebebiyle pandemi olarak ilan
edilmistir.

ABSTRACT

COVID-19 outbreak affecting the whole world was seen in Turkey on March 11, 2020, and the same
date by the World Health Organization has declared a global outbreak as due to the pandemic. As a
result of the rapid spread of the virus around the world, countries have introduced some restrictions in
the fight against the pandemic. One of them is the curfew restriction for citizens over the age of 65,
which is applied in our country as of March 21, 2020.

With the restrictions imposed on the elderly, the elderly population has faced a great deal of
confinement, and they have experienced some problems such as inactivity and self-worthlessness as a
result of isolation from people, with the decrease in physical distance. In addition, the fact that the
majority of the first group who returned from Umra on March 3, 2020, was an elderly population,
rapidly spread the idea that they were the section that spread the virus to the country and in a sense,
they were declared "scapegoats". The reflection of this situation has also been seen in social media
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accounts. Especially on Twitter, which is frequently used by the youth of our country as a means of
expression, tweets that the old people spread the virus and should be closed to the house, that they are
the group to be abandoned in the pandemic, started to spread and the elderly were seen as dangerous
and marginalized.

This study was conducted in order to describe, understand and interpret the separating, marginalizing,
and stigmatizing tweets posted by young people about individuals over the age of 65 during the
COVID-19 process. Depending on the purpose of the study, qualitative research method and grounded
theory design was adopted. In the study, the tweets posted by the youth in the 10-month period
between March 2020 and January 2021 were examined using the theoretical sampling method
suggested for the grounded theory design. These tweets analyzed were analyzed with the critical
discourse analysis model of Teun A. Van Dijk, and as a result of this analysis, it was found that
separating, marginalizing, stigmatizing, and hate speech towards elderly people were frequently used
on the Twitter platform. In this context, it has been concluded that the perception of old age in our
country started to change with the pandemic process and the value attributed to the elderly from the
past to the present has been replaced by a worthless meaning on Twitter, which is frequently used by
young people.

Getirilen
kisitlamanin amaci, yasgh bireylerin hassas grup olmalar1 sebebiyle salgindan diger yas gruplarina
nazaran daha cok etkilenecek grubu olusturmalar1 olup onlar1 “korumak” iken, kisitlamayla birlikte
hizla yash bireylerin “tehlikeli” olduklari algisi iilkeye yayilmistir (Altin, 2020: 52). Bu durum bir
ifade araci olarak iilkemiz gengleri tarafindan siklikla kullanilan Twitter platformu {izerinden de
kendini gdstermistir. Twitter’da geng bireyler, yasl niifusu iilkeye viriisii getirdiklerini 6ne siirerek
Otekilestirmis, ayristirmis ve damgalamistir. Bu duruma dayanak olarak ise, 3 Mart 2020°te umreden
gelen niifusun ¢ogunlugunun yash bireyler olduklarin1 gdstermislerdir. Dolayisiyla 65 yas ve lizeri
bireyler, lilkeye viriisli getirdikleri diisiiniilerek bir anlamda “giinah kecisi” ilan edilmislerdir. 65 yas
ve lzeri bireylere yonelik Otekilestirmeye, ayristirmaya ve damgalamaya yonelik soylem ve
davraniglar nefret sdylemine yol agmis; sirf yaslarindan dolay1 6liime terk edilmeleri gerektigi, iilke
icin fazlalik olduklar1 ve daha fazla yasaklara maruz kalmalar1 yoniinde hedef gosterilmislerdir (Ttiirk
Psikiyatri Dernegi, 2020).

Bu ¢alismayla, COVID-19 déneminde 65 yas ve iizeri bireylere yonelik iilkemizin gengleri tarafindan
atilan otekilestirici, ayristirict ve damgalayict tweet’leri betimlemek, anlamak ve yorumlamak
amaglanmistir. Bunun yaninda incelenen tweet’ler yoluyla lilkemizde ge¢misten giiniimiize siire gelen
yashilik algisi lizerine yorum getirmeye ¢alisilmstir.

Etik Konular

Calismada, ele aliman tweet’lere Mart 2020 ve Ocak 2021 tarihleri arasinda erisime ag¢ik hesaplar
tizerinden erisilmistir. Ayrica, tweet’lerin kullanici adina kesinlikle yer verilmemis olup bunun yerine,
kullanicilar isim ve soyisimlerinin bas harfleriyle kodlanmislardir. Caligmanin analizleri ise,
arastirmacilarin bizzat kendisi tarafindan yapilmas, ii¢iincii kisilerle paylasilmamastir.
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BULGULAR

Calismada ulasilan tweetler arastirmacinin tekrar tekrar okumasi neticesinde temalar altinda
toplanmistir. Ana temalar “nefret sOylemi”, “kiiglimseme” ve “ayristirma” olarak belirlenmis,
sonrasinda Teun A. van Dijk’1n elestirel sdylem analizi modeliyle ¢oziimlenmistir.

Yasli bireyler, pandeminin ve karantina siireclerinin
yasanmasinin sebebi olduklar diisliniilerek 6liime terk edilmeleri gerektigi ima edilmektedir.

2. Sematik Yap1

Gonderinin Anlatim Dili

Paylasimin dili, yasgh bireyleri degersizlestirme, otekilestirme ve ayristirmaya yoneliktir. Ayrica, uzun
yillar yasamis olduklar1 sebep gosterilerek Oliime terk edilmesi gerektigi diisiincesi, yasli bireylere
yonelik nefret soylemine yol agan bir ifadeye isaret etmektedir.

Ardalan Bilgisi

Tiirkiye’de ilk COVID-19 vakasi 11 Mart 2020’de goriilmiistiir (T.C. Saglik Bakanligi, 2020). 3 Mart
2020°de umreden donen ilk kafilenin cogunlugunun yash olmasi viriisii iilkeye yash bireylerin
getirdigi diisiincesini yaymistir. Bunun yaninda, 21 Mart 2020°de Icisleri Bakanligi’nin yaymladig
genelgeyle 65 yas iistii bireylere getirilen sokaga ¢ikma kisitlamasi, bu diisiinceyi kuvvetlendirmis,
amag yasli bireyleri ‘korumak’ iken ‘tehlikeli’ olduklari diislincesine yol agmustir.

Baglam Bilgisi

Gonderide, kullanilan dil de g6z onilinde bulunduruldugunda, kullanicinin getirilen kisitlamalardan
rahatsiz oldugu ve viriisiin gengleri yaslilara gore daha az etkiledigini diislindiigii i¢cin kisitlamalarin
gencleri kapsamasini anlamsiz olarak degerlendirdigi anlagilmaktadir. Tweet’in paylasildigi
01.01.2021 tarihinde yilbasi olmasi sebebiyle vatandaslarin toplu halde bulunmasini engellemek
amactyla tiim iilkede 31 Aralik 2020°den 3 Ocak 2021’1 kapsayacak sekilde sokaga ¢ikma kisitlamasi
getirilmis ve viriisiin yayilimi engellenmeye c¢alisilmistir (Hiirriyet, 2020). Dolayisiyla, kullanici
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kisitlamalar1 “cilginlik” olarak degerlendirmekte ve yaslilar {izerinden yas ayrimcilifinda bulunarak
“nefret sdylemine” yol agmaktadir.

B. Mikro Yap1

Sentaktik Coziimleme

Tweet, ikisi soru climlesi olmak tizere dort climleden olugmaktadir. Climlelerden ii¢li isim biri fiil
ctimlesi olup kurall1 bir climle yapisin1 géstermektedir.

Bolgesel Uyum

Tweet’de neden sonug iliskisi yoktur ancak kullanici yasanan pandemiyi ve karantinanin sorumlusunu
yaslilar olarak gormekte ve yaslilar1 korumak i¢in genglerin evde bulunmasini anlamsiz gérmektedir.
Kelime Secimleri

Kullanicinin tweet’inde kullandigi kelimeler incelendiginde, soru ciimleleriyle karsisinda biri varmis
ve sohbet ediyormus gibi olusturdugu goriilmektedir. Bunun yaninda yasli bireyler i¢in “hayatini
bitirmis” ifadesini kullanarak yas ayrimciligl yaptig1 ve pandemi déneminde 6liime terk edilebilecek
bir grup olarak bahsettigi anlasilmaktadir. Ciimlenin hemen devaminda, “gengler hayatindan
vazgeemek zorunda mi1” diyerek gengleri yaslilara gore daha degerli gormekte ve sdylemleri yaslh
bireylere yonelik nefret sdylemine yol agmaktadir. Ayrica, “0yleyse ne bu ¢ilginlik” diyerek ise, devlet
yetkililerini elestirmekte, getirilen kisitlamalarin ve 6nlemlerin yersiz oldugunun, bu tiir fedakarliklarin
yaglilar1 korumak i¢in yapilmasini anlamsiz buldugunun lizerinde durmaktadir.

Retorik

Gonderide, yaslilart degersizlestiren bir dil kullanilmis olup yaslilar pandeminin sorumlusu olarak ilan
edilmektedir. Ancak, yaghlarin iilkeye viriisii getirdigi ya da yaydigimi belirten herhangi bir veri
bulunmamaktadir. Bununla birlikte, evde kal cagrisi yapilarak yash bireylere getirilen sokaga ¢ikma
kisitlamasi onlart korumaya yonelik olup temelde hassas grup olmalar1 sebebiyle salgindan daha ¢ok
etkilenecekleri diisiiniilerek yogun bakim doluluk oranlarini azaltmaya ¢aligmaktir.

SONUC

Yash bireylere yonelik olumsuz yaklasimlar COVID-19 baglaminda degerlendirildiginde, {ilkemiz
gengleri tarafindan siklikla tercih edilen Twitter’da, yas(l1) ayrimciligina yol acan, onlar1 degersiz
goren, oOtekilestiren, damgalayan ve nefret sdylemine yol agan birtakim olumsuz paylagimlarin yer
aldig1 goriilmektedir. Yaslilara yonelik agresif, ayrimcilik ve damgalama gibi sdylem ve davraniglar
yas ayrimciligini tirmandirmis, yaglilar1 hedef alan sézlerin ve nefret sdyleminin kamusal séylemde ve
sosyal kusaklararas1 kizginligin ifadesi olarak ortaya ¢ikmasi endise verici bir boyuta ulagsmistir (BM,
2020: 9). Bunun yaninda, COVID-19 ile birlikte goriilen olumsuz davranislar, halihazirda yash
bireylerin hayatinda var olan, onlar1 muhtag, yetersiz, diiskiin gérme diisiincelerini de pekistirmistir.
Yash bireyleri sirf yaglarindan dolay: ikinci plana atmak, degersiz gormek, 6liime terk etmek, nefret
s0yleminde bulunmak etik bir davranis degildir ve deger yargilarina da uymamaktadir (Kabatas, 2020:
80). Bunun yaninda, gec¢misten gilinlimiize Tiirk toplumunda yaghilarin yeri diisiiniildiigiinde,
kentlesme, modernlesme, kiiresellesme ve dijitallesme olarak degisen kiiltiirel yasamda yaslilik
kiiltiirintin degisiklik gosterdigi, saygi duyulan, danisilan ve bilgeligi ile yol gdostericiligi istenilen
yaslinin yasama uyumunun zorlastig1 dile getirilmesi ve iizerinde durulmasi gereken bir durumdur
(Ozdemir, 2020: 57). Bu baglamda, 6zellikle pandemi doneminde yaslilara yonelik sevgi, saygi, sefkat
baglarinin 6zendirilmesi ve bu konuda kamuoyunun bilinglendirilmesi gerekmektedir.

Bu c¢alismada, pandemi sartlarinin enerji politigi etkileyis bi¢imi ve beklenti dogrultusunda olan ve
olmayan etkileri {izerinde durulmaktadir. Once pandemik salginin ¢ikis iilkesi olan Cin’den baslanarak
degerlendirmelere gidilmektedir. Burada, Cin’den baslayarak diger {ilkelerde goriilen aktivite
yavaslamasinin enerji politik yansimasi olarak enerji kaynagi gereksiniminin diismesinin sonuglari
tizerinde durulmaktadir. Bu baglamda, tiim enerji-politik tarihte goriilmemis sekilde ABD’de goriilen
petrol fiyatlarimin disiisii olaymnin irdelemesi ve sonuglari ele alinmaktadir. Ayrica, enerji
sistemlerinde kullanilan temel malzeme temininde yasananlar agiklanmaktadir. Tedarik zincirinde
ortaya ¢ikan dar bogazlarin ekonomik, enerji-politik ve siyasi yansimalari ifade edilmektedir. Ayrica,
Pandemi doneminde Tiirkiye’de yasanan enerji-politik gelismeler de ele alinarak acgiklanmaktadir. Bu
donemde Tiirkiye’nin pandemiyi enerji-politik yonden genellikle firsat olarak degerlendirmesinin
saglanabildigi, ancak diinya enerji-politiginin siyasi yansimalar1 baglaminda konjiiktiirel olarak ortaya
¢ikan risk i¢eren durumlar tizerinde de durulmaktadir.

ABSTRACT

In this study, it is denote the energy politic effects and their configurations in the duration of pandemic
conditions in the World. Evaluation for China which is come out country for COVID-19 is realized
firstly. Hence, industrial activities have slowing down and its reflection in the energy politics due to
decreasing of demand of energy and energy resources. All of these arguments evaluated separately
with their details. In the mean of the energy politics it is assessed over the oil prices and their results
which had observed the minus value in USA. Moreover some effects and reflections of supplying
essential materials of the energy systems are explained exhaustive specifications. Therefore, bottle
neck positions in economics, energy politics and politics explained for the concept of supply chains.
Pandemic effects for Turkey in the view of energy politics are also denoted in the real examples. Until
now, Turkey has generally appreciated these effects as opportunities but also specified their
conjunctional risk effects for future.

GIRIS

Diinyada, 2019’un sonunda ortaya ¢ikan onceleri epidemik olarak nitelenen ancak esas itibariyle
2020’de tiim diinyaya yayilarak pandemik 6zellik kazanan COVID-19 Salgini, diinyada ¢ok yonli
etkilemeleriyle kendini gostermis bulunmaktadir. Bir baska deyisle, yeni olarak nitelenen bir viriis,
kiiresel boyutta 6nemli bir tehdit unsuru olarak ortaya ¢ikmis ve halen de etkisini siirdiiregitmektedir.
S6z konusu pandemik salgin Onceleri saglik sorunu gibi goériinmiisken takiben hemen ekonomik
sorunlar kendini gostermis ve diinyayr ilgilendiren enerji politik yansimalar ortaya c¢ikmis
bulunmaktadir. Dilinyanin bu sorunlara tepkisi lilkeler baglaminda farkliliklar gosterse de ortak
etkilenmeler de cesamet kazanmis bulunmaktadir. Bu baglamda, salgin karsisindaki iilke
reflekslerinin beklenti dogrultusunda oldugu da pek sdylenemez. Nitekim “Pakt” ve/veya “Birlik”ler
icinde yer alan bir¢ok iilke pek de iyi bir dayanisma 6rnegi gosterememislerdir. Dolayisiyla, salgin
etkileri hemen her sektére yansiyarak topluca bakildiginda olumsuz sonuglar dogmustur. Fazla olarak
toplumlarda normatif degerler sorgulanir duruma gelmis bulunmaktadir [1-6].
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Pandemiyle Birlikte Diinyada Yasanan Enerji-Politik Gelismeler

Pandemik salgin Cin’den ¢iktig1 i¢in enerji politik incelemeye de Cin’den baslamak yerinde olacaktir.
Cin; 21. Yiizyilda diinyada en yiiksek biiyiime degerlerine ulasan tilke olarak enerji gereksinimi de en
yiiksek tilkeler arasinda yer almaktadir. COVID-19 salgininin Cin’de ortaya ¢ikmasi ile ekonomisinde
yavaslama goriilmiis ve dolayisiyla enerji ihtiyacinda da 6nemli diisiisler gézlenmistir.

Salginin tiim diinyaya yayilmasiyla epidemik olmaktan pandemik olma karakteri kazanmasiyla diger
iilkelerde de ekonomin yavaslamasimnin olugmasiyla birlikte tiim diinyada enerji ihtiyacinda azalma
goriilmesiyle bu durum petrol piyasalarini biiyiik dl¢lide etkilemistir.

Petrole talebin diismesiyle arz-talep dengesi baglaminda beklenti oydu ki; talep diistiigiinden petrol
ithracatgisi iilkelerin arzlarini kisarak petrol fiyatlarimi dengelemeleriydi. Bir baska deyisle, fiyati
dengede tutmak icin petrol ¢ikariminin diisiiriilmesi gerekiyordu. Ancak, ekonominin kurallar1 geregi
yapilmas1 gereken bu hamlenin, Suudi Arabistan basta olmak iizere OPEC f{iyesi iilkeler ile Rusya
arasindaki rekabet c¢ercevesinde talep giivenligi endisesiyle yapilamadigi goriilmiistiir. Hatta bu
nedenle Suudi Arabistan gibi bazi iilkelerin petrol ¢ikarimini bir miktar daha arttirdigi bile
gbzlenmistir. Bu yaklagim, tahminlerin 6tesinde olacak sekilde petrol fiyatlarinin yadsinamaz bigimde
diismesine sebep olmustur. Sekil 1°de bu durum agik ve net bir sekilde goriilmektedir.

Mart-Nisan 2020°de yasanan bu olaylar sonucunda, 21 Nisan 2020 tarihi itibariyle tiim petrol tarihi
boyunca goriilmemis bi¢imde bir diisiis yasanarak petrol fiyatlarinda ABD’de -37 USD gibi
yadsinamaz negatif bir deger goriilmiistiir. Bu durum petrol {ireticilerini 6zellikle ilgilendirmis ve
diinya capinda etkileri goriilmiistiir. Her ne kadar ¢abuk toparlanma saglanmaya calisilsa da, aradan bir
sene gibi bir siire gectikten sonra ancak tekrar benzer petrol fiyati seviyesine gelinebilmis
bulunmaktadir.

Onceleri petrol fiyatlarmin petrol gereksinimi yiiksek olan iilkeleri olumlu etkileyebilecegi diisiiniilse
de yasanan diislisiin yansimalari “Petro-Dolar” dongiisiinii olumsuz etkilemistir. Bu baglamda,
ekonomik ve siyasi yansimalarin oldugu ve de olmakta oldugu soOylenebilir. Dolayisiyla, petrol
ihracatgist iilkelere ¢ikarimin disiiriilmesi ve/veya diiglirilmesinin saglanmasi baglaminda baskici
durumlar gozlenmektedir. Fazla olarak etkilerin gelecege yansiyacak sekilde olacagi ve bu baglamda,
enerji politik manipiilasyonlarin da yasanabilecegi beklenebilir.

Fosil yakitlardan bir digeri olan dogal gaza bakildiginda ise yine talebin diistligii gériilmektedir. Ancak
petrol kadar radikal bir diislis goriilmemistir. Zira liretimin yavaslamasi nedeniyle dogal gaz talebi
diismekle beraber konutlardan olan dogal gaz talebinin devam etmis olmas1 nedeniyle petroldeki kadar
dramatik durum yaganmamustir (Sekil 2). Dogal gazda da toparlanmanin yasanmast (Ekim 2019’daki
seviyeye gelinmesi) yine bir seneyi askin siireyi buldugu gozlenmektedir. Keza LNG fiyat
degisiminde de benzer durum ortaya ¢ikmistir (Sekil 3).

Fosil yakitlardan komiire bakildiginda ise; yine pandeminin diinyay1r ekonomik agidan sarstigi donem
olan Nisan 2020’de en diisiik seviyeye indigi ve 2019 fiyat seviyelerine 2021 baglarinda bile tekrar

donemedigi goriilmektedir (Sekil 4).

Yenilenebilir enerjinin kullanimina bakildiginda ise pandeminin diinyada etkinlesmesiyle yatirimlarin
diismesi nedeniyle 2020°de durumdan etkilendigi goriilmektedir. Ancak, 2021°de yenilenebilir enerji
onemini koruyarak tekrar eski etki durumunu kazandigi goriilmektedir (Sekil 5).

Sekil 1 den Sekil 5’e kadar diinya enerji kullanimini betimleyen grafikler gostermektedir ki; hepsinde
benzer bir degisim goriilmiistiir. Bir bagka deyisle pandeminin ilk etkinlesme yil1 olan 2020’de enerji
kullanim1 ve bu baglamda enerji politikte sarsici gelisimler yasanmistir. Burada sunu da belirtmek
gerekir ki; en 6nemli diisiis diinya enerji politiginde yeri yadsinamaz olan petrolde yasanmustir.

Enerji kaynaklarindan ayr1 olarak enerji sistemlerinde kullanilan bazi1 6nemli ve 6zel metaller i¢in de
pandemi doneminden etkilenme goriilmiistiir. Bu kapsamda nadir toprak elementler ve lityum iizerinde
durmak gerekir. Nadir toprak elementlerin 6nemli {ireticisi olan Cin’de 2019°da COVID-19 salgininin
gorilmesiyle iliretim diismiis ve talep karsilanamayarak trend grafigi pikli ¢alkanti gostermis ve
sonrasinda arta giden bir karakter gostermistir (Sekil 6). Benzer durum lityum igin de sdylenebilir.

Pandemiyle Birlikte Tiirkiye’de Yasanan Enerji-Politik Gelismeler
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Tiirkiye, Pandemik Salgindan diinyaya paralel olarak ekilendiyse de bu donemde enerji-politik
baglamda ¢alismalarini devam ettirmeyi saglayabilmistir [14]. Nitekim pandemi etkisine ragmen
kurulu giiclinii artirmaya devam edebilmistir (Sekil 7).

Petrol fiyatlarinin pandemi ile birlikte diismesiyle ve lilke i¢i talebin de azalmasiyla Tirkiye petrol
stoklarinda bir artis gézlenmistir [14]. Petrol ile ilgili gelismeler baglaminda TPAO karada ve denizde
yeni petrol arama ruhsati alma islemlerini devam ettirmis ve var olan petrol arama ruhsatlarinin
uzatilmasi i¢in bagvurularda bulunmustur. Bu arada 2019 yilinda devreye alinan STAR Rafinerisinin
tam kapasiteye ¢ikmasi miimkiin olabilmistir.
Dogal gaz konusunda ise once, Tirkiye’de iki onemli boru hattindan biri olan TANAP ve
baglantilartyla (Azerbaycan’dan baslayarak italya’ya ulasan) Giiney Gaz Koridoru bu dénemde
tamamlanmustir. ikinci dnemli dogal gaz boru hatt1 olarak Tiirk Akim Projeleri de bitirilmistir. Her iki
dogal gaz boru hatt1 da iilkemiz i¢in yadsinamaz onemdedir denebilir. Boylelikle, hem Tiirkiye nin
kendi ihtiyaci olan dogal gazin tedariki ve hem de Tiirkiye’nin enerji terminali olma yolunda dikkate
deger asama kaydedilmis olmaktadirlar.
Agustos 2020°de ise Tiirkiye kendi milli ve yerli imkanlarini kullanilarak Karadeniz’de bugiine kadar
Tiirkiye’nin buldugu en biiyiik dogal gaz rezervi olarak 320 Milyar m”’liik bir kaynak bulunmustur.
flaveten, ek rezerv de tespit edilmis ve 85 Miyar m’ ilave kaynak ile birlikte bulunun rezervin 405
Miyar m’ mertebesinde oldugu kesinlesmistir. Boylelikle, Tuna-1 sondaj sahasi ¢alismalari
tamamlanmistir. Son olarak Amasra-1 ve Amasra-2 bolgelerinde sondaj ¢alismalarina baglanmastir.
Bunlardan ayrn olarak, Tiirkiye var olan iki deniz sondaj gemisine ilaveten “Kanuni” adi verilen bir
sondaj gemisi daha almistir. Bu sondaj gemisi Kore yapimi olup, Ingiltere’den almmistir [14]. Derin
deniz sondaj1 yapabilme kabiliyetine sahip olan gemi, Karadeniz’de sondaj ¢alismalarina baslamak
iizere Karadeniz’e gecmis ve Filyos limanina gelmistir. {laveten Kore’ye siparis edilen ve tamamlanan,
stvi dogal gaz tasima, depolama ve gazlagtirma yapabilen bir (Floating Storage Regasification
Unit) FSRU gemisi alinmis “Ertugrul Gazi” ismiyle Tiirk karasularina ulagsmig bulunmaktadir.
Niikleer enerji konusunda da pandemi sartlarinda Mersin-Akkuyu’da insaati devam eden niikleer
santral projesi aksamadan devam etmistir [17]. Dort iiniteden olusan ve toplam 4800 MWe elektrik
iiretecek olan niikleer santralardan ilk {initenin temeli 2 Nisan 2018’de atilmisti.

Yenilenebilir enerji konusunda da onemli gelismeler yasanmistir. Arka arkaya hidrolik santraller
devreye alinmistir. Bunlar arasinda 6nemli ikisi Dicle nehri ve kollar1 {izerinde yer almistir. Bunlardan
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biri (yillardir bitirilememis olan) Ilisu barajidir [18]. Ayrica Silvan Baraji’da bitirilmis ve devreye
alinmistir. Dilinyanin en yiiksek 3. Baraji olacak olan Artvin-Yusufeli Baraji’nda da ingaat siireklilikle
devam etmekte olup sona yaklasilmis bulunmaktadir. Ayrica, giines enerjisi santrali de devam
etmektedir.

Tiirkiye’de pandemi etkisinin getirdikleriyle dogal gaz ve petrol talebinin bir miktar diismesiyle
birlikte bu donemde yerli ve yenilenebilir enerji liretiminde 6nemli degerlere ulasilmistir. Hatta
Tiirkiye i¢in yerli ve yenilenebilir enerjiden elektrik iiretiminde 24 Mayis 2020°de rekor kirilmigtir
(Sekil 8).

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INCREASED DRY EYE IN CHILDREN DURING THE PANDEMIC PERIOD
PANDEMIi DONEMINDE COCUKLARDA GOZ KURULUGUNUN ARTISI

Amag: Bu ¢alisgmanin amaci, pandemi doneminde ¢cocuklarda kuru gz oraninin arttigini gostermek ve
bunun nedenini aragtirmaktir.

Yontem: Eyliil 2020- Mart 2021 tarihleri arasinda Boyabat Devlet Hastanesi’ne bagvuran 43 ¢ocuk
hasta degerlendirilmistir. Hastalarda biyomikroskop ile kornea, konjoktiva, kapak problemleri, alerjik
konjoktivit, acikta kalma keratopatisi degerlendirilmis ve hastalarin gbz yas1 kirilma zaman 6lgiiliip,
hastalara Schirmer I testi yapilmistir.

Bulgular: Hastalarin giinliik ortalama ekran maruziyet siiresi 6,22 + 3,51 (1-12) saatti. Hastalarin %
83,7'si online egitim aliyordu. Online egitim i¢in 6grencilerin % 57,8'1 (n = 22) akilli telefon, % 21,1°1
(n = 8) tablet ve % 21,1’1 (n = 8) bilgisayar kullaniyordu. Ortalama online egitim siiresi 4,25 + 2,15 (1-
10) ayd: ve ortalama giinliik online egitim siiresi 4,42 + 1,41 (2-6) saatti. G6z poliklinigine, ¢ocuk
hastalarin % 39,5'1 (n = 17) sik gz kirpma, % 23,2’si (n = 10) kizariklik, % 23.,2’si (n = 10) bulanik
gorme ve % 13,9°u (n = 6) kasint1 sikayetleri ile bagvurdu. Online egitim alan ¢ocuklarda g6z kurulugu
daha sikt1 (p = 0,002). Kullanilan elektronik cihaz tipi ile kuru gz arasinda anlamli bir iliski yoktu (p
=0,099). Toplam egitim siiresi ile kuru goz arasinda anlamli bir iligki bulunmazken (p = 0,06), giinliik
egitim stiresi ile kuru goz arasinda anlamli bir iligki bulundu (p = 0,001).

ABSTRACT

Background: The purpose of this study was show that dry eyes increase in children after the pandemic
and to investigate the reasons for this.

Methods: A total of 43 pediatric patients who underwent an ophthalmic examination in the eye clinic
of Boyabat State Hospital, Sinop, Turkey, between September 2020 and March 2021 were evaluated
for the present study. Patient examination included slit-lamp examinations of the cornea and
conjunctiva, and evaluation of eyelid problems, allergic conjunctivitis, and exposure keratitis, tear
fluid break-up time (TBUT) and Schirmer I tests.

Results: Average screen time per day was 6.22+3.51 (1-12) hours. 83.7% of the patients were
receiving online education. 57.8% (n=22) of the students used smart phones, 21.1% (n=8) tablets and
21.1% (n=8) computers for online education. The average online training time was 4.25+2.15 (1-10)
months and the average daily online time was 4.42+1.41 (2-6) hours. 39.5% (n=17) of pediatric
patients applied to the ophthalmology clinic with frequent blinking, 23.2% (n=10) rash, 23.2% (n=10)
blurred vision and 13.9%(n=6) itching. Dry eyes are more common in children who receive online
education (p=0.002). There was no significant relationship between the type of electronic device used
and dry eye (p=0.099). While there was no significant relationship between total education time and
dry eye (p=0.06), a significant relationship was found between daily training time and dry eye
(p=0.001).
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Conclusion: In these days, the number of pediatric patients admitted to the ophthalmology clinic for
dry eyes increased. We think that the most important reason for this is the transition from face-to-face
education to online education and screen exposure due to the pandemic.

2019 yilinin sonlarinda, Cin'in Wuhan eyaletinde ortaya ¢ikan siddetli akut solunum yolu hastaligina
ve Oliimlere neden olan SARS-CoV-2 adi verilen yeni bir koronaviriis tiirii tespit edilmistir. SARS-
CoV-2 viriisiiniin neden oldugu Covid-19 hastaliginin solunum damlaciklart ve dogrudan temas
yoluyla yayildig1 diisiiniilmektedir. Fekal-oral bulagma ise, viriisiin bagka bir bagka bulagsma yolu
olarak kabul edilmektedir. Literatiirde yapilan ¢esitli ¢calismalar incelendiginde, Covid-19 hastalarinin
ist solunum yolu numuneleri ger¢ek zamanli PCR testi sonuglar1 negatif sonug verirken, ayn1 hastalara
ait gaita numulerinin pozitif sonu¢ vermesi, hastaligin sadece solunum yolu ile degil, fekal-oral yol ile
bulagsma riskinin de olabilecegini gostermistir. Fekal-oral yol ile bulagsma, gaita numunelerindeki
virlislerin ellere, yiyeceklere ve suya bulagsmasi, boylece viriisiin agiz i¢i, solunum mukozasi,
konjonktiva bolgelere yerleserek enfeksiyon gelistirilmesi durumu i¢in kullanilmaktadir.

ABSTRACT

In late 2019, a new type of coronavirus called SARS-CoV-2, causing severe acute respiratory illness
and fatalities, was identified in China's Wuhan province.The most common opinion is that the main
transmission route of the Covid-19 disease caused by the SARS-CoV-2 virus are the respiratory
droplets and a direct contact with the infected individuals. The fecal-oral transmission is considered as
another way of transmission of the viriis. After an examination of various studies, it was observed that
although the real-time PCR test results of the upper respiratory tract samples of Covid-19 patients gave
negative results, the results of the stool samples of the same patients are positive. Consequently, it is
considered that there may be a risk of transmission of the disease not only through the respiratory tract
but also through the fecal-oral route. The fecal-oral transmission is a way of transmitting the viruses
from the stool samples to hands, food and water, so that the viriis settles in the mouth, respiratory
mucosa, conjunctiva and the infection starts developing.Various studies in the literature have
demonstrated that there are live viruses in the stools of individuals who have recovered from the
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Covid-19 disease, and this may be an important way of transmitting the disease. In these studies, the
time the SARS-CoV-2 virus can remain in the fecal spicemens of discharged patients has been
determined, and the time interval in which the risk of transmission continues was revealed,
accordingly. The studies were carried out with patients who applied to the pandemic unit of the
hospital with various complaints with a positive real-time PCR test result and who got negative results
in the two upper respiratory tract samples taken more than 24 hours after the treatment. The research
was conducted with 70 patients between the ages of 18-70 who were discharged from the hospital.
When the real-time PCR test results of the stool samples taken from the discharged patients were
examined, SARS-CoV-2 virus was detected in the stool specimens of 8 patients and the studies were
continued with these eight patients. Considering the results of the research, determining the survival
time of this virus in the stool samples of the individuals who have recovered from the disease can
guide the prevention of the transmission of the disease and taking necessary precautions.

Pandemi donemi tiim diinyada yasami ¢esitli bicimlerde degistirmis ve bu degisim kendisini her alanda
gostermistir. Kitle iletisim araclariysa bu degisime dogrudan maruz kalan alanlardan biri olmustur.
Ozellikle televizyonun giincel igerik iiretimi, giindelik yasami risk altina alan Covid-19 sorunuyla bir
araya gelince belirsizliklere ve aksamalara neden olmustur.

Bulgular1 hafif, orta ve agir siddette olan COVID-19, akut bir hastalik olmasina ragmen hastaligin
siddetli baslamasi, biiyiik alveoler hasar ve ilerleyici solunum yetmezIligi ile birlikte 6liime neden
olabilmektedir. Bu dogrultuda COVID-19 tanis1 olan hastalara verilecek hemsirelik bakimi oldukca
onemlidir. Hemsireler hastalarina koyduklar1 hemsirelik tanilarina yonelik bakim verdiklerinde
istendik sonuclara ulagmaktadirlar. Bu c¢alisma, COVID-19 tanis1 alan hastalara konan hemsirelik
tanilariin incelenmesi amaciyla yapilmaistir.

Arastirma, COVID-19 tanist alan hastalara bakim veren ve tedavi uygulayan 1019 hemsire iizerinde
yapilmigtir. Veriler toplanmadan oOnce bir tiniversitenin klinik arastirmalar etik kurulundan onay
alimmugtir. Literatlir dogrultusunda hazirlanan soru formu, kartopu yontemiyle Google Forms
araciligiyla hemsirelere ulastirilmistir. Hemsirelerin koyduklar1 hemsirelik tanilar1 Glinliik Yasam
Aktiviteleri Modeli’ne gore siniflandirilmistir. Veriler sayi, yiizde, ortalama ve standart sapma
analizleri ile degerlendirilmistir.

Hemgsirelerin %63.7’sinin 19-29 yas grubunda, %78.7’sinin kadin, %68.3’{iniin lisans mezunu,
%34.9’unun da 1-5 yildir calistif1 saptanmistir. Hemsirelerin %49.6’s1 COVID-19 servisinde, %32.1°1
COVID-19 yogun bakimda ve %18.4’ti de COVID-19 acilde gorev yapmaktadir. Hemsirelerin bir yil
igerisinde ortalama 43 (min=1, max=500) COVID-19’1i hastaya baktiklar1 saptanmistir. Hemsirelerin
hastalarina en ¢ok hipertermi (%12.4), anksiyete (%8.4), etkisiz solunum yolu temizligi (%8.2), korku
(%7.1) ve kronik agr1 (%6.9) tanisin1 koydugu belirlenmistir.

COVID-19’1i hastalara konulan hemsirelik tanilarinin literatiirde Onerilen COVID-19 hemsirelik
bakimi ile paralellik gosterdigi goriilmiistiir. Hemsirelerin saptadiklar tanilarin daha ¢ok akut doneme
yonelik oldugu, uzun vadeli veya olast sorunlara yonelik hemsirelik tanilar1 belirleme diizeylerinin
diisiik oldugu saptanmaistir.

ABSTRACT

Although COVID-19 is an acute disease with mild, moderate and severe symptoms, it can cause death
with severe onset of the disease, major alveolar damage and progressive respiratory failure. In this
direction, nursing care to be given to patients diagnosed with COVID-19 is very important. Nurses
achieve the desired results when they give care to their patients for their nursing diagnosis. This study
was conducted to examine the nursing diagnoses of patients diagnosed with COVID-19.

The research was conducted on 1019 nurses who care and treat patients diagnosed with COVID-19.
Before the data were collected, approval was obtained from the clinical research ethics committee of a
university. Prepared in line with the literature, the questionnaire was delivered to nurses via the
snowball method via Google Forms. Nursing diagnoses made by the nurses were classified according
to the Activities of Daily Living Model. The data were evaluated by number, percentage, mean and
standard deviation analysis.
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It was determined that 63.7% of the nurses were in the 19-29 age group, 78.7% were female, 68.3%
were undergraduate, and 34.9% had been working for 1-5 years. 49.6% of the nurses work in the
COVID-19 service, 32.1% in the COVID-19 intensive care unit, and 18.4% in the COVID-19
emergency department. It was found that the nurses looked after an average of 43 (min = 1, max =
500) patients with COVID-19 in a year. It was determined that nurses mostly diagnosed their patients
with hyperthermia (12.4%), anxiety (8.4%), ineffective airway cleaning (8.2%), fear (7.1%) and
chronic pain (6.9%).

It has been observed that the nursing diagnoses made in patients with COVID-19 are in parallel with
the COVID-19 nursing care recommended in the literature. It was found that the diagnoses determined
by the nurses were mostly related to the acute period, and the level of determining nursing diagnoses
for long-term or possible problems was low.

Amag: Yeni corona virus (SARS-CoV-2) ilk olarak 2019'un sonlarinda Cin'in Wuhan kentinde ortaya
cikmistir ve tiim diinyada hizla yayilmistir. 11 Mart 2020'de Diinya Saglik Orgiitii (WHO) COVID-
19'u smiflandirmis ve bu salgim1 6nemli morbidite ve mortaliteye sahip bir pandemi olarak ilan
etmistir. Bu vaka raporunun amaci, COVID-19 ile enfekte bir hastada oral, okiiler ve kutandz
belirtileri gostermek ve basarili olan tedavi sonucunu bildirmektir.

Gere¢ ve Yontem: Gergek zamanl ters transkriptaz-polimeraz zincir reaksiyonu (RT-PCR) COVID-
19 pozitif 18 yasinda bayan hasta, disetlerinde siddetli yanma sikayetiyle Periodontoloji Boliimii'ne
basvurmustur. Ayrintili muayenesi yapildiginda disetlerinde deskuamasyonun yani sira, beraberinde
yapilan oftalmolojik degerlendirmede de konjuktivit oldugu da dikkati ¢ekmistir. Tedavi agiz hijyeni
talimati, birikintilerin / psddomembranlarin uzaklastirilmasi, konjunktivitin sekelsiz tamamen
¢oziilmesi, deskuamatif digeti iltihabinin diizelmesinden olusmaktadir.

Bulgular: iki hafta sonra, nazofaringeal siiriintiiden COVID-19 RT-PCR negatifligi tespit edilmistir.
Etkilenen alanlar tamamen iyilesmistir ve herhangi bir komplikasyona rastlanmamigtir. Ek olarak,
oftalmolojik degerlendirmede, konjunktivitin tamamen ¢oziildiigii gézlenmistir.

ABSTRACT

Backgrounds/Aim: The novel corona virus, Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome Coronavirus-2
(SARS-CoV-2) was first emerged in Wuhan, China on the late of 2019, and rapidly spread globally.
On 11 March 2020, the World Health Organization (WHO) classified COVID-19, and declared this
outbreak a pandemic with significant morbidity and mortality. The purpose of this report was to
illustrate of oral, ocular, and cutaneous manifestations in a patient infected with COVID-19 and to
describe the successful treatment of this case.
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Methods: A 18-year-old girl was complained of discomfort and severe burning sensation admitted to
Periodontology Department for evaluation and treatment of these lesions. A detailed oral and
ophthalmic examinations were performed. Treatment consisted of oral hygiene instruction, remove of
deposits/pseudomembranes, resolution completely of conjunctivitis without any sequelae, recovered
desquamative gingivitis.

Results: Two weeks following, real-time reverse transcriptase-polymerase chain reaction (RT-PCR)
negativity from nasopharyngeal swab was detected. The affected areas had completely healed, and
there were no complications. In addition, the ophthalmologic evaluation revealed complete resolution
of the conjunctivitis.

Conclusions: Desquamative gingivitis and conjunctivitis in a patient with SARS-CoV-2 infection was
presented, and treated succesfully with ophthalmic and periodontal therapy. It must be needed new
information describing signs and symptoms of COVID-19 and therapies, and stricter protective
measures should be taken against COVID-19 while performing oral treatments.

Korku insanlik tarihi boyunca tiiriimiiziin hayatta kalmasi i¢cin olumsuz etkilere karsi gelistirdigimiz
bilissel ve fiziksel bir olgudur. Bu olgu dogal ve dogal olmayan tehlikelerden kacarak hayatta
kalmamizi1 saglamistir. Tehlikelerden, istenmeyen durumlardan kaginarak hayatta kalmamizi saglayan
korku pazarlama ve iletisim diinyasinda siklikla kullanilmaktadir. Korku ile sadece tiiketici
davraniglarin1 degil bireyin ve hatta toplumun davranislarini da yonlendirmek miimkiin olabilmektedir.
Gegmisten gilinlimiize toplumsal ve bireysel olarak gerek resmi gerek resmi olmayan normlarin
benimsenmesi, uygulanmasi, gelecek nesillere aktarilmasi konusunda korku, 6nemli bir iletisim 6gesi
olarak goriilmekte ve korkunun yonlendirici etkisi iletisim kampanyalarinda kullanilmaktadir. Cevre
felaketlerinden ekonomik krizlere kadar gliniimiiz diinyasinda her an degisen kosullara uyum saglamak
ve zararl en aza indirmek i¢in uygulanan iletisim kampanyalarinda bunun bir¢ok Ornegini gérmek
miimkiindiir.

Gerek iletisim kampanyalarinda gerekse pazarlama stratejilerinde, hedef kitlenin korkularini
kullanarak riskler ve alinmasi gereken tedbirler vb. unsurlar vurgulanarak hedef kitlenin istenilen
davranig1 gerceklestirilmesi saglanmaktadir. Bir anlamda davranisin ger¢eklesmesi icin korkunun
cekiciligi kullanilmaktadir.

From past to present, fear is seen as an important communication element in the adoption and
implementation of both formal and informal norms and transferring them to future generations both
socially and individually, and the guiding effect of fear is used in communication campaigns. From
environmental disasters to economic crises, it is possible to see many examples of this in
communication campaigns implemented to adapt to ever-changing conditions in today's world and to
minimize damage.
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Using the fears of the target audience in both communication campaigns and marketing strategies,
risks and measures to be taken, etc. By emphasizing the elements, the desired behavior of the target
audience is ensured. In a sense, the attraction of fear is used for the realization of the behavior.
Especially when it is associated with an existing fear, its effect level is higher.

In this sense, the advertising campaigns of spray disinfectant products whose use was increased during
the COVID-19 Pandemic period were examined. In the study, the advertisements in visual and digital
media regarding the COVID-19 Pandemic were analyzed using the semiotic analysis method. In
advertisements, the positioning of the disease and the ways of protection from the disease within the
framework of the COVID-19 Pandemic has been examined. It is among the aims of this study to
examine how the relationship between health and fear is established in our world where the COVID-19
Pandemic and a global health crisis are experienced.

Bu arastirma Covid-19 pandemi siirecinde uygulanan karantina doneminde bireylerin beslenme bilgi
ve aliskanliklarindaki farkliliklart saptamak amaciyla planlanmistir. Calisma Nisan — Haziran 2020
tarihleri arasinda yaslar1 18-77 arasinda degisen 458 goniillii kisi (266 kadin, 192 erkek) ile
yuriitilmistir. Katilimcilarin genel demografik 6zellikleri, beslenme bilgi ve aligkanliklar1 anket
uygulanarak almmistir. Bireylere ait veriler pandemi nedeni ile internet {izerinden ve telefon ile
gorlsiilerek elde edilmistir.  Bireylerin pandemi Oncesi beslenme aliskanliklar1 incelendiginde;
%49,3’nilin {i¢ ana 68iin %47,2’sinin iki ana 6giin ve %3,3’niin bir ana 6giin tiikettigi, pandemi
siirecinde ise %45,4’niin {i¢ ana 6giin, %51,7 sinin iki ana 6giin ve %?2,4’nilin bir ana 6giin tiikettigi
bulunmustur. Katilimcilarin ara 6gilin sayilarina bakildiginda pandemiden once %9,4’1 ii¢ ara 6giin,

oglin tlikettigi belirlenmistir. Bireylerin karantina doneminde viicut agirliklarindaki degisimler
sorgulandiginda %47,4’linde degisiklik olmadigi, %40,4’linde artis oldugu ve %12,2’sinin ise agirlik
kaybettigi saptanmistir. Katilimcilarin evde gecirdikleri bu dénem zarfinda %31,4’liniin daha ¢ok
hamur isine yoneldigi, %22,7’sinin sebze-meyve ve %10’unun su tiikketimini artirdig1 saptanmistir.
Bireylerin % 49,1°1 limon, portakal gibi turuncggil tiiketimine, %6,3’linlin mor renkli sebze-meyve
tilkketimine dikkat ederek bu donemde korona viriise karsi bagisikliklarin1 gliclendirme amacinda
olduklar1 saptanmistir.

ABSTRACT

This research was planned to determine the differences in the nutritional knowledge and habits of
individuals during the quarantine period during the Covid-19 pandemic period. The study was
conducted between April and June 2020 with 458 volunteers (266 females, 192 males) aged between
18-77. The general demographic characteristics, nutritional knowledge and habits of the participants
were questioned. Data on individuals were obtained over the internet and by telephone, due to the
pandemic. In a study of the eating habits of individuals before the pandemic, it was found that 49.3%
consumed three main meals, 47.2% consumed two main meals and 3.3% consumed one main meal.
During the pandemic period, it was found that 45.4% consumed three main meals, 51.7% two main
meals and 2.4% consumed one main meal. When looking at the number of the snack consumption of
the participants, it was determined that 9.4% consumed three snacks and 35.2% consumed two snacks
before the pandemic, while 17.9% consumed three snacks and 33% consumed two snacks during the
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pandemic. When the changes in body weight of individuals during the quarantine period were
questioned, it was determined that 47.4% did not change, 40.4% increased and 12.2% lost weight.
During this period that the participants spend at home; It was determined that 31.4% preferred pastry,
22.7% increased the consumption of vegetables and fruits and 10% increased water consumption. The
individuals participating in the study; it was determined that 49.1% were paying attention to citrus
consumption and 6.3% to purple-colored vegetables and fruit consumption, and they aimed to
strengthen their immunity against the corona virus in this period. As a result of this study, it was found
that during the quarantine periods due to the corona virus, individuals were affected both socially and
psychologically, and there were changes in their eating habits. For this reason, it is thought that during
these days when we stay at home, we will overcome this process in a healthy way by paying attention
to our sleep times, increasing our physical activity, including four food groups in our meals, and taking
care of adequate and balanced nutrition. Considering the number of snacks of the participants, it was
determined that 9.4% consumed three snacks and 35.2% consumed two snacks before the pandemic.
During the pandemic period, it was determined that 17.9% consumed three snacks and 33% consumed
two snacks.

Bilim siiphecidir ve bilimsel c¢aligmalar siipheci olmay1 gerektirir.Covide-19 viriisiiniin ilk ¢iktig
giinden bugiine kadar laboratuvarda iiretildigi ya da kendiliginden ortaya ciktigina dair tartimalar
yapilmistir.

Bu sonugtan geng
insanlarin diinyay1 yonetmeye calisan kiiresel giiglere giivenmedikleri ve inanmadiklar1 sonucunu
¢ikarabiliriz. Bu sonug kiiresel gili¢c odaklari i¢in 6nemli olmalidir.

ABSTRACT

Science is spectical and scientific studies require skepticism. There have been discussions that the
Covid-19 virlis was produced in the laboratory or emerged spontaneously from the day it first
appeared. These discussion are still taking place. If Covid-19 is produced in the laboratory this is a
germ war. The history of germ wars B.C. it goes back to the “ kadesh war” between the Hittites and
the Egyptiang. Germ war have been fought in various places and times until today and are still being
held today. Novadays this is called bioterrorism. Bioterrorism is an inreasing danger and a crime
against humanity. Because innocent people are brutally murdered. This study looks at Covid- 19 crisis
from a spectial perspective. In orher Word, the viriis is viewed with suspicion that it may have been
produced in the laboratory and information and documennts in this direction are put forward. On the
other hand we conducted a research on our students to find out how they view the Covid-19 crisis. As
a result of the research we found that most of the students were skeptical. From this we can conclude
that young people do not trust and do not belive in the global forces trying to rule. This results should
be important for global power focuses.

GIRIS

Bilim siiphecidir ve bilimsel faaliyetler siipheci olmay1 gerektirir. Covid-19 viriisiiniin ilk ¢iktig1
giinlerden bu giine kadar laboratuvarda iiretildigi ya da kendiliginden ortaya ¢iktigina dair tartigmalar
cok yapildi ve yapilmaya da devam ediyor. Bu calismada Covid-19 krizine siipheci bir agidan
bakilmaktadir. Diger bir ifadeyle viriisiin laboratuvarda iiretilmis olabilecegi siiphesiyle bakilmakta ve
bu yondeki bilgiler ve belgeler ileri siirtilmektedir. Diger taraftan bu krize nasil baktiklarini 6grenmek
icin Ogrencilerimiz iizerinde bir arastirma yaptik. Onlarin goriislerinin diger sinif insanlardan daha
onemli oldugunu disliniiyoruz. Ciinkii 18-21 yas civarinda olan insanlar iilkenin ve diinyanin
yonetimini devralacaklardir. Ulkeyi onlara emanet edecegiz. Bu nedenle 6nemli.
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Tarih boyunca savaglar, cogunlukla milli, dini, siyasi ve ekonomik amacli yapilmistir. Savaslar
kullanilan silahlara, amaglara, zamana, mekana ve taraflara gore de farkli isimler almislardir. Niikleer
savas, biyolojik savas, dini savas (hagli seferleri, cihat), diinya savasi, gerilla savasi, ticaret savasi v. b
gibi. Bu savaslar 20.yiiz yilin baglarinda cephelerde yapilirdi. Canakkale, Kafkasya, Galigya, Yemen,
Filistin Cephesi gibi. 20.y.yilin sonlarinda ve 21. Y. yilin baglarinda ise cephelerden pazarlara tasindi.
Pazarlarda isletmeler arasinda iirlinler ve markalarla yapilmaya baslandi.

Glinlimiizde ise savaslar sekil degistirmeye ve internet ilizerinden dijital ortama taginmistir. Artik
diinyada egemen diilkeler arasinda savaglarin internet iizerinden de yapildigini goériiyoruz. Kiiresel
giiclerin hakimiyet miicadelesinde “siber savaslar” yeni bir cephe haline gelmeye bagladi. Siber
saldirilar konusunda ABD ve Batili Ulkeler; Rusya, Cin, K. Kore ve Iran’1 suglarken, suclanan bu
tilkeler ise siber korsanlik faaliyetlerinin asil magdurunun kendileri olduklarini sdyliiyorlar.

Siber savaslardan baska eskiden beri bilinen bir de NBC (niikleer, biyolojik, kimyasal) savaslar var ki
bunlar da yillardir ¢esitli zamanlarda cesitli yerlerde yapilmistir Bu agiklamalardan sonra esas
konumuz olan salgin hastaliklar ve viriis konusuna gelecek olursak.

Insanlik bu giine kadar birgok salgin hastalik dénemi yasamis ve bu salginlar sonucunda ¢ok sayida
insan hayatim kaybetmistir. Giiniimiizde de salgin hastaliklar ortaya c¢ikmaktadir. Insan saghg bu
hastaliklardan ciddi sekilde olumsuz olarak etkilenmekte ve c¢ok sayida insan da hayatim
kaybetmektedir.

1960’larda kesfedilen coronoviriisler insanlarda solunum yolu hastaliklarina neden olan ve tiim
diinyada yaygin olan viriislerdir. 2019 yilinin aralik ayina gelindiginde Cin’in Wuhan kentinde yeni bir
koronoviriis ortaya ¢iktt. COVID-19 olarak isimlendirilen bu salgm diinyanin kiiresellesmis olmasi
nedeniyle ¢ok hizli bir sekilde tiim diinyaya yayilarak ¢ok sayida insanin 6liimiine neden oldu ve halen
de olmaya devam ediyor. Bu satirlarin yazildig1 giinlerde bile diinyanin biitiin iilkelerinde her giin ¢ok
sayida insan bu viriis nedeniyle hayatin1 kaybediyordu. Isin sonucunun nereye varacagini ve ne zaman
son bulacagini kimse bilmiyor.

Ulkelerinin tamami bu salgina hazirliksiz yakalandilar ve bu yiizden tedbir almakta ge¢ kaldilar. Hatta
bazilar1 baslangicta salgini ciddiye bile almadilar. Bu iilkelerin basinda Amerika, ingiltere, Fransa,
Italya, Ispanya, Brezilya gelmektedir. Bu nedenle bu iilkelerde can kayiplarinin fazla olmasi, halkin
hiikiimetlerini protesto etmelerine sebep oldu. Basta olay: ciddiye almayan Amerikan baskani Donald
Trump, ingiltere, Bagsbakan Boris Johnson Brezilya devlet baskan1 Jair Bolsonaro viriise yakalandiktan
sonra isi ciddiye aldilar.

Tirkiye ise olayin vahametini daha ilk giinlerde ¢abuk fark etti ve iilkeye giris ve c¢ikislart biiyiik
olciide yasakladi. Okullarda yiiz yiize eitime ara verilerek uzaktan egitime gecildi, Is yerlerinin
bircogu kapatildi, sokaga ¢ikma yasag: ilan edildi ve daha bir ¢ok tedbir alindi. Ulkemizin COVID-19
kriz yonetimiyle ilgili yaptig1 faaliyetlerin en énemlilerinden biri de salgimin baglangicinda diinyanin
yiiz kirktan fazla iilkesindeki yiiz binden fazla vatandasini ugakla iilkeye getirerek aileleriyle
bulusmalarina imkan sagladi. Boylece sosyal devlet olmanin geregini yerine getirdi. Ustelik Tiirkiye
bunu Amerika gibi diinyanin siiper giicli olarak bilinen ve diinyay1 yonettigi iddia edilen bir devletin
binlerce km. uzakta Suriye’deki bir teror 6rgiitiine {i¢ bin TIR dolusu silah gonderirken New York’un
arka sokaklarindaki bir saglik kurulusuna tibbi malzeme gonderemezken basardi. Ayrica gelismis
tilkeler ve AB iilkeleri bagta olmak {izere her iilkenin kendi derdine diistiigii ve herkesin kendi basinin
caresine bakmaya calistifi giinlerde Tiirkiye’nin diinyanin bir ¢ok iilkesine tibbi malzeme yardimi
yapmas1 takdire sayan hareketlerinden biridir.

Sonugta 6grencilerimizin ¢ogunun olaya siipheyle baktiklarini ve Covid-19’un tiiretilmis olabilecegi
sliphesini tagidiklarin1 gordiik. Buradan diinyay1 yonetmeye ¢aligsan kiiresel zihniyete giivenmediklerini
ve onlardan siiphelendikleri sonucunu ¢ikarabiliriz. Bagka arastirmacilarin ise toplumun diger siniflari
veya meslek mensuplar1 hakkinda ¢aligmalar yaparak o gruplarin s6z konusu bu virilis hakkinda nasil
diisiindiiklerini ortaya ¢ikarabilirler.
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MIKROP SAVASLARININ KISA TARIHCESI

Tarih boyunca devletler ve toplumlar rekabet savasinda birbirlerini yenebilmek icin akla hayale
gelmeyen her tiirlii hileli yol ve yontemlere basvurmuslardir. Aslinda her seyin bir kuralinin olmasi
gerektigi gibi savaslarin da bir kuralinin olmasi gerekir ve taraflar bu kurallara uymalidirlar. Ama
savasan devletler cogu zaman bu savas kurallarina uymamaslar.

Ebu Hureyre ve Cabir (R.A.) rivayet edilen bir hadise gore Hz. Peygamber (s.a.v.) “harp hiledir”
demistir. Burada sozili edilen “hile” Miisliimana izin verilen ahlaki bir degerdir, bir savas taktigidir,
milletin hukukunun bir himayesidir. Gayri ahlaki davranmak degildir. Mesela diisman askerlerinin
hiicum ettigi bir noktadan askerlerinizi ¢ekerek diismanin beklemedigi bir taraftan taarruza ge¢gmek
gibi. Bu hile tiirii tamamen diisman1 sasirtmaya ve kendi askerlerini korumaya yonelik bir taktiktir ve
bu nedenle mesrudur.

Ancak bu giinkii coronoviriis konusunda yapildigindan siiphelendigimiz mikrop savasi ise bu
anlatilanlardan farklidir. Bu giin ki durum, sayet yapilmigsa tamamen “bioterdrizm” dir ve kesinlikle
mesru degildir. Bir insanlik sugudur. Ciinkii masum ve giinahsiz insanlarin Oliimiine sebep
olunmaktadir. Bio terdrizm giderek artan bir tehdittir. Glinlimiizde 17 iilkenin aktif olarak yiiriittiigi
biyolojik silah programinin oldugu tahmin edilmektedir. Bu genel bilgilerden sonra salginlarin
tarihgesine gelelim.

Salgin hastaliklar, ilk¢aglardan beri devletleri ve toplumlar1 ekonomik, sosyal, siyasal ve askeri basta
olmak iizere birgok ydnden etkilemistir ve hala da etkilemektedir. Bu giin COVID-19 nedeniyle
giindeme gelen biyolojik silahlarin tarihgesinin Hititlerle Misirlilar arasinda M.O. ki yillarda yapilan
“Kades Savasi”nda Hititlilerin vebali hastalar1 casus olarak Misir’a gondermesiyle basladigi kabul
edilir. Biyolojik silah kullanmanin ilk &rneklerinden biri de M.O. 190 yilinda Kartacali General
Hannibal’in Bergama’li diisman gemilerini yok etmek icin “yilan
zehiri”’kullanmasidir(star.com.tr/acik-goriis/buyuk-mikrop-savaslari-haber).

14. Yiiz y1lda Kirrm’dan Italya’nin Mesina Limani’na yanasan 12 adet Ceneviz gemisi ticari mallarin
yaninda Avrupa niifusunun yarisindan fazlasini 6ldiirecek kadar “veba mikrobu” tasiyordu. O
tarihlerde “kara 6liim” olarak adlandirilan vebaya yakalananlar iki giinde dliiyorlardi. Salgin 6nce
Mogolistan’ da ¢ikms sonra Cin’e ge¢mis ve bu iilkenin niifusunu yarisin1 kirdiktan sonra Kirim’a
gelmis, burada binlerce kisiyi 6ldiirdiikten sonra Cenevizliler araciligiyla Italya’ya geg¢mis, oradan
Almanya ve Ingiltere’ye sicramis. Veba salgin1 1352 yilinda ise Moskova’ya ulasmis. O tarihlerde
diinya vebaya Oyle maruz kalmis ki insanlar diinyanin sonunun geldigini zannetmis ve cesetler
giinlerce sokaklardan kaldirilamamis. Ayni tarihlerde Islam iilkelerine de yayilan veba salgin1 Misir
ve Suriye’yi de etkisi altina almig giinde bin kiginin 6lmesi sonucunda camilerde ezan okuyacak insan
bulmakta zorluk ¢ekilmis. Avrupa’da ise bazilar1 bunun biyolojik bir saldir1 oldugu kanaatini
tasimiglar. Bunlara gore mikrobu Yahudiler yaymisti. Bdyle diisiindiiklerinden nerde bir Yahudi
gorseler hemen oldiirecek kadar Yahudilere kinlenmislerdir (star. comtr /acik- goriis/mikrop-savaslari-
haber).

Daha sonraki yillarda ise Kuzey Amerika’daki Ingilizler 1763 yilinda ¢i¢ek hastaliga bulastirilmis
battaniyeleri Kizilderili’ lere dagitarak salgin olusturmus ve bdylece Kizilderili’ lerin Ingilizlere kars:
savagmalarini engellemislerdir. Bu yontem Amerikan i¢ savasinda da kullanilmis, ¢icek ve sarthumma
bulastirilmis elbiseler askeri birliklere satilmis. 1756-1763 yillarinda Ingiltere ve Fransa arasindaki
yedi yil savaslarinda ise ¢igek virlisii kullanilmistir. Birinci Diinya Savasi’nda ise Almanlar,
diismanlarinin at ve sigirlarina sarbon ve ruam hastaligini bulastirmislar. Yine Almanlar 1915 yilinda
Ruslara kars1 veba, Italyan’ lara kars1 ise kolera kullanma girisiminde bulunmuslardir (Koray Serbetgi;
biiyiik mikrop savaslari).

Ikinci diinya savasinda ise Japonlar veba mikrobu tasiyan pirelerle dolu pirinci ugaklardan atmis ve
pirinci yiyen fareler bolgeye veba yaymustir. Yine Japonlar Ikinci Diinya Savasi’nda veba, sarbon ve
diger hastaliklar1 hedef bolgelerde ve insanlarda kullanmis, 11 tane Cin sehrine yaptiklar1 biyolojik
saldirilarda tifo, kolera ve veba salgini olusturarak on binlerce insanin Oliimiine sebep olmuslar.
Saldirilar sularin ve gida kaynaklariin biyolojik ajanlarla kirletilmesi, bakteri igerikli bomba atilmasi
gibi yontemlerle gerceklestirilmis. Bu siirece paralel Cin kdylerinde su kuyular1 ve gida kaynaklar
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kolera ve tifiis mikroplariyla Japonlar tarafindan kirletilmis, havadan bakteri tagiyan bombalar atilmis
(Agar,2020;419-420).

Bunlardan anliyoruz ki mikrop savaslari M. O. Yillardan giiniimiize kadar gelmektedir. Mikrop
savaglartyla ilgili bir yazarimizin ilging degerlendirmeleri séyledir(Misiroglu, 2004;146): Amerika,
gerek Cin’in ve gerekse Hindistan’in niifusunu yakin bir gelecekte “mikrop harbi” yle azaltma plani
pesindedir. Cin’i bir milyarin, Hindistan’1 da bes yliz milyonun altina indirecek tedbir “sarbon
mikrobu” hadisesinde sabit oldugu iizere mikrop iiretimiyle gerceklestirecektir. Insanlar iizerinde
Oldiirticii bir tesiri olan sarbon mikrobunu Amerikali’ larin neden iiretip depoladiklarini bagka tiirli
izah edilemez. ABD Afganistan’t bunun igin iis olarak se¢mistir. Batililar, aynen Yahudiler gibi
kendilerinden olmayanlara acimak ve onlar1 insan yerine koymak gibi bir diisiinceye sahip degillerdir.
Amerikalilarin Kizilderili’ leri yok etme politikast ile bu iddiamiz sabit ve gergektir (Misiroglu;
2004;146).

Yahudiler beynelmilel arenada yaptiklar1 ifsat ve ihanetleri her zaman bir siiper giiciin arkasina
saklanarak onun destegiyle yapmuslardir. 19.asir boyunca Ingilizleri, 20. asirda ise Amerika’y
kullanan Yahudiler, 21.asirda Cin’i kullanmaya hazirlanmaktadir. Cin, Yahudi destegini de arkasina
alarak bu asra damgasini1 vurarak siiper gii¢ olacaktir. Amerika ise Yahudilerin ¢ikaracag bir fitne ile
eyaletler aras1 kavgaya siiriiklenecek ve boliiniip parcalanacaktir. Daha simdiden Yahudi sermayesi
Amerika’dan Cin’e intikal etmeye baslamistir. Bu intikal olgunlasinca diinya yeni bir sekil alacaktir.
Tiirkiye’den bagka hicbir milletin bu gelismeye karsilik bir siiper giic olma vasfiyla kars1 koyma sansi
yoktur. Tirkiye’ nin bu sansa sahip olmasinin sebeplerinden birincisi, alemsiimul bir mefkurenin geri
gelisi, ikincisi stratejik imkanlarinin olmasi, tiglinciisii ise niifus faktoriidiir (Misiroglu; 2004; 145).
Salgin hastaliklarin ortaya c¢ikmasinda, ekolojik dengenin bozulmasi, sagliksiz ortamlar, alt yapi
eksikligi, yeterli saglik personelinin olmamasi, savaslar, gocler ve tabii afetler etkili olur. Son bir asra
bakildiginda insanoglu birgok kiiresel salgin hastalik yasamistir. Bunlarin baslicalari; Ispanyol gribi,
Asya gribi, Hong Kong gribi, HIN1, Sars, Ebola, Mers, Kus gribi, Domuz gribi v. b. dir. Gegen
yiizyilda 1918-1919 yillarinda gériilen Ispanyol Gribi (Spanish Flu) ne yaklasik bes yiiz milyon insan
yakalanmis ve hayatin1 kaybedenlerin sayisinin ise elli milyonun iizerinde oldugu tahmin edilmektedir.
Bu rakamin I. Diinya Savasi’nda hayatin1 kaybedenlerden daha fazla olmasina ragmen bu nokta hig
giindeme getirilmez. Covid-19 salgim ise Ispanyol Gribi sonrasi diinyanmn karsilastigi en biiyiik
bulasici salgin hastaliktir.

Covid-19 insanlarin %2 ya da %3 gibi bir kismin1 agir etkileyip, 6liime sebep olmakta ve %97-98
gibi bir ¢ogunlugu ise derece derece hafif etkilemektedir. Kimlerde hangi sartlarda nicin hafif,
kimlerde hangi sartlarda nigin agir etkiler gosterdigi bilinmiyor.

Covid-19 salgin sadece ciddi bir kiiresel saglik krizi degil, ayn1 zamanda yakin tarihimizin en biiyiik
ekonomik krizlerinden biridir. Bunu daha 6ncekilerden farkli kilan da budur. Ciinkii diinya ge¢mise
oranla daha fazla kiiresellesti ve iilkeler arasindaki iligkiler eskiye oranla artti. Kiiresel Olgekte
uygulanan tedbirler; karantina, sokaga ¢ikma yasagi, sosyal mesafe, iilkelerin ekonomik sistemlerinin
krize girmelerine sebep olmustur.

ULKELERIN COVID-19 KRIiZiNi YONETIM BECERILERI

Krizin sdzliik manasi, bir toplumun, bir kurulusun ve ya bir kimsenin yasaminda goriilen gii¢ dénem,
bunalim, buhran demektir(Tiirkce Sozliik,1992:919). Kriz, bir isin veya bir olaym gectigi karmasik
satha, i¢inden ¢ikilmas1 gereken zor durum, aniden meydana gelen kotiiye gidis yoniindeki tehlikeli an
demektir. Yine kriz, onemli degisme veya gelisme oldugunda iyilesme veya yok olmaya yonelik
ortaya c¢ikan rahatsizlik ve gerginlik durumudur. Krizi mutat durumlardan ayiran en 6énemli 6zellik acil
cevap verme mecburiyetidir. Hem acil cevap vereceksiniz hem de cabuk hareket edeceksiniz. Iste bu
acidan kriz durumu c¢abuk ve acele uyum saglamayi gerektiren degisiklikler olarak tanimlanir
(Dinger,2007;406).

Kriz belirsizlikle dogru orantili olarak siddetlenir. Buna karsilik yonetim kisa zamanda hizlhi
gelismeleri takip edip kontrol altina almakta yetersiz kalir. Meydana gelen degisme ve gelismelere
uyum saglamak Orgiit i¢in daha acil hale gelir ve hayati bir onem kazanir. Bu aciklamalardan sonra
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genel bir kriz tanimin1 s6yle yapabiliriz; Kriz a-) beklenilmeyen ve 6nceden sezilemeyen b-) ¢abuk ve
acele cevap verilmesi gereken, c-) 0rgiitiin 6nleme ve uyum mekanizmalarini yetersiz hale getirerek, d-
) mevcut degerlerini, amaglarini ve varsayimlarini tehdit eden gerilim durumudur (Dinger,2007:407).
Covid-19 krizinin yonetiminde de basta ABD ve AB iilkeleri bu s6zii konusu durumla karsilagsmistir.
Bazi durumlarda krizler bir takim firsatlarda yaratabilirler. Krizlerden olumlu sonuglar ¢ikarilabilmesi
i¢in krizin nedenlerinin, boyutlarinin ve yoOniiniin iyi analiz edilmesi, saglam verilere dayali ¢calismalar
yapilmali, gerekli tedbirlerin zamaninda ve uygulanabilir bir bicimde alinmasi gerekir. Yonetim
zaafina yer vermeden krizin dogmasinin énlenmesi miimkiin degilse krizin siddetinin veya olumsuz
etkilerinin azaltilmasi konusunda hazirlikli  olunmasi, mevcut ve dogabilecek firsatlarin
degerlendirilmesi gerekir(Aykag,2001;123-132).

Krizleri, tehdit ve firsat krizi olarak ikiye ayirabiliriz. Clinkii biiylik kayiplar ve zararlar krize sebep
olabilecegi gibi biiyiik kazanclar da krize sebep olabilir. Onemli olan bir ydneticinin tehdit krizini
firsat krizine gevirebilmesidir. “Usta kaptanlar firtinali denizlerde belli olur” soziinde oldugu gibi
yoneticilerin yetenek ve kabiliyetleri burada ortaya c¢ikar. Bu nedenle Covid-19 salgimi da kisa
donemde bir tehdit olabilir ama uzun dénemde iilkemiz ya da insanlik agisindan ihtimaldir ki bir firsat
da olabilir.

Bir salgin hastaligin baglangicindaki ilk on bes giin (15) salginin yayilmasinda kritik bir 6neme
sahiptir. Literatiirdeki kriz yonetimiyle ilgili yukarida anlatilan genel bilgileri bu on bes giinliik siire
icinde gergeklestirebilen tek tilke Tiirkiye’dir denilebilir. Puan siralamasi yapildiginda en yiiksek puant
Tirkiye (100 Puan) almistir. Digerleri ise s0yle siralanmistir: Polonya (80 Puan), Arjantin (80 puan) ve
fran (70 Puan) dir. En diisiik puan ise Kanada, Fransa, Rusya, Malezya (10 Puan) almistir(Giil,
Celebi,2020; 1712).

Gl ve Celebi’nin arastirmalarda incelenen on dort iilkeden en basarili dort {iniin gelismis tilkelerden
degil gelismekte olan iilkelerden olmasi dikkat ¢ekicidir. Bu calismaya gore gerekli tedbirleri vaktinde
alan ve alamayan iilkelerin puanlari incelendiginde gelismis {ilkelerin puanlar1 gelismekte olan
iilkelerin puanlarindan oldukga diisiiktiir. Sonucta gelismis iilkeler kriz yonetiminde basarisiz
olmuslardir(Giil ve Celebi, 2020;1712).

Diinya iilkelerinin birgogu bu krizi yonetmekte basarisiz oldular. Salginin ortaya ¢ikardigir saglik
problemlerinin yani sira yol actig1 endise, korku ve panik toplumlar1 hastaligin yayilimini engellemek
icin ¢agimizin en sert tedbirlerini almaya iterken, Covid-19 salgini yiizyilin en 6nemli kiiresel saglik
felaketi olarak kabul edilmekte ve insanligin 2. Diinya Savasi'ndan bu yana karsilastigi en biiyiik
felaket olarak belirtilmektedir.

Isve¢ Krali 16.Gustaf, iilkesinde hizla artan viriis vakalari ve oliimler nedeniyle hiikiimetinin
coronoviriisle miicadelesini elestirdi. Kral Gustaf, “Viriisle miicadelede basarisiz olduk. Olen ¢ok
sayida insanimiz var. Bu hepimizin mustarip oldugu bir konu.” Diyerek Basbakani Stefan Lofven’i
politikalarindan dolayi elestirdi” (Yenigag,20 Aralik,2020).

Coronavirlis salginina bir¢ok iilke hazirliksiz yakalandi. Hastaneler daha once hi¢c olmadigi kadar
hastalarla asir1 kalabalik hale geldi ve hastaliga bagli 6liim oranlar1 hizla artti. Nisan 2021 sonu
itibariyle bu salgindan 6len insan sayist 3.000.000°u gegti. Salginin daha fazla yayilmasini1 6nlemek
icin bircok devlet smirlarin, havaalanlarinin, okullarin, restoranlarin ve alisveris merkezlerinin
kapatilmas1 gibi insan hareketliligini azaltic1 tedbirler aldi. Daha sonra izolasyon ve sosyal mesafe
uygulamalari ile insanlarin evlerini zorunlu olmadikga terk etmeleri yasaklandi. Bu durum biiyiik bir
ekonomik durgunluga yol agti, borsalar diistii, uluslararasi ticaret yavasladi, isletmeler kapandi ve
insanlar igsiz kaldi. Daha 6nceki salginlar belli bir bolge veya iilke ile siirli kalirken, Covid-19
Antarktika kitast hari¢ diinyanin biitiin iilkelerine yayildi, ekonomiden, sosyal hayata her seyi etkiledi
ve durma noktasina getirdi.

COVID-19 SALGINININ KURESEL OLCEKTEKI ETKILERI

1.Kiiresel Ekonomi ve Istihdam

Covid-19 salgimi iilkelerin ekonomik diizeni ve ¢alisma hayatini biiyiik 6l¢iide olumsuz etkiledi ve
diinya ¢apinda yiiksek maliyetler olugturdu. Ulusal ekonomilerin yeniden yapilandirilmasi, bor¢glanma
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maliyetleri, hastalifa yakalananlarin tedavi giderleri ve sosyal yardimlarla birlikte salginin iilkelere
maliyetinin 4 trilyon dolardan fazlaya mal olacagi duruma dismiistiir tahmin ediliyor. Salgin
sonucunda kiiresel ekonomi 2008-2009 mali krizinden ¢ok daha kétii. Birlesmis Milletler Ticaret ve
Kalkinma Konferansi (UNCTAD) pandemik influenzanin sadece 2020 yilinda kiiresel ekonomiye
maliyetinin 2 trilyon dolar1 bulmasini beklediklerini agiklamistir (A¢ikgdz ve Giinay, 2020: 521).
Salginin daha fazla yayilmasini engelleyebilmek i¢in, iilkelerin ¢ogu karantina ve sokaga ¢ikma yasagi
uygulamalarina gectiler. Uluslararast uguslar ve her tiirlii ulasim birgok iilkede ertelendi. Ayrica ¢esitli
kisitlamalar nedeniyle hava yolu basta olmak {izere demiryolu, deniz yolu, karayolu yolcu tasimaciligi
en aza indirildi. Yik tasimaciliginda temel gida maddeleriyle ilgili olanlar icin 6zel muafiyetler
getirildi. Egitim, ticaret, spor, turizm, eglence yerleri, kuafor, hamam sauna, giizellik salonu v.b hizmet
isletmeleri kapatildi.

Diinyanin biitiin iilkeleri salginin olumsuz etkisini hafifletmek ve isletmeler ve hane halklarini
rahatlatmak i¢in ¢esitli mali tedbirler almaktadirlar. ABD, Cin, Japonya, Hindistan ve Avrupa’nin en
biiyiik ekonomilerine sahip olan Almanya, Fransa, Ingiltere, Italya ve Ispanya gibi iilkeler milyarca
dolarlik ekonomik 6nlem paketleri acikladilar. Kiiresel ekonominin ¢dkmesini engellemeye yonelik
olarak diinya genelinde hiikiimetler ve merkez bankalarinin bugiine kadar taahhiitte bulundugu destek
paketleri 7 Trilyon dolardir.

Salginin kiiresel etkisinin en fazla goriildiigli alanlardan biri de calisma hayatidir. Tam veya kismi
karantina ve sokaga ¢ikma yasag1 tedbirleri yaklasik 2,7 milyar is¢iyi etkiledi. Bu da diinya iggliciiniin
yaklasik ylizde 81'ini temsil ediyor. Diinyanin biitiin {ilkeleri katlanarak artan yayilmay1 kontrol altina
alabilmek icin, sosyal mesafe, izolasyon, karantina, gereksiz seyahatlerden kaginmak gibi bir dizi
koruyucu tedbirler aldilar.

2. Egitim ve Sosyal Hayat

Covid-19, okul dncesi egitimden yliksekdgretime kadar tiim egitim sistemini olumsuz etkiledi. Egitim
kurumlarmin kapanmasindan dolay1 1 milyardan fazla 6grencinin etkilendigini tahmin edilmektedir.
Salginin yayilmasini 6nlemek i¢in izolasyon uygulamalari; evde kal, sosyal mesafe onlemleri, fiziksel,
duygusal ve cinsel istismar da dahil olmak iizere aile i¢i siddetin artmasma dair endiseleri de
artirmigtir.  Salgin nedeniyle izolasyon uygulamalari neticesinde uzun bir slire evde kalmanin,
savunmasiz insanlarin istismara daha fazla maruz kalabilecegi ve yardim istemelerinin daha zor
olabilecegi tahmin edilmektedir.

Sosyal mesafe ve izolasyon gibi tedbirler salginin yayilmasimi engellemek veya yavaglatmak igin
faydali olmakla birlikte insanlarin biiyiik ¢cogunlugu i¢in bu siirdiiriilebilir bir durum degildir (Yavuz,
2020: 188). Nitekim son 12 aylik siirecte kiiresel olarak 15-49 yas arasi 243 milyon geng¢ kiz ve
kadinin fiziksel ve cinsel siddete maruz kaldigi belirtilmektedir. Covid-19 salgini sonucunda sinirl
yasam kosullar1 nedeniyle giivenlik, saglik ve ekonomik konulardaki artan endiseler rakamlarin
artmasina neden olabilir. Ote yandan saglik ve sosyal bakim alaninda ¢alisanlarn ortalama %70 ini
basta hemsireler olmak iizere kadinlar olusturmaktadir. Bu durum, kadinlarin coronaviriise yakalanma
riskinin erkeklerden daha yiiksek oldugu anlamina gelebilir. Ancak elde edilen bulgulara gore
cinsiyete dayal1 bagisiklik sistemi ve sigara, alkol vb. sebeplerle viriisiin erkekleri daha fazla etkiledigi
gorilmistir.

Salgin nedeniyle aileler lizerindeki ekonomik stres, ¢ocuklart ve 6zellikle de kiz ¢gocuklarini istismar,
cocuk isciligi ve cinsiyete dayali siddet riskine sokabilir. Bu manada karantina 6nlemlerine ek olarak
etkilenen hane halklar i¢in destek programlart saglanmalidir. Kiiresel 6l¢ekte karantina uygulamalari,
kiz ¢ocuklarinin 6zgiirliikk alanin1 daraltarak, ikinci simif insan muamelesi gérmelerini ve onlar1 geri
plana alan tutumlar1 ve uygulamalar giiglendirmektedir.

3. Turizm ve Spor

COvid-19 krizi, otel- motel ve restoran gibi isletmeler i¢in uluslararasi 6l¢ekte biiyiik bir ¢okiise yol
actl. Tim diinyada ve 6zellikle de AB iilkelerinde otel pazari i¢in 6nemli bir ¢okiis s6z konusu
olmustur. Mesela Almanya'daki otel doluluk orani Mart 2020'de bir onceki yila gore %36, otelcilik
geliri ise %42 oraninda azalmistir.
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Spor miisabakalar1 seyircisiz oynanmaya bagladi ve bu durum spor kuliipleri i¢in ¢ok biiyiikk maddi
kayiplara sebep oldu. Ote yandan 2020°de yapilmasi planlanan diinyanin en biiyiik spor
etkinliklerinden olan EURO 2020 futbol turnuvasi 1 yil siireyle ertelendi. Tokyo’da yapilmasi
planlanan 2020 Olimpiyat Oyunlar1 2021 yaz ayina ertelenmistir.

Salginin AB iilkelerinde olumsuz yansimasi bir¢cok sektdriin yani sira otomobil sektorii i¢inde soz
konusu olmustur. Bu sektérde Volkswagen, BMW, Fiat, Audi, Ford, Renault, Peugeot, Citroen ve
Opel gibi bir¢ok firma otomobil iiretimini durdurdular(Akten,2020).

ILACLAR, ASILAR VE MEDICAL FIRMALAR GUVENILIR Mi?

1. As1 ve Asinin Kisa Tarihgesi

Asi tarihi, ilk defa 1796 yilinda Ingiliz Dr. Edward Jenner’in uygulamasiyla baslar ve 1800°1ii yillarin
basinda ise yayginlagir. Fakat 1840°da kizamik asis1 biiyiik risk tasidigi i¢in yasaklanir. 20. Y. Y1l dan
itibaren hizli bir gelisen as1 pazar1 21. Y. Yilin baslarinda ise milyarlarca dolara ulasan ¢ok biiyiik bir
sektor haline geldi (Tokalak, 2019; 171).

Her sey insanligin iyiligine kullanildigi gibi kotiiligi icin de kullanilabilir. “As1* bunlarin basinda
gelenlerinden biridir. Birinci ve ikinci diinya savaglarindan sonra gelistirilen asilarla bir ¢ok ¢ocuk
hastaligin1 ve bulasic hastaliklart 6nleme imkani dogdu. Bu, konunun olumlu tarafidir. Ancak bir de
isin olumsuz tarafi var. O da sudur: Asilarin yan etkileri, 6liime ve sakat kalmaya sebep olan
hastaliklara yol agmasi ve asinin biyolojik ve ekonomik bir silah olarak kullanilmasi. Ciinkii bir
milletin biiyilk bir kismin1 sadece as1 yoluyla yok edebilirsiniz. Bu yiizden iilkemizin saglik
bakanliginin bir as1 politikast olmalidir. Birkac¢ biiyiik ilag iireticisi firmanin elinde olan agilar
kullanilmadan 6nce ¢ok 1yi denetlenmelidir. Ciinkii as1 pazarn ilag firmalari i¢in ¢ok karli ve ¢ok kolay
para kazanilan sektdrlerden biridir. Oncelikle bir bulasici hastaligin resmi makamlarca biraz
abartilmasi biitiin diinyada panige ve aniden milyarlarca dolarlik asi pazarmin olusmasina neden
olmaktadir.

Amerikali aragtirmaci gazeteci Martin Weitz; “Saglik Soku” isimli kitabinda Amerikan Senatosu’nun
aragtirma raporunu ornek gostererek Amerika’daki doktorlarin yilda 2,4 milyon adet gereksiz ameliyat
yaptiklarin1 ve bu nedenle 11.900 6liime sebep olduklarini yaziyor. Yine ABD’li doktor Robert G.
Schneider Amerika’da doktorlarin yaptigi ameliyatlarin =~ %15-25 arasindaki kisminin gereksiz
oldugunu acikliyor. Bazi tip ameliyatlarda ise bu oranin  %50-60 lara kadar yiikseldigini
belirtiyor(Tokalak,2019,;94-95).

Amerika’ da bayan Dr. Adriane Fugh-Berman’in 2006 Kasim aymnda yayinlanan ingiliz medikal
dergisindeki (British Medical Journal) makalesinde ila¢ firmalarinin doktorlarin  ¢ogunun
bagimsizligini ellerinden alip onlar1 kendi maaglhh memurlar1 gibi yonlendirdiklerini hi¢ ¢ekinmeden
hem de ¢ok ciddi bir medikal yayin organinda agikga bildirmektedir. Ilag firmalari yapilan toplantilarin
biitiin masraflarin1 6deyerek organize ediyor. Dinleyicilerin ve konusmacilarin biitiin masraflar ilag
firmalar1 tarafindan karsilaniyor. Ilag sanayii bu toplantilarda diyet, egzersiz, dogal beslenme gibi
ilaglara alternatif tedavi metotlarinin konusulmasina izin vermezler. Dr. Adrine Fugh- Berman, British
Medical Journal’deki makalesinde soyle diyor: “Ilag firmalar1 kendi menfaatlerine degilse doktorlar
bilgilendirmeye gerek duymazlar. Doktorlar ilag firmalarina teslimiyet¢ilikten ve tasmadan kurtulmali,
ilag endiistrisinin  “fino  koOpekleri” olmamalidir. Mutlu bir sekilde efendimizin (ilag
firmalarinin)kucaginda oturmayalim, sahibimizden kurtulalim”( Tokalak,2019;100).

Yapilan aragtirmalar, ila¢ sirketlerinin bir¢ogu uzmanlar1 maasa baglayarak kendi ilaglarinin yan
etkilerine deginmeden bu ilaglar1 6ven abartili makaleler yazdirttigini ve hayalet yazarlar (ghost
writers) denilen kiraladiklar1 doktorlarin ismini koyarak bu makaleleri medikal yayin organlarinda
yayinlattiklarin1 gostermistir. Bu makaleleri yazanlar hem prestij hem de 20 bin dolar kadar para
kazanmakta ama hastalarin da hayatlarim tehlikeye atmaktadirlar. Galler Universitesi’nden Dr. Davit
Healey, medical yayinlarda yaymlanan makalelerin yarisinin bu tip ila¢ firmalarinin kiraladigi hayali
yazarlarin isminin verilerek yayinlanan makaleler oldugunu ileri siirer. British Journal of Medicine ‘in
editorii Dr. Richard Smith ilag firmalarina bagimli ve tarafli hayalet yazarliginin medikal yayinlardaki
en biiyiik problemlerden biri oldugunu itiraf ediyor. Bu konuda Antony Barnett ‘in yazdig1 Ingiliz The
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Observer gazetesinde 7 Aralik 2003 ‘te yayinlanan “ ila¢ firmalar1 medikal yayinlari nasil yanlis
yonlendiriyor?” adli makale ayrintili bilgiler vermesinin yaninda ila¢ firmalarinin daha ¢ok kazanmak
i¢in insan sagligini nasil hige saydiklar1 ve onlarin gercek yiizlerini gdstermektedir. Insan sagligini hice
sayan bu somiirii oyununun i¢inde doktorlar, ila¢ firmalari tarafindan kullanilmaktadir. S6z konusu bu
diizen doktorlar1 vicdanlar1 ile clizdanlar1 arasina sikistirirken, insanlar da  sagliklarini
kaybetmektedirler. Biitiin bunlara ragmen ila¢ firmalarinin yanlis yonlendirmelerine karst miicadele
veren, san ve serefiyle islerini diizgiin yapmaya ¢alisan bir¢ok doktor da mutlaka vardir. Ayn1 zamanda
ilag firmalarindan maddi destek (riisvet) alamadan yardim ve bagislarla ayakta duran organizasyonlar
miimkiin oldugu kadar son medikal gelismelerden doktorlar1 haberdar etmeye ¢aligmaktadir (Tokalak,
2019;105). Ilaglar i¢in bu anlatilanlar biiyiik dl¢iide as1 i¢in de gegerlidir.

2.As1 Uzerinden Oynanan Oyunlar

Yukarida belirtildigi gibi insanligin hayrina da serrine de kullanilabilecek bir stratejik iiriin olan “as1”
acgozli kapitalist sistemin elinde maalesef yikici bir silah olarak kullanilmaktadir. Kar odakli
kapitalizmin saglik sistemi, hem doktorlar hem de hastalar i¢in oldukg¢a risk olusturmaktadir. Sistemin
kardan bagka bir sey diislinmemesi insan kayiplarinin sayisini artirmaktadir. Diinyada saglik
sektoriinde yliz milyarlarca dolar1 bulan inanilmaz boyutlarda yolsuzluklar vardir.

Bir iilke asisin1 kendisi iiretemiyor ve asi iiretimi de diinyada birkag ilag firmasinin tekelindeyse kendi
cocuklariin ve dolayisiyla toplumun gelecegi bu sirketlerin elinde demektir. Bu yiizden as1 son derece
stratejik bir silahtir. Biyo emperyalizmin silahlarindan biri “as1” digeri de “tohum” dur (Tokalak, 2019;
174). Her ikisi de insanligin zararina da yararina da kullanilabilir. Bu gergege komplo teorisi diyerek
hafife almanin bedeli agir olur. Bu giin asilar toplumun onay1 alinmadan insanlara zoraki yapilir hale
gelinmistir. As1 iireticisi firmalar da bulduklar1 bu bos alanda neredeyse bir dokunulmazlik zirhiyla
istedikleri gibi at oynatmaktadirlar. Mesela Amerika’da senelik grip asis1 olmayr reddeden doktorlar
bile iglerinden atilma tehdidiyle kars1 karsiya kalmaktadirlar (Tokalak,2019, 175).

Laboratuvarda olusturulan bir grip viriisliniin bir iilkeye yollanmasi oldukg¢a kolaydir. Bu yapildiktan
sonra Diinya Saglik Orgiitii gibi kuruluslar vasitasiyla diinya basininda bu konuda birkag abartili haber
yaptirirsaniz basta turizm sektorii olmak tizere ekonomi ¢oktii demektir.

Tirkiye yillar once diinyada ¢icek, kuduz, verem, bogmaca, difteri, tetanos, tifo ve kolera gibi
bakteriyel asilari ilk lireten ve bagariyla uygulayan bir iilkedir. Buna ragmen Tiirkiye’de as1 iiretimine
goriinmez giiclerin eliyle son verilmistir. Kiiresel sermayenin as1 lireten yabanci ilag sirketlerinin
baskilar1 sonucunda iilkemiz “teknolojinin gerisinde kald1” bahanesiyle yerli as1 iiretimine son verildi.
Boylece iilkemiz asida disariya mahkum edildi. Halbuki s6z konusu bu eski basar1 ulusal bir asi
programi politikasiyla tekrar hayata gecirilebilirdi. Mesela Tiirkiye’de as1 konusunda AR-GE
caligmalar1 yapan Manisa tavuk hastaliklar1 ve asilar1 arastirma enstitlisii ilgili bakanlik tarafindan
tasarruf bahanesiyle kapatildi. 1982-2004 yillar1 arasinda pek ¢ok alanda faaliyet gosteren bu enstitii
“kus gribi” hastalifina kars1 as1 iireten ilk ve tek arastirma enstitiisii idi. Bu enstitii i¢in 22 yilda
harcanan para, bilgi birikimi, yetismis elaman, onca emek bir ¢irpida yok edildi. Kurulusun
laboratuvarlar1 ihaleyle yikilip biiro yapildi. Bu kurulusun gelistirdigi yumurtalar bile bu giin ¢ok
kiymetlidir. Ciinkii bu tip yumurtalar diinyada ¢ok az iilkede iiretilebiliyor. Amerika bu stratejik tirtini
kendi tekeline almak istedi ama biz bunun farkina varamadik (Tokalak,2019;176).

Biz as1 liretimine son verirken diinyanin zengin iilkelerinin yani sira Brezilya, Arjantin, Kiiba, Cin,
Hindistan, Pakistan, Endonezya, Tayland, Meksika ve Giiney Kore gibi iilkeler bir ¢cok asi cesitinde
kendi iretimlerine bagsladilar. Tiirkiye’de Saglik Bakanligi asi iiretiminin maliyetinin as1 satin
almaktan daha pahali oldugu ve Tiirkiye’nin niifusunun as1 {iretimi i¢in diisiik oldugunu belirtiyor
(Tokalak,2019;177). Oysa as1 gibi stratejik bir iirline kar/zarar agisindan bakilmamasi gerekir. Kiiba
ornegi bu tezi ¢iiriitiiyor. Niifusu 11 milyon olan Kiiba ambargoya ragmen biitlin insan asilarin1 kendisi
tiretiyor ve as1 konusunda diinyanin en ileri arastirmalarini yapiyor. Bu politikalarinin sonucunda da
Kiiba Gliney Amerika’nin en saglikli toplumuna sahiptir. Tiirkiye’nin ise yalniz 2009 yilinda as1 alimi
icin disariya 6dedigi para 300 milyon TL idi. Bu rakama domuz gribi asisina 6denen milyonlarca avro
dahil degildir. 2010 yilinda Saglik Bakani R. Akdag domuz gribi asilarinin toplam maliyetinin 120
milyon TL oldugunu sdyledi. Ulkemizin ihtiyac1 olan asilari iiretebilecek bir tesis sadece bir yillik ast
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alimimna 6dedigimiz parayla kurulabilir. Boylece binlerce insan is bulur. Yeni nesillerin asiyla ilgili
saglig kendi kontroliimiiz altina alinir (Tokalak,2019;178).

Ozetle, yaklagik 20 yildir tek basma iktidar olan AK parti hiikiimetleri “yerli ve milli” politikalar
gelistirmeyi misyon edindigini her firsatta soylemektedir. Bu konuda da biiyiik basarilar kazandigi da
bir gergektir. Bu gercegi bir yazarimiz sdyle dile getirmektedir (Diyadin;2020). : “ Tiirkiye artik eski
Tiirkiye degil. Yerli ve milli silah {ireten bir Tiirkiye var Yerlilik oram1 %20°den %75’¢e ¢ikt1. Son on
yilda savunma sanayi ve enerji alaninda zirve yaptik. Kendi silahimizi yapip kendi teknolojimizi
iiretiyoruz. Petrol ve dogal gaz arama konusunda da dyle. Sondaj agmanin maliyeti eger kiralamig
olursaniz 500 milyon dolar. Ama kendiniz acarsaniz 38 milyon dolar. Tiirkiye’nin 3 sismik arastirma
gemisi ve 3 de sondaj gemisi var. Baska higbir devletin bdyle bir filosu yok. Iste bu gemiler
Karadeniz’de 320 milyon m3 dogal rezervi kesfetti.” Evet bu anlatilanlar dogru ve hiikiimetin bir
basarisidir. Ama ayni seyleri milli silahlar kadar 6nemli olan “ as1” konusunda sdyleyemeyiz. Ciinkii
yerli ve milli as1 konusunu hiikiimet ihmal etmis ve bu konuda sinifta kalmistir. Bu giin Cin’den alinan
asilara ne kadar para 6dendigi sOylenmiyor. O parayla yillar 6ncesinden as1 caligmalari ihmal
edilmeseydi yerli ve milli as1 ¢coktan tiretilebilirdi.

COVID-19 SALGININDAKI SUPHELER

Bilindigi gibi bilim siliphecidir ve bilimsel faaliyetler siipheyi gerektirir. Bu konuda Prof.Bilge
Demirkdz; “iyi bir bilim insan1 olmak i¢in siipheci olmak gerekir” derken, Burhan Oguz ise “siiphenin
olmadig1 yerde bilim ve rasyonellik olmaz” diyor.

Covid-19 salgininda da ortaya ¢ikisindan, yayilisina, as1 ¢alismalarinda ve testlere varincaya kadar
bircok siipheler vardir. Ciinkii bu salgin tarihte goriilenlerden daha farkli bir 6zellik gostermektedir.
Iste biitiin bunlar insanlar siiphelendirmektedir. En basta gelen siiphe bu viriisiin laboratuvarlarda
tiretilmis bir silah oldugu diisiincesidir. Bu yabana atilacak bir fikir degildir. Bir¢cok kisi de bu
goriistedir. Kesinlikle boyledir denilemez. Ama insanlar yukarida Orneklerini tarih boyunca
anlattigimiz ve bugiin de diinyanin bir¢ok yerinde birbirlerine karsi hi¢bir kural tanimayan her tiirli
vahsice hareketi yapmiglardir. Bu giin de hala yapmaktadirlar. Bu nedenle bilimsel diisiince bu fikri de
dikkate almay1 gerektirir.

Hatirlayacak olursak Ikinci Diinya savas: sirasinda Agustos 1945 yilinda ABD, Japonya’nin Nagazaki
ve Hirosima sehirleri tizerine goziinii kirpmadan atom bombas1 atip binlerce giinahsiz insanin 6liimiine
sebep olmustur. Giiniimiizde ise Akdeniz’de go¢menlerin botlarini delerek onlar1 kadin, ¢ocuk, yasl
demeden bogulmalarina sebep olanlar, yine Diinya’nin medeni ve gelismis milletleri olarak bilinen
Avrupa Ulkeleri’nin Afrika’da ve diinyanin ¢esitli yerlerindeki somiirgelerinde ayrica ABD’nin
Afrika’dan getirdigi siyahi insanlara ve Kizilderililere yaptiklar1 vahget dikkate alindiginda ya da
insanlia “Aylan Bebek”olayimni yasatan diinyanin medeni (?) tilkeleri virlis konusundaki bdyle bir isi
hi¢ ¢ekinmeden pekala yapabilirler. Bilindigi gibi Yunan adalarina gegmek isteyen miiltecilerin
bindikleri botun batmasi sonucu 6len Aylan Bebegin cesedi Bodrum sahillerinde karaya vurmustu.
Diinyadaki biitiin iilkelerin istihbarat kuruluglar1 vardir ve her iilke kendi giivenligi icin casusluk
faaliyeti yiiriitiir. Bu faaliyetler her alanda yapildig1 gibi saglikta da yapilmaktadir. Saglik alandaki
faaliyetler diger alanlarindakine oranla her gecen y1l daha da artmaktadir.

Diinyada iilkeler arasindaki rekabet arttikca iilkelerin haricinde “saygin” olarak bilinip taninan
isletmeler de rekabet savasinda yenik diismemek igin ticari ve sanayi casusluk yontemlerine
basvuruyorlar. Hatta hiikiimetler bu konuda kendi milli sirketlerine yardim ederek s6z konusu bu
casusluk isinde onlara lojistik destek sagliyorlar. Bunlar sadece kiigiik tiiredi sirketler degil, ¢cokuluslu
sirketler bile bu alanda faaliyet gosteriyorlar(Ozel,1997;134).

Biyolojik silahlar diger canlilar iizerinde zararli etkiler olusturmak maksadiyla kullanilan bakteri,
viriis, mikrobiyal toksinlerdir. Viriisiin nasil yayildigini tespit etmek miimkiin olmadig i¢in diismanin
kim oldugunu da tespit etmek miimkiin degildir. Ayrica bu silahlar1 yapmak ¢ok da ucuzdur. Bu
silahlar top, tank, ucak gibi pahali silahlara ve bir orduya ihtiya¢ olmadan kullanilabildigi i¢in ¢ok
etkilidir. Uygulamada klasik tedavi yontemlerinin etki etmedigi ve belli etnik gruplar iizerinde
kullanilabilen genetik miihendislik iirlinii ajanlar gelistirilmistir. Bu teknoloji sayesinde bir¢ok
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Oldiiriicii yapay viriis gelistirilip kendi insanlarin1 6nce bu viriise karsi dayanikli hale getirip ele
gecirmek istedigi iilke topraklarma virlisii yayabilir, kendi tilkeniz disindaki tiim insanligi yok
edebilirsiniz (Tokalak,2016;283).

Biyolojik silahlarin kullanilmas1 yasaktir. Fakat biyolojik silah olarak kullanilan viriislerin ve
bakterilerin kimler tarafindan kullanildiginin ve hangi amagclara hizmet ettiginin ispat1 zor oldugu i¢in
bu silahlarin kullanilmadigin1 zannetmek biraz saflik olur. Kimsenin haberi olmadan higbir risk analizi
yapilmadan Ingiliz biyoteknoloji sirketi Oxitec, GDO’lu sivrisinekler iiretip bunu 2009 yilinda
Cayman Adalari’nda cevreye saldi. Olay bir sene sonra kamuoyuna agiklandi. Bu GDO’lu
sivrisineklerin ¢evreye saliniminin ilk 6rnegiydi. Asisi gelistirilmemis olan bu sivrisinekler Dengue
(Deng) hummasi/atesi denen viriisii tasiyorlardi. Deng viriisii iizerinde 1950’den beri g¢alismalar
yapilmaktadir. Ed Regis, bunu “Amerika’nin Gizli Biyolojik Savas1” adli eserinde agikliyor
(Tokalak,2016;284).

Amerikan baskant D. Trump koronoviriis konusunda hep Cin’i sugladi ve “Kovid- 19” degil, “Cin
viriisii” dedi. Muhtemelen Trump’in bu konuda bildikleri var. CIA ajanlar1 isin gerecegini biliyorlar.
Trump, “Cin bastan diinyay: bilgilendirseydi virlisii kaynaginda kurutulabilirdik, ama bildirmedi”
diyor. Ayrica yine Trump; “herkesten Once Cin’den gelen kisilere yasak getirilmesi cagrisinda
bulundum ama medya beni 1rk¢1 ilan etti. ““ dedi.

Diger yandan Covid-19’un ortaya ¢ikmasina denk gelen yeni yil kutlamalar1 Cin’de biiyiik bir kitlesel
niifus hareketliliginin olmasina neden oldu. 23 Ocak 2020 tarihindeki seyahat kisitlamasina kadar ki
siirecte yaklagik 5 milyon kisi Hubei eyaletinin baskenti ve salginin merkez iissli olarak belirtilen
Wuhan kentinden diinya iilkelerine seyahat etmistir. Iste salgmin kiiresel boyutlara ulasmasinda bu
durumun etkili olmustur.

Stiphelenilen durumlardan biri de as1 konusudur. As1 ¢ok stratejik bir {iirlindiir. Cilinkii Bio
emperyalizmin biyolojik silahlarindan biri “as1” digeri de“tohum” dur. Ikisi de insanligin yararina da
kullanilabilir zararina da. Buna komplo teorisi deyip atabilirsiniz. Ama bunun sonucu agir olur. Ciinkii
asty1 istediginiz zaman bir silah olarak kullanabilirsiniz. Laboratuvarda olusturulmus bir grip
viriisiiniin bir iilkeye yollanmasi oldukca kolaydir. Bundan sonra DSO gibi kuruluslar vasitasiyla
diinya basininda birkag¢ abartilmis haber yaptirdiginizda turizm basta olmak iizere ekonomi o sene
¢oktii demektir. Ote yandan asilar toplumun onayr alinmadan halka mecburen yapilir hale gelmistir.
As ireticileri de bulduklar1 bu bos alanda nerdeyse goriilmez bir dokunulmazlik zirhiyla istedikleri
gibi hareket edebiliyorlar. Amerika’da senelik grip asis1 olmayr reddeden doktorlar bile islerinden
kovulma tehdidiyle kars1 karsiyadirlar (Tokalak, 2019;174-175).

Tip doktorlarinin ¢ogu viriisiin kendiliginden ortaya ¢ikip yayildigini soylerlerken, aragtirmaci ve
gazetecilerin ¢ogu ise iretilmis oldugunu sdéylemektedirler. Bu durum kisilerin mesleklerinden olsa
gerektir. Clinkii tip doktorlart meslekleri icabi tibb1 arastirmalara kendilerini verdikleri igin baska tiirli
diistinemiyorlar. Ama arastirmaci ve gazeteciler ise olaylara slipheyle bakmaya daha yatkin
olduklarindan bu cepheden bakiyor olabilirler. Konuya siipheci yaklasarak viriisiin tiiretilmis
olabilecegi siiphesini tasiyan nadir tip profesorlerinden biri Giiliimser Heper ise sdyle diyor: “Kendimi
yillarca bilimi rehber edinmis bir insan olarak tanimlarken, bilimin i¢inde dénen dolaplart gordiikge
artik kendimi bilimde muhatazakar olarak tanimliyorum. Bu yiizden dogaya ve Allah’a daha ¢ok saygi
duyuyorum. Bastan beri hep insan yapimi (Hand-Made) oldugunu diisiindiigim bu ve benzeri
viriislerle ve ardindan ¢ikarilan agilarla insanlik ii¢lincii bir faza gecirildi.”

Insanligin basina bela olan ve biitiin diinyada biiyiik bir kaosa neden olan bu kriz hakkinda akillara
bircok soru gelmektedir. Bu sorularin baglicalar1 sunlardir:

1.Salginin basladig1 giinlerde biitiin diinya Cin’in artik bittigini diisiindii. Cilinkii Cin’den gelen
goriintiiler korkunctu. Ama gelinen durum 6yle olmadi. Ilk giinlerde TV’lerde ve sosyal medyada
gordiigiimiiz sokakta yiiriirken aniden diisiip debelenerek 6len insanlar baska tilkelerde goériilmedi. Bu
gorlntiiler sahte miydi? Panik olusturmak i¢in mi servis edilmisti? Bu goriintiilerden sonra Cin iki ay
icinde miicadeleyi kazandi. Cin’in para ve insan kaybi iilkenin biiyilikliigline gore ¢ok az. Buna karsilik
Avrupa viriise teslim oldu. Bu nasil oldu?
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2.Wuhan’ da ortaya ¢ikan virilis Cin’in diger sehirlerine yayilmadi. Ama diinyaya yayildi. Cin Wuhan’1
ablukaya aldi, herkesi evine soktu. Sehre giris-¢ikis1 yasakladi. Wuhan’dan Cin’in diger sehirlerine
ucus yok. Ama diinyaya vardi. Amerika ve diger iilkeleri bunu yapamadi.

3.Bir devlet savasta silahlarim1  goOstermez, teshir etmez, aksine saklar. Cin virls
konusunda diinyaya bilgi vermedi. Eger bu bir silah olmasaydi neden saklasin?

4. Higbir sey Coronodan onceki gibi olmayacak deniyor. Peki nasil olacak? Kimse buna cevap
vermiyor. Ciinkii salginla birlikte gerek yasal gerekse yasa dis1 biitiin 6rgiitlerde bir degisim beklentisi
var. Hepsi de bu degisimin kendi menfaatleri, ideolojileri ve inanglar1 dogrultusunda olmasini istiyor
ve bekliyorlar. Salgin nedeniyle diinyanin her yerinde terdr orgiitleri, komplocular, istismarcilar firsat
pesine diistiiler (Agar, 2020; 410-411).

5.Girdigi ortamda ¢abuk yayilan bir viriis nasil oluyor da bazi ailelerde sadece bir fertte sabit kaliyor
da diger aile iiyelerine bulagsmiyor? Ayni yatakta yatan kari-kocanin birinde virlis varken digerine
neden bulagsmiyor?

6.“Diinyanin niifusu ¢ok fazla” diyen ve as1 vasitasiyla insanlarin hayatini kurtarmaya g¢alisan neden
ayni1 kisi?(Bill Gates) Bu durumda bu kisinin fonladig1 as1 firmasina gilivenilir mi?

7.Viriis Cin’de ortaya ¢ikti. Cin asisiz viriisii yendi. Ilac1 ve asiy1 bulup diinyaya satan Cin. Bu durum
hemen akla su soruyu getiriyor. Cin as1 satmak i¢in mi virilisii yaydi?

8.Diinya Saglik Orgiitii (DSO) viriisii 6nleme konusunda neden yetersiz kald1?

9.Goniillii olarak baglatilan ag1 olmanin ilerde maske takmak gibi bir zorunluluk haline gelmeyeceginin
garantisi var m1?

10. 1,5 milyar niifuslu Cin, en az zararla salgin1 atlattyor ama paranin, giiciin, bilimin merkezi Amerika
ve AB virlise teslim oluyor? Bu sorunun cevabi su mu dur? Cin bunu kendisi yaptigi i¢in hazirlikliyda.
Ama Amerika ve diger tilkeler hazirlikli degildi.

11. Bu kriz konusunda sorumlulugun kimde oldugu tartismalarinin {istii ortiiliiyor. Nigin?

12.Testi pozitif ¢ikanlarin bazilar hastaligi hi¢ hissetmiyor. Hi¢bir semptom gdstermeyen insanlarin
“testi pozitif” deniyor. Boylece say1 ylikseliyor. Say yiikselince panik artiyor.

13. Olenlerin ¢ogu ise hastalara verilen ¢ok sayidaki ilagtan dolay1 “goklu organ yetmezligi” teshisiyle
oldiikleri kayitlara gecti. Coronadan 6ldii denilmedi. Gerekge olarak da hastalar son giinlerine yogun
bakimda yatarken testlerinin negatife donmiis olmasi.

14. Diinyada birka¢ milyon miilteci var. Degil temizlik, igmek icin bile su bulamayan, maske, mesafe,
temizlik kuralarina uyamayan bu insanlarin hi¢ birinin viriisten 6lmemesi de (elbette ki 6lmesinler
ama)ayri bir ilging durum.

15.Biitiin bunlardan Corono viriis, laboratuvar ortaminda grip viriisiiniin gili¢lendirilmis ve
evrimlestirilmis hali oldugu stliphelerini kuvvetlendiriyor.

UNIVERSITE OGRENCILERi UZERINDE BiR ARASTIRMA

1. Arastirmanin Amaci ve Onemi

Yukarida belirtildigi gibi bilimsel ¢alismalar siipheci olmay1 ve bilim insanlarinin da olaylara siipheyle
yaklagsmalarin1 gerektirir. Diger bir ifadeyle ihtiyatla yaklagmalar1 gerekir. Bu ¢alismanin da ana fikri
Covid-19 salginina ve salgin sonrasindaki as1 ¢caligmalarina siipheci bir agidan bakmaktir. S6z konusu
bu salgin konusunda bir¢cok siipheler oldugundan 6grencilerimizin bu konuda diisiindiiklerini
ogrenmek icin bir arastirma yaptik. Bu amacgla I.I.B.F’nin isletme boliimiinde “Girisimcilik ve
KOBI’ler dersimizi ve “Isletme Bilimine Giris” derslerimizi alan bir grup lisans &grencisiyle bir
anket ¢alismasi yaptik.

18-21 yas civarinda olan bu geng insanlar toplumun katmanlar1 arasinda 6nemli bir yer tutuyorlar.
Ciinkii 6niimtizdeki yillarda iilkenin yonetimini ve diinyanin gelecegini bunlara emanet edecegiz. Bu
yiizden diger siniflardan daha 6nemlidir. Bu nedenle Covid-19 salgin1 konusunda onlarin goriislerini
Oonemsiyoruz. Bu amagla kendilerine ¢ok agik ve yanlis anlasilmaya yol agmayacak sekilde 5’11 Likert
tipi li¢ soru yonelttik.

SORUI: Cin’in Wuhan kentinde ortaya ¢ikan ve tiim diinyaya yayilan COVID-19 olarak adlandirilan
viriis kendiliginden ortaya ¢ikmamus, laboratuvarda tiretilmis biyolojik bir silah oldugu fikrine;
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SORU2: Cin virlisii iiretti, diinyaya bulastirdi, rakip iilkelere zarar verdi, sonrada asiy1 iretti diinyaya
satiyor. Boylece biiylik karlar ediyor. Fikrine

SORU 3: As1 olmak istiyorum. Ancak asinin uzun donemde bana zarar vereceginden slipheleniyorum.
Fikrine

a-) K. Katiliyorum b-) Katiliyorum c-)Cekimserim d-)Reddediyorum e-) K. Reddediyorum

2.Ana Kiitle, Orneklem ve Cevaplar

Arastirmanin ana kiitlesini fakiiltemizin tiim Ogrencileri olusturuyor diyebiliriz. Bu durumda bizim
anket uygulamasi yaparak cevap aldigimiz yliz kirk ii¢ (143) Ogrencinin yeterli bir Orneklemi
olusturdugu sdylenemez. Ama yine de bir fikir verebilir.

Mesela birinci soruya 78 kisi katiliyorum ve kuvvetle katiliyorum demis oranit %54,54, 21 kisi
cekimserim demis orant %14,68, 44 kisi reddediyorum ve kuvvetle reddediyorum demis orani ise
%30,76 . Ikinci soruya ise 75 kisi katiliyorum ve kuvvetle katiliyorum demis oranm1 %52,4. 23 Kkisi
cekimserim demis orant % 16,08, 45 kisi reddediyorum ve kuvvetle reddediyorum demis orani ise
%31,46. Ugiincii soruya ise 71 kisi katiliyorum ve kuvvetle katiliyorum demis oran1 %49,65. 25 kisi
cekimserim demis oran1 %17,48. 47 kisi reddediyorum ve kuvvetle reddediyorum demis orani %32,86.
Goriildiigi gibi 6grencilerimizin ¢ogunlugu bu ii¢ soruya da kuvvetle katiliyorum ya da katiliyorum
cevaplarin1 vermislerdir. Buradan da sunu anliyoruz: Bu gen¢ insanlar diinyayr yonetmek isteyen,
kiiresel gliclere (aileler, sirketler ve orgiitler) giivenmiyorlar. Onlarin adil ve adaletli davranacaklarina
inanmiyorlar. Onlardan her tiirlii hile ve sahtekarlig1 bekliyorlar demektir. Bu da 6nemli bir sonugtur.
Elbette ki 143 tane gencin diisiincesini Tiirk Universite gencliginin tamamma mal edemeyiz ama
kanaatimiz o dur ki lilkemizin geng¢liginin ¢ogunlugu da boyle diigiiniiyor. Bizim iilkemizin gencleri
boyle diisiintiyorlar. Bir de geri kalmis tlkelerin gencleri nasil diisiiniiyorlar? Bu yilizden kiiresel
giiclerin bu noktayr dikkate almali ve attiklar1 her adimi1 saglam ve yaptiklar1 her hareketi suurlu
yapmalidirlar.

SONUC VE ONERILER

Coronoviriis konusunda akla gelen 6nemli bir soru sudur: Viriis iiretildi ya da kendiliginden ortaya
¢ikt1, bu bir yana, ama sonug olarak Cin’de ortaya ¢ikt1 ve diinyaya yayildi. Bu viriis Cin’in Wuhan
kentinden degil de Tiirkiye’de Istanbul’da ortaya ciksayd: ve diinya capinda biiyiiyiip gelisen ve
rakiplerini gecen THY 'nin ugaklariyla diinyaya yayilmis olsaydi diinya milletlerinin Tiirkiye’ye karsi
tavirlar1 nasil olurdu? Hepsi Tiirkiye’ye karst cephe alir, her tiirlii yaptirimi1 uygularlar, milyarlarca
dolarlik tazminat 6demeye mahkum ederlerdi. Ama Cin’den ¢ikinca higbir sey yapilmadi ve bir de
Cin diinyaya as1 satiyor.

Sonu¢ olarak Diinya’nin yasadigr bu kiiresel kriz, kiiresel giiclerin ¢ikardigi bir mikrop savasi
olduguna dair emareler oldukga ¢oktur. Kiiresel bir sorun kiiresel bir ¢caligmayla ¢oziiliir. Bu nedenle
Tirkiye’nin bagskan1 R.T Erdogan bu kiiresel ¢oziim ¢alismasinda diinyanin diger devletlerine onctiliik
yapabilir ve O’nun onciiliigiinde insanligin basina bela olan bu salginla miicadele edilebilir. Asagidaki
olay bu ¢alismaya 6rnek olabilir.

Bilindigi gibi Hz. Peygamber (s. a. v.) Mekke’de niiblivvetten dnce bir grup insanla Abdullah Bin
Cez’a nin evinde “Hilfiilfiidiil” adiyla bilinen bir anlasma yapmislardir. Alagsmaya gore bu insanlar;
mazlumlarin haklarin1 zalimlerden alincaya kadar ugrasacaklarina dair sdz verdiler. Bu yeminden
sonra nerede bir zuliim olursa bu yemini yapan insanlar hemen miidahalede bulunur ve mazluma
yardim ederlerdi. Bu ilk hukuk-i beser beyannamesidir. Hz. Peygamber (s. a .v.) sonraki yillarda bu
toplantida aldiklar1 kararlardan memnun kalmistir (Zapsu;1978;433 vd.). Bu anlasmanin benzeri bu
giin de yapilabilir. Aksi durumda ise kiireselciler diinyay1 insanliga yasanmaz hale getireceklerdir.
Gazeteci A. Dilipak; “koronay1 goziimiize ¢ok yaklastirinca” baslikli kose yazisinda yukardaki Hz.
Peygamber (s.a.v.) zamanindaki verdigimiz 6rnege benzer sekilde bir 6neride bulunuyor: Bu global
tehdide kars1 bir sey yapacaksak, bir ¢oziim iireteceksek bunu tek basimiza yapamayiz. Bunun igin
yeryliizii 0lgekli bir erdemliler ittifakina ihtiyacimiz var. Kardeslerimizle miittehit, erdemli insanlar ve
mazlumlarla miittefik, bagkalarinin temel haklarina kars1 tehdit olusturmayan ve deger lireten herkesle
nimet-kiilfet dengesine dayali birliktelikler kurmaliy1z diyor(Dilipak,05.04.2020 tarihli kose yazisi).

Ayn1 yazar bir baska kose yazisinda ise: “ Covid biyolojik bir ajandir ve “yeni Malthuscular
biyolojik silahidir. HIN1 ad1 ile bilinen Ispanyol gribinin DNA’s1 ile oynanarak gelistirilen bir grip
tiridiir. Sars, Mers, Kus gribi ve Domuz gribi c¢aligmalarin tecriibeleri de kullanilarak covid-19
tiretildi. Bu gribi digerlerinden ayiran temel 6zellik RF ve mikro dalga ile etkilesimle ¢ok hizli
yayilmasidir. Asil sebep anlagilamadigindan ve tedbir olarak gosterilen ¢oziimler sorunu daha da
blyiittiigiinden o6lime sebep olmaktadir. Bu, genleriyle fazla oynanmig bir grip mikrobu olabilir.
Bununla bas edilebilir, ama beklenen ila¢ ve as1 ¢oziim olmayabilir. Ciinkii heniiz tanist dogru
konmammis bir hastaliga karsi ne ilag iiretilebilir ne de asi. Bu sekilde diinyada bir “korku pandemisi”
yayiliyor, dliimler artiyor, ekonomiler ¢okiiyor. Bu cinayetten de ote bir katliamdir. Tarihin en biiytik
soy kirimlarindan biridir. (Dilipak, 25.11.2020 kose yazisi).

Salgin bu tiir olaylara kars1 hazirlikli olmanin 6nemini gostermistir. Diinya iilkelerinin tamami krize
hazirliksiz yakalandi ve ¢ogu krizi iyi yonetemedi. Tiirkiye’nin diger iilkeye oranla krizi daha iyi
yonettigi sdylenebilir. Salginin sonunda zorlu bir ¢alisma baglatmaliyiz. Bunun igin, hiikiimetler ve
halk, herkesin dayanisma i¢inde omuz omuza ¢alismasi gerekir.
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OZET

Bu calisma COVID-19 siirecinin ilk giinlerinde salgina yol agan viriisiin akademisyenlerin 6zel ve is
yasamlarina olan etkilerini belirlemek amaciyla gergeklestirilmistir. Bu amagcla, akademisyenlerin
yasam kalitesi, orgiite duyduklar1 giiven ve ise baglilik diizeyleri arasindaki iligkiler arastirilmistir.
Istanbul Yeni Yiizy1l Universitesinden 91°i kadin 481 erkek olmak iizere 139 akademisyenin (Ort.yas
= 43.57, S = 14.57) katilimiyla gergeklestirilen ¢alisma i¢in Mayis 2020°de ¢evrimig¢i ortamda veri
toplama islemi tamamlanmistir. Aragtirmada veri toplama araglar1 olarak, Demografik Bilgi Formu,
WHOQL Yasam Kalitesi Olgegi, Utrecht Ise Baglilik Olgegi ve COVID-19 siirecinde
akademisyenlerin oOrgiitlerine duyduklar1 giiven ile ilgili sorular sorulmustur. Yapilan analizler
sonucunda tiim 6lgme araglarinin giivenilir oldugu ortaya konmustur. Betimleyici analizlerin yani sira
arastirmaya konu olan degiskenler arasindaki iligkileri belirlemek amaciyla Pearson korelasyon ve
coklu dogrusal regresyon analizleri yapilmistir. Korelasyon analizi sonuglarina gore, akademisyenlerin
yasam kaliteleri ile ise istek duyma (r = .43; p < .01), ise adanma (r = .43; p <.01) ve ise yogunlagsma
(r=.37; p <.01), orgiitsel giiven diizeyleri (r =.30; p <.01) ve iicret algilar1 (r = .44; p <.01) arasinda
pozitif yonlii ve orta giicte anlamli iligkiler bulunmustur. Coklu dogrusal regresyon analizi sonucuna
gore ise baghligin (B = ,34, t =4,13; p <.01) ve tcret algisinin (B = 1,36, t = 4,70; p < .01) yasam
kalitesini anlamli olarak yordadigi saptanmistir. COVID-19 ile birlikte hayatlarimizda yasanan
degisimlerin daha ne kadar devam edecegi bilinmedigi i¢in bu siirecte edinilen bilgilerin ¢alisanlarin
psikolojik sagligina ve yasam kalitelerine yansimalarini tespit etmek Onemlidir. Salginin baslarinda
yapilan bu calismada ekonomik giivencenin akademisyenlerin yasam kalitesi lizerindeki etkisinin daha
fazla 6ne ¢iktig1 goriilmiistiir.

ABSTRACT

This study was carried out to determine the effects of the virus, which caused the epidemic in the first
days of the COVID-19 process, on academics' private and business lives. For this purpose, the
relationships between academicians' quality of life, their level of trust in the organization and their job
involvement were investigated. The data collection process was completed online in May 2020 for the
study, which was carried out with the participation of 139 academicians (Mage = 43.57, S = 14.57)
from Istanbul Yeni Yiizyil University, including 91 women and 48 men. As data collection tools in the
study, questions were asked about the Demographic Information Form, WHOQL Quality of Life Scale,
Utrecht Work Engagement Scale and academicians' trust in their organizations during the COVID-19
process. As a result of the analysis, it has been shown that all measurement tools are reliable. In
addition to descriptive analyses, Pearson correlation and multiple linear regression analyses were
performed to determine the relationships between the variables subject to the study. According to the
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results of correlation analysis, positive and moderate significant relationships were found between
academicians' quality of life and willingness to work (r = .43; p < .01), devotion to work (r = .43; p <
.01) and concentration on work (r = .37; p <.01), organizational trust levels (r =.30; p <.01) and wage
perceptions (r = .44; p < .01). According to the results of multiple linear regression analysis, it was
found that job involvement (B =,34,t=4,13; p <.01) and wage perception (B = 1,36, t=4,70; p <
.01) significantly predicted the quality of life. Since it is not known how long the changes in our lives
will continue with COVID-19, it is essential to determine the reflections of the information acquired in
this process on the employees' psychological health and quality of life. In this study conducted at the
beginning of the epidemic, it was seen that the effect of economic security on the quality of life of
academicians became more prominent.

Accordingly, the whole of education system is governed by directorate or Intermediate board of higher
school education. The HEI is fundamentally governed by Ministry of human resource development
(MHRD), University grants commission (UGC) along with statutory professional councils like All
India Council for Technical Education (AICTE ) and state governments.

Nevertheless India had several commissions framed for regulation of educational system. Among them
the Radhakrishnan commission was enacted from 1948-49 and it has full rights for dictatorship on
university related education system. However, the secondary education commission was constructed
from 1952-53 and had assessed several issues associated with rebuilding educational structure. During
1958, the primary agenda was to put forth the scientific policy for carrying out research in education at
higher secondary level. Based on this New Educational system, the educational commission of India
started practicing Kothari commission which was regarded as the first NEP (National Educational
Policy) and approved in the parliament on May 1968. Therefore, this NEP main focus is to provide
India a highly sustainable, equitable as well as vibrant knowledge society which is centered education
system that contributes directly to transforming our nation [1]. After India got Independence, the first
national education policy was publicized in the year 1968 and with slight modifications in further
years. The complete revised version of education policy was pronounced in the year 1986.

The Aim & Objectives of NEP 2020

1. The major aim of Early childhood care and education (ECCE) is to reach most favourable outcomes
in the domains of physico-motor development, cognitive development as well as socio-emotional with
implementation of ethics along with consideration of cultural/artistic development, the advancement of
communication at early language, literacy and numeracy.

2. The NEP has framed certain guidelines at primary school level. It is associated with NCERT to
develop a National Curricular and Pedagogical Framework for Early Childhood Care and Education
(NCPFECCE) for children up to the age of 8.
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3. The other objective is that all States will practice and design plan for implementation of completing
universal foundational literacy and numeracy in all primary schools for all learners from grade 3 by
2025.

4. The NEP 2020 does not demarcate amidst arts and sciences, between curricular and co-curricular
activities, between the vocational and academic streams. Vocational education will start in schools
from the 6th grade involving internships.

5. The NEP 2020 is been regarded as the first education policy to change the education guidelines
which has been followed for almost 34 years from 1986. In the 21st century the former Indian Space
Research Organisation (ISRO) chief K Kasturirangan has announced the latest National Educational
Policy which has been handed over to the Union Human Resource Development Minister Ramesh
Pokhriyal when he took in charge last year.

6. The central aim and objective of recently released NEP is specifically focused on Early Childhood
Care and Education (ECCE). Further, the 10+2 structure of school curriculum is to be replaced by a
5+3+3+4 curricular structure corresponding to ages 3-8, 8-11, 11-14, and 14-18 years respectively.

7. The last objective in accordance to the NEP is to develop and bring into actions to solve any
problems with support of initiatives of Government of India to make our India skill based and further
launches start-up India to reform atma-nirbhar India.

Latest 2020 NEP Comparison with earlier NEP 1986

The earlier educational policy of 1986 primarily concentrated on the modernization of the education
sector using information technology. Moreover, the earlier policy was focused on adult literacy,
women empowerment and early childhood. It also focused on inculcating awareness about education
policy to all teachers. Although, it provided autonomy to all universities as well as college but
somewhere failed to achieve the quality of education in terms of creating graduates with employability
skills. The main drawback in universities was that it lacks proper research orientation. The
publications, patents were very less due to less research outputs. In order to counterbalance the
previous failure of NEPs, the current NEP 2020 has laid proposals for multidisciplinary education and
interdisciplinary education at under-graduation and post-graduation levels. Table 1 depicts the older
NEP and compares the improvements of Present National Education policy 2020.

Strategies and Learning techniques followed to improve education

ABSTRACT

After WHO classified the COVID-19 outbreak as an "international public health emergency", the
number of cases continues to increase in our country as well as in the world. Surveys consist of Google
forms (n = 419) applied to future healthcare providers who are studying in Health Science Faculty,
accept to be a volunteer in the study which is about Covid-19 pandemic’s awareness and quality
impacts on life, in February-April 2021. Designed as a cross-sectional descriptive study, socio-
demographic characteristics of the students, questions about the COVID-19 Pandemic and the
Coronavirus (Covid-19) Awareness Scale were used. 92.4% of the participants are women, 94.7% are
in the 18-24 age ranges, 81.1% are at the middle income level, 69% are living in the big city during the
pandemic process and 82.8% in the nuclear family. The rate of individuals with high health risk in
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their families is 47.5%, and one of their relatives (relative, etc.) was diagnosed with Covid-19 at a rate
of 53.7%. It has been determined that 69.0% of them believe the vaccine is protective and 99.5% of
them pay attention to using masks. They stated that the online education process negatively affected
vocational education by 83.3%, that they felt loneliness at a rate of 73.0% and their dissatisfaction in
general with a rate of 66.8%. The mean score obtained from the scale was 63.09 + 10.48, and the mean
of the contagion measure awareness, which is one of the sub-factors of the scale, was 37.07 + 5.72, the
average of follow-up awareness of current developments was 13.33 + 3.84, and the average of hygiene
measure awareness was 12.67 £ 3.35. A statistically significant difference was found when the general
mean of the scale and the subgroup averages were compared with the concepts related to the
participants' pandemic measures and anxiety (p <0.05). When online exams- assessment evaluations
were questioned in terms of causing excessive stress/ anxiety, no statistically significant difference was
found (p> 0.05). Since the importance of sustainability of health services during the pandemic process
is undeniable, this study includes young health service providers who will take part in the provision of
primary health care, treatment and rehabilitative health services. It is thought that it will contribute to
the planning of multi-center studies in order to increase the competence of these students in the online
education-training process and maintain their well-being in their quality of life.

Nitel arastirma yontemlerinden olgubilim desenine gore
modellenen arastirmanin ¢alisma grubunu, 2020-2021 egitim 6gretim yilinda Malatya ilinde goérev
yapan 30 okul miidiirii olusturmaktadir. Arastirmaci tarafindan gelistirilen yar1 yapilandirilmis
gorisme formu araciligiyla toplanan veriler igerik analizi teknigi kullanilarak desifre edilmistir.
Arastirmanin sonucunda; okul miidiirlerinin 6gretmen, Ogrenci, veli ve iist yonetimle iliskilerin
olumsuz etkilendigi goriilmektedir. Bunun disinda okul miidiirlerinin, is yiikiiniin arttigive kontrol ve
takip sorunu yasadiklari belirlenmistir. Bu siiregte okul miidiirlerinin, 6gretmenlerle isbirliginin
azaldigi, 6grencilerin ihtiyaglarina aninda karsilik veremedikleri, veli sikayetlerine daha fazla maruz
kaldiklari, iist yonetimle (il ve ilge milli egitim miudirliigii) iletisimlerinin azaldigi sonucuna
ulasilmigtir. Okul miidiirlerinin 6gretmenlerin durumuna yonelik goriislerine gore; Ogretmenlerin
egitim faaliyetlerini uygulama yeterlikleri anlaminda teknolojiye uyum sagladiklar1 verimli ders ortami1
olusturabildikleri ve kendilerini siirekli gelistirdikleri sonucuna ulasilmistir. Ogretmenlerin
uygulamada en fazla yasadiklari sorunlar ise Ogrenciden saglikli doniit alamama,  Ggrenci
devamsizligl, zimre iletisim ve paylasimi zayiflamasi, uygulamali derslerde verim alamama oldugu
goriilmektedir.Okul miidiirlerinin  6grencilerin  durumuna yonelik gorlislerine gore egitim
faaliyetlerinden faydalanma yeterlikleri konusunda teknolojiye uyum sagladiklari, sorumluluk
anlayislarmin gelistigi ve bireysel 6grenme aliskanlig1 edindikleri goriilmektedir. Ogrencilerin egitim
faaliyetlerinde en fazla yasadiklari sorunlar ise maddi imkansizlik nedeniyle ag alt yapis1 ve cihaz
yetersizligi, Ogrencilerde motivasyon disikligi/ isteksizlik, idare-0gretmen-6grenci iletisiminin
zayifligt ve uygulamali derslerde yeterli beceriyi kazanamama oldugu goriilmektedir.Okul
midiirlerinin egitimci olmayan okul ¢alisanlarinin durumuna ydnelik goriislerine gore, is yiiklerinin
azaldigi, ¢alisma azminin diistiigii sonucuna ulagilmistir.

ABSTRACT

The aim of this study is to examine the views of school principals regarding internal elements that play
a role in school management in distance education practice. The study group of the research, which is
modeled according to the phenomenology pattern, one of the qualitative research methods, consists of
30 school principals working in Malatya in the academic year of 2020-2021. The data collected
through the semi-structured interview form developed by the researcher were deciphered using the
content analysis technique. As a result of the research; It is observed that the relations of school
principals with teachers, students, parents and senior management are negatively affected. Apart from
this, it was determined that the workload of school principals increased and they had control and
follow-up problems. In this process, it was concluded that school principals 'cooperation with teachers
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decreased, they could not respond to the needs of students immediately, they were more exposed to
parents' complaints, and their communication with the senior management (provincial and district
national education directorate) decreased. According to the opinions of school principals about the
situation of teachers; It was concluded that teachers were able to create an efficient lesson environment
in which they adapt to technology in terms of their ability to apply educational activities and that they
constantly improve themselves. The most common problems experienced by teachers in practice are
the inability to receive healthy feedback from students, student absenteeism, weakening of group
communication and sharing, and inefficiency in practical lessons. It is seen that they have acquired the
habit. The most common problems faced by students in educational activities are network
infrastructure and equipment inadequacy, low motivation / unwillingness in students, weakness of
administration-teacher-student communication, and inability to gain sufficient skills in practical
lessons. It has been concluded that workloads and determination to work have decreased. The common
suggestions of school principals to teachers, students and parents is to prepare the working
environment. Apart from this, suggestions for teachers to follow up student work have been developed.
Suggestions have been made to the Senior Management (Provincial and District Directorate of
National Education) on increasing internet support and meeting the need for devices.

Covid-19 pandemisi ile birlikte bireylerde 6zellikle sosyolojik ve psikolojik faktdrlere bagli olarak
davranigsal boyutta degisiklikler yasanmaya baglanmistir. Covid-19 ile bireyde meydana gelen
degisikliklerden bir tanesi kisinin sosyal hayatina dogrudan etki eden viriisii yakalanma korkusudur.
Literatiire “Koronafobi” olarak giren ve yeni bir korku tiirii olarak kabul edilen bu davranis sekli
bireyin toplum icerisindeki ¢esitli rollerine de sirayet etmektedir. Bireyin sahip oldugu rollerden birisi
ise toplumun ekonomik temelli yapisindaki tiiketici ve miisteri rolleridir.

Bu calisma; Covid’19 pandemi ortaminin getirdigi virlise yakalanma korku ve endisesinin ya da
virlistin bulagmasini sifira indirgeme isteginin kisilerin tiiketici davramiglarindaki ve tiiketim
aliskanliklarindaki etkisini ortaya koyma amaci ile gergeklesmistir. Koronafobinin yeni tanimlanan bir
kavram olmas1 ve bahsi gegen kavramin tiiketici davraniglarina etki etmesi nedeniyle yapilan ¢aligma
tanimlayict bir aragtirma niteligindedir.

ABSTRACT

With the Covid-19 pandemic, individuals started to experience behavioral changes, especially
depending on sociological and psychological factors. One of the changes that occur in the individual
with Covid-19 is the fear of catching the virus that directly affects the social life of the person. This
behavior type, which is included in the literature as "Coronaphobia" and accepted as a new type of
fear, also affects the various roles of the individual in the society. One of the roles an individual has is
the consumer and customer roles in the economically based structure of the society. The coronaphobia
experienced by consumers and customers affects the attitudes and behaviors of people. Therefore, as
an extension of the fear of catching the virus that comes with Covid-19, "consumer fear" is
experienced.

This work; It has been realized with the aim of revealing the effect of the fear and anxiety of catching
the virus brought by the Covid'l9 pandemic environment or the desire to reduce the transmission of the
virus to zero on the consumer behavior and consumption habits of the people. Since coronaphobia is a
newly defined concept and the aforementioned concept affects consumer behavior, the study is a
descriptive research. In this context, a interview was held with 12 consumers who defined themselves
as coronaphobia. Semi-structured open-ended interview method was used in the study.
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According to the results obtained; As a result of the epidemic, they have such a fear and they do not
use every open food, cleaning materials, especially in their consumption habits, they look at the
expiration dates and places of production (country) in their product purchases, online shopping is more
accurate, but because the product changes hands frequently in logistics service. That products that are
suitable for exprience(especially ready-to-wear products) are not preferred even if they are needed,
they have insecurity and fear against products that interact with humans during the production process,
but they see the products produced by the machine as healthier. "Covid measures have been taken in
this workplace." They stated that they did not find the articles in the form of convincing and they were
worried that this situation they experienced would turn into an obsession.

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THE IMPACT OF COVID-19 ON AGRICULTURE IN MALAYSIA
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ABSTRACT

The agricultural sector is one of the most directly affected by the movement's control order due to
COVID-19 pandemic outbreaks.

CORONEOLOGISMS IN THE ASPECT OF LEXICAL AND SEMANTIC NEOLOGY

ABSTRACT

The paper deals with the analysis of newly-coined words — coroneologisms, emerging as a response to
extralinguistic events, happening in our everyday life. Coronavirus has led to the appearance of a great
number of new words and word combinations. They are coined by means of major and minor ways of
word formation as well as semantic change. Not in all cases these are new lexemes. Very often we deal
with semantic word formation. Already existing words are reinterpreted, they acquire new meanings,
become polysemantic, or fully change the meaning, becoming an object of semantic change.
Keywords: coroneologisms, lexical neology, semantic neology, semantic variation, word formation,
blending.

INTRODUCTION

“Undoubtedly, the upheaval of the new disease and the social distancing which restricted people’s
freedom to the extent which had never been experienced before created a new reality, and language
reacted by generating innovative material to relate the so-called ‘new normal’” (Samigoullina, 2021).
The new words, that appear in the language on a daily basis reflect the social situation, as well as
modern linguistic tendencies, particularly linguistic change and semantic variation.

“This new vocabulary also helps people articulate their worries about the biggest health crisis we have
seen in generations. It brings people together around a set of collective cultural reference points — a
kind of lexical “social glue”. In the absence of the regular social contact, shared talk is an important
part of helping people feel connected to one another” (https://theconversation.com/coronavirus-has-
led-to-an-explosion-of-new-words-and-phrases-and-that-helps-us-cope-136909).

These processes have led to appearance of new words — coroneologisms. Moreover, the year 2020 is
called “coronaspeak year”. Linguists are busy analyzing “Lockdown Lexicon, Covidictionary,
Glossary of Coronacoinages” https://language-and-innovation.com/2020/04/15/coronaspeak-part-2-
the-language-of-covid-19-goes-viral/.

Our task is to pay special attention to word formation process of neologisms, caused by Covid- 19
pandemic. Neologisms are seen as a result of lexical and semantic variation.

DISCUSSION

Peter Newmark admits, that “neologisms can be defined as newly coined lexical units or existing
lexical units that acquire a new sense” (Newmark, 1988: p. 140). As is written in the Collins Cobuild
English Language Dictionary (1987) neologism is: a new word or expression in a language, or a
familiar words or expression that is now being used with a new meaning.

It is well-known, that the term neologism presupposes several ways of appearing new words in a
language. Mainly it is either coning a completely new word or giving new meaning to existing words.
These are two main ways of developing neologisms in a language — lexical and semantic. Either a new
lexical unit can be introduced to denote a new object or phenomenon, or a lexical unit, existing in the
language can change its meaning to denote a new object or phenomenon.

According to P. Newmark, the first group of neologisms comprises new forms which include new
coinages, derived words, pseudo-neologisms and internationalisms. As for semantic neologisms, these
are lexical items with new senses in the form of words and collocations (Newmark, 1988). Semantic
neologisms — new meanings of already existing words — result from semantic derivation due to the
functional mobility of the vocabulary.

Transference of meaning is also called lexico-semantic word-building. Semantic neologisms include
old words and phraseologisms, which have new meanings. Semantic neologisms contribute to
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renewing and enlarging the capacity of expression and communicating resources of languages. They
usually help speakers to make their descriptions more powerful and their speech more effective.
According to April M. semantic change can be of several types: extension and restriction, pejoration
and amelioration (April, 1994: p. 179).

RESULTS

Words, as “self-isolating”, “pandemic”, “quarantine”, “lockdown” represent the well-known lexemes
in the language, while “coronavirus” and “COVID-19” have been coined recently and were labelled as
“coroneologisms”.

Fiona McPherson, the senior editor of the Oxford English Dictionary (OED notes that the only actual
new word added to the dictionary is ‘Covid-19°. The others are pre-existing terms that have gained
new resonance at a time when many people are subject to a ‘stay-at-home order’ (US), ‘movement
control order’ (Malaysia) or ‘enhanced community quarantine’ (Philippines) (Ro, 2020).
Coroneologisms, appearing as new lexical items are results of affixation, composition, conversion, as
well as minor types of word formation. Among them blending is seen as one of the most productive
ways of coining new words. “Short pieces on coroneologisms have attested to the rise of many new
lexical formations, mostly blends” (Roig—Marin, 2020).

Among lexical neologisms — newly coined blends, we could mention the following:

» coronageddon (corona + armageddon): the near-certain, end-of-times condition created either by the
actual COVID-19 virus or the massive social, financial and political devastation generated on the back
of global hysteria;

» coronapocalypse (corona + apocalypse): facetious term for extreme reactions to the outbreak of
COVID-19;

* coronaverse (corona + universe): the name given to human society in a post COVID-19 world [16];
+ anthropause (anthropos -+ pause): the (temporary) disappearance of humans from natural
environments;

* quarantimes (quarantine + times): a hashtag or label for the prevailing circumstances under
lockdown due to the coronavirus pandemic.

* coronanoia (corona + paranoia): a fear-driven reaction to COVID-19, often to the point of
irrationality and/or delusion,;

* covidictionary (COVID + dictionary): the language of COVID-19;

* coronasomnia (corona + insomnia): lack of sleep experienced due to the pandemic of COVID-19.
Words, that have existed in the language, but changed their meaning, somehow, are seen as semantic
neologisms. Coronavirus pandemic has caused new life of already existing items. They are considered
to be “established terms”, but obtaining new shades of meaning within todays reality. For example, the
word “essential worker”, recently added to OED as a separate lexical item. It is a noun, denoting “a
worker who is of crucial importance within a particular field or enterprise; now esp. an employee who
provides a vital public service within a community, especially in the police, health, transport, or
education sectors”.

CONCLUSION

Any language being a social phenomenon, presents a dynamic system. As any system changes so the
speech in that community, which is partly determined by it, also changes. Language as any living
organism is constantly evolving, enriching itself with various language means. The most agile and
flexible is considered to be the lexical system of language, changing dynamically and constantly along
with the development of a particular language community, reflecting what is happening in society,
changes and current trends. Neologisms represent the evolving nature of the English language, its
dynamic character. Having been caused by Covid-19 pandemic, coroneologisms found their place in
the English language lexical system. They have been quickly integrated into the word formation
patterns as well as semantic variation processes. The study of coroneologisms structure and semantics
gives us valuable data for further research and monitoring active processes in the English language.

ABSTRACT

Academic staff is among the professionals that did home-office job during the COVID 19 pandemic.
This study aims to investigate the awareness of the academic staff about ergonomy. The inquiry was
conducted by an online survey form in November-December 2020. 31 %62%) women and 19 men
(total 50 persons) responded the survey. Demographic characteristics, cellular phone habits,
ergonomics while sitting at the table, daily home activities, weight lifting were the factors investigated.
68.7% of the participants were working >3 hours/d in the head flexed position and 81.3% reported that
this period had increased during the pandemic. 47.9% and 33.3% of them were on the cellular phone
for 2-3 hours and >3 hours respectively. 79.2% reported increased ferquency of checking the phone.
95.8% were working from home and 65.2% were working over 20 hours /day. 66.7% were exercising
regularly before pandemic and in 66.7%, sleeping habits had worsened. 79.2% were sitting either on
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the chair or couch while studying. They have made arrangements like moving the table , correcting the
computer screen and lighting. 9% had done no arrangement. 70.8% , 37.5% and 50% of the
participants reported that they did not obey the ergonomic rules at the study table, weight lifting and
daily home activities respectively. 50% of the participants used airpod more often and 25% started
walking while talking on the phone. Quality of life has decreased by 25-50% in 66.7%.
Musculoskeletal pain has increased in 62.5% and dorsal (76.1%) and neck pain (%63) have
predominated. During the COVID-19 pandemic, most of the academic staff have been working >20
hours/d and cellular phone usage has increased .

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ECONOMIC IMPACT OF COVID-19 IN TOURISM REGIONS IN SPAIN
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ABSTRACT

Given the pandemic caused by COVID-19, tourist activity has been reduced in several countries. Spain
was one of the most visited countries in the world before the pandemic. However, this pandemic led to
approving the State of Alarm, which limited the entry of tourists to Spain and forced the closure of
tourist establishments for several months during 2020. Despite this, the effect of COVID-19 on
tourism is not equal in the whole country, as some regions present a higher tourism dependence than
others. This article compares different economic indicators both before the announcement of the State
of Alarm and after it. The study is carried out both for the analysis of the whole of Spain and of the
Canary Islands and the Balearic Islands, the most tourism-dependent regions in this country. This
allows studying how the economy of these regions has evolved compared to the Spanish one,
analyzing to what extent COVID-19 has affected Canary Islands and Balearic Islands compared to the
whole of Spain. The data to carry out the study have been extracted mainly from the National Institute
of Statistics of Spain. The study has focused on analyzing the effect of COVID-19 on employment,
Gross Domestic Product, the Consumer Price Index and the number of active companies. The results
indicate that these regions have suffered more economically than the rest of the country during the
COVID-19 pandemic. Particularly, the effect of the pandemic can be appreciated in the reduction of
the number of employments, the Gross Domestic Product, and the number of active companies.
Moreover, results show that these regions have suffered more economic negative impacts than others
during the pandemic. Despite this, the results are unclear to determine the effect of the pandemic on
prices of goods and services of these regions. This study can be used as a reference to analyze the
impact of crises in other tourism regions and to highlight the need for extraordinary aid for these
regions in order to face economic crises.

INTRODUCTION

In Spain, the law and its Constitution empower the Government to declare the state of alarm, in full or
in part of the country, if there is a health crisis that requires it. Due to this, the Government of Spain
approved a decree declaring the state of alarm for the management of the health crisis caused by
COVID-19 in March 14th. With this decree a series of measures were approved, limiting the
activities that citizens could carry out outside their residences and establishing a curfew schedule, in
addition to different sanctions, with the intention of reducing the number of trips made in the country.
The Canary Islands is one of the 17 Autonomous Communities (the name given to the Spanish
regions) into which Spain is divided. It is an archipelago that is administratively composed of 7
islands. This Spanish region is located approximately 60 miles west of the Moroccan coast and about
800 miles southwest of the Iberian Peninsula, making it an outermost region belonging to the
European Union. In the case of the Balearic Islands, it is another of the 17 Autonomous Communities
of Spain. As in the previous case, it is an archipelago made up of 5 islands. It is located in the
Mediterranean Sea approximately only 6 miles from the Iberian Peninsula. Both are part of the
Spanish territory, so they have been affected by the regulations imposed by the Government of Spain
during the state of alarm derived from COVID-19.

Although the crisis caused by the COVID-19 pandemic has a health basis, this crisis has ended up
having an economic and social impact (Rodriguez Rodriguez et al., 2020). The objective of the
imposition of the state of alarm was to alleviate the health crisis caused by the pandemic. However,
the economic and social crisis was increased due to the state of alarm approved by the Spanish
government, since travel and the options for leisure and commercial activities were limited. In
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addition, social and economic crises require an intense demonstration in the tourism sector

(Rodriguez Rodriguez et al., 2020). In the case of the Canary Islands and the Balearic Islands, where

it is estimated that tourism generates both directly and indirectly 35% of the Canary Islands Gross

Domestic Product (GDP) (Exceltur, 2019) and 44.8% of the Balearic Islands’ GDP (Exceltur, 2015) ,

it is estimated that the effect of the state of alarm derived from the pandemic has had a greater impact

than in other regions of the country where tourism activity is not so relevant (Rodriguez Rodriguez et

al., 2020).

According to various authors (e.g. Papatheodorou et al., 2010; Perles-Ribes et al., 2016; Smeral,

2010), previous crises -both health, economic or of other nature- have impacted the economy by

reducing the number of active companies, increasing unemployment, reducing GDP, or have led to

substantial deflation or inflation. Furthermore, these studies have pointed out that these crises have a

powerful effect on the tourist economy. As the Canary Islands and the Balearic Islands are regions in

which tourist activity is particularly relevant (Rodriguez Rodriguez et al., 2020), it is foreseeable that
the state of alarm has had a greater impact on these destinations compared to the rest of Spain.

Reports prior to the crisis caused by COVID-19 pointed out that employment in tourist activities in

the Canary Islands had an increasing weight in the total employment in the region (Padrén Avila et

al., 2016). In addition, in years prior to the start of the pandemic, the regional governments had shown
its concern about the renewal of the tourism sector in order to maintain or improve the
competitiveness of the destination, given the great relevance of the activity in these region (Simancas-

Cruz et al., 2017).

Given the situation caused by the COVID-19 pandemic, the unique characteristics of the Canary

Islands and the Balearic Islands, and the relevance of tourist activity in these regions, this study

analyzes the economic and tourist impact of the health measures implemented to contain the spread of

COVID-19 in the Canary Islands and the Balearic Islands compared to the rest of Spain. For this, data

both before and after the declaration of the pandemic obtained from official statistical sources are

compared. In this study, the following hypotheses are proposed, based on the effects that are
foreseeable to identify:

e Hypothesis 1 (H1): The employed population in the Canary Islands and the Balearic Islands has
decreased in relative terms more than in the total of Spain compared to data prior to the COVID-
19 pandemic.

e Hypothesis 2 (H2): The unemployed population in the Canary Islands and the Balearic Islands has
increased in relative terms more than in the whole of Spain compared to data prior to the COVID-
19 pandemic.

e Hypothesis 3 (H3): The Canary and Balearic GDP have decreased to a greater extent than the
Spanish GDP compared to data prior to the COVID-19 pandemic.

e Hypothesis 4 (H4): The number of active companies registered in the Canary Islands and the
Balearic Islands have decreased to a greater extent than the number of active companies in Spain
in relative terms compared to data prior to the COVID-19 pandemic.

e Hypothesis 5 (H5): The prices of goods and services in the Canary Islands and the Balearic
Islands will have decreased to a greater extent than in the whole of Spain compared to data prior
to the COVID-19 pandemic due to the reduction of the acquisition power of the population of
these regions.

MATERIALS AND METHODS

In order to carry out this study, data have been extracted mainly from the National Institute of
Statistics (INE). Specifically, the data relating to the active population (both employed and
unemployed), the number of active companies, GDP, and the Consumer Price Index (CPI) have been
extracted. All the data have been extracted both for the case of the whole of Spain and for each of the
Autonomous Communities that make up the country in order to be able to compare the impact
derived from the COVID-19 pandemic. In addition, this study does not analyze the impact that the
pandemic derived from COVID-19 has had only on tourist activity, but on the entire Spanish
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economy and each region, with special emphasis on the cases of the Canary Islands and Balearic
Islands.

To carry out the analysis, results are presented through a series of contingency tables in which the
aforementioned indicators are compared both for the case of Spain in general and the Canary Islands
and the Balearic Islands in particular. This facilitates the interpretation of the results and the
extraction of relevant conclusions from them. In addition, the variation rates of the data have been
calculated to help interpret the relative relevance of the economic impact of COVID-19 both in Spain
and in the Canary Islands and the Balearic Islands.

RESULTS

Table 1 makes it possible to compare the effect of the pandemic on the total number of employments.
The results show that all the Autonomous Communities have seen a reduction in the number of
employments. In addition, both the Canary Islands and the Balearic Islands are the Autonomous
Communities that show the worst evolution in the number of employments between 2019 and 2020.
The results also indicate that in the two regions in which the study is focused, it can be seen that the
data shows approximately a triple reduction to that experienced on average by the country.
Specifically, it seems that the pandemic has had a somewhat more severe impact on the Balearic
Islands than on the Canary Islands. Through these data, it seems that hypotheses 1 and 2 could be
confirmed, in which it was stated that the pandemic had had a more negative impact on employment in
the Canary Islands and the Balearic Islands than in the rest of the country. However, this information is
analyzed later using specific data on the employed and unemployed population.

From the data presented in Table 2, it can be deduced that the crisis caused by the pandemic has had a
much more significant impact on both the Canary Islands and the Balearic Islands compared to other
Autonomous Communities in which tourism does not have the same weight in their economies.
Furthermore, the results show that the impact in these two regions has been between three and four
times higher, respectively, than the rest of Spain, reducing the employed population in them by values
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close to 10%. In fact, the table allows observing that three regions (Extremadura, La Rioja and Murcia)
show a positive evolution, which contrasts even more with the data relating to the Canary Islands and
the Balearic Islands. The results of this table seem to confirm H1, which stated that the impact of the
pandemic in relation to the reduction of the employed population in these regions was greater than the
impact in the rest of the country.

In the case of H2, results are not so clear. As Table 3 shows, the Balearic Islands is the Autonomous
Community where unemployment has increased the most in Spain after the start of the pandemic. The
impact in the Canary Islands has also been high, greater than the average impact in Spain. However, in
Catalonia, Madrid and Navarra unemployment has increased more than in the Canary Islands. These
data may be indicative that, although COVID-19 has effectively negatively affected those regions that
have a greater specialization in tourism, there are other activities that have also been widely affected
by the pandemic. This would explain the growth of unemployment to a greater extent in certain
regions and the negative impact experienced by unemployment in the Canary Islands.

The results in Table 4 confirm H3 since it can be seen that the evolution of GDP in the Canary Islands
and the Balearic Islands shows the lowest variation rate after the pandemic caused by COVID-19. The
Balearic Islands seem to be the region in which the GDP has fallen the most. It is followed by the
Canary Islands. Other regions with variation rates close to that of the Canary Islands are also
appreciated. The information shown in this table, together with that shown in the previous table, seems
to indicate that COVID-19 has also severely affected other sectors, which explains the high rates of
reduction in GDP in regions that show less tourism dependence.

Regarding the number of operating companies, Table 5 shows that the number of Spanish companies
increased in 2020 compared to 2019. However, in the case of the Canary Islands and the Balearic
Islands, the number of active companies decreased by almost 10% in the case of both regions. Despite
this, they are not the regions most affected by the pandemic in relation to this variable. In Castile and
Ledn, the number of companies decreased to a greater extent than in the rest of the Autonomous
Communities. Excluding this region, the Canary Islands and the Balearic Islands are the most affected
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in relation to the evolution of the number of active companies. This seems to partially confirm H4,
although it shows that there are other reasons or activities even more affected than tourism that explain
the greater reduction in the number of active companies in Castile and Ledn.

The data shown in Table 6 appear to be insufficient to prove the veracity or incorrectness of the HS.
On the one hand, it can be seen that in 2020 compared to 2019, the Canary Islands was the region in
which prices were reduced the least. This reduction was also low in the Balearic Islands compared to
the national average. Despite the fact that the HS stated that these regions should have been more
affected by the pandemic, the annual results seem to suggest the opposite. In principle this could refute
the HS. However, when comparing February 2020 with February 2021, it is observed that the Canary
Islands have been the region in which prices have fallen the most. This is not the case in the Balearic
Islands, where prices rise despite the fact that they generally fell in the whole of Spain. This shows
mixed results that do not confirm the H5, but also do not refute it.

DISCUSSION

The results obtained through this study are aligned with previous research that has pointed out that
crises, although they have a health nature, negatively impact tourism (eg Papatheodorou et al., 2010;
Perles-Ribes et al., 2016; Smeral, 2010). In addition, Rodriguez Rodriguez et al. (2020) already
pointed to the strong impact that COVID-19 would have in the Canary Islands as it is a region in
which tourism has a great relevance in the regional economy. Therefore, it was expected that the same
would happen with the Balearic Islands, where tourism is even more important in the economy.
Although traditional economic indicators widely accepted by the scientific community from reliable
sources have been used, the research has some limitations that must be considered. The study, despite
focusing on analyzing the impact on tourist regions, has only used general and non-tourist economic
indicators to obtain the results. In addition, the indicators used refer only to the impact of the pandemic
derived from COVID-19 on the economy and not in other areas such as social or health. In addition,
the impact of COVID-19 is not analyzed by sectors or economic activities, but only its general impact
on the economy of the Autonomous Communities of Spain, which limits the identification of the
sectors most affected by it. Another limitation of the study is that, even though data are taken both
before and after the pandemic, it is not possible to exhaustively demonstrate a cause-effect connection
in relation to the modification of the variables presented. In other words, the reduction in GDP,
employment and the rest of the indicators do not have to be due exclusively to the COVID-19
pandemic, but to other factors. It is even possible that COVID-19 had no effect on them. However, it is
not possible to verify to what extent COVID-19 has impacted on the variables analyzed.

CONCLUSION

Previous studies have analyzed that crises, regardless of their nature, have a clear negative impact on
tourism activity (e.g. Papatheodorou et al., 2010; Perles-Ribes et al., 2016; Smeral, 2010). Therefore,
it is expected that the crisis caused by the COVID-19 pandemic and the declaration of the state of
alarm in Spain have had a negative impact on the country's tourism activity. This study argues that the
economic crisis derived from the COVID-19 pandemic must have been more intense in those Spanish
regions with greater tourist activity, that is, the Canary Islands and the Balearic Islands. Thus, the
study suggests that these regions must have seen employment, GDP, active companies and prices of
goods and services reduced to a greater extent.

To carry out the study, 5 hypotheses are proposed with the intention of verifying the veracity of the
same and, in turn, the theory raised by the study that defends that tourism regions have been harmed to
a greater extent by COVID-19 than other regions. The results show that 2 of the 5 hypotheses raised
can be confirmed. Other two of them are partially confirmed. While another of these hypotheses can
neither be confirmed nor refuted due to the disparity of the data found. Specifically, H1 and H3 have
been the verified hypotheses, since it is clearly seen that after a year since the declaration of the
COVID-19 pandemic, the Canary Islands and the Balearic Islands have been affected to a greater
extent than the rest of Spain in what relative to the reduction of the employed population and GDP. H2
and H4 are partially verified since the data show that in the Canary Islands and the Balearic Islands
unemployment has increased and the number companies has reduced to a greater extent than the
national average. However, these variables showed worse variations in other Autonomous
Communities. Finally, H5 could not be verified or refuted. On the one hand, in the Canary Islands and
the Balearic Islands, the CPI shows some of the lowest deflation rates at the end of 2020, which would
completely reject the HS. On the other hand, one year after the start of the pandemic, the Canary

Islands is the region where the prices of goods and services have fallen the most, while in the Balearic
Islands they slightly rise. This shows contradictory results of the effect of COVID-19 in tourist regions
in relation to its effect on the prices of goods and services.

This study can serve as a basis for analyzing the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic or other crises in
other tourism regions of the world. The study may also lead to implications aimed at improving the
management of tourist regions by the government, since it points out the need for these regions for
additional aid to face this type of crisis as they suffer them to a greater extent than the rest of the
country.
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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study was to examine the challenges faced by students towards digital and
distance learning. An online survey technique was adopted to conduct this study in Aligarh district
schools with a number of 464 participants. The age group ranged from 15 to 19 years for all
participants. All the students who participated in this survey were currently attending online classes
during the COVID-19 outbreak. Semi-structured online questionnaires developed with Google Forms.
A self-developed questionnaire was used to collect data. Questions are based on a five-point Likert
scale from Strongly Agree to Strongly Disagree. The survey was circulated on the social media
platform among students. Students give their consent and provide appropriate answer to each question.
The average time taken by a student was 4-5 minutes to complete the survey. The results demonstrate
that the students are not voluntarily accepting online classes during the lockdown period, students are
attending online classes the first time in their lives, many students have not been able to afford online
classes, students have experienced stress due to the COVID-19 pandemic, and they feel online learning
is an added burden on them, the institution does not provide any technical training for student to
become familiar with the online classes, and the students were not completely satisfied with the quality
of these online learning classes. There is a need for teacher and school management to take measures
to avoid student inconveniences in organizing digital and distance teaching and learning seamlessly.

INTRODUCTION:

India is a country where a traditional learning method is mostly adopted in the educational institution.
Face to face learning takes place in the classroom as a traditional setup. Sudden dissemination of
COVID-19 pandemic, World health organization (WHO) declared a public health emergency of
international concern [1]. India observed a 14-hour voluntary public curfew on 22 March., The Mr.
prime minister of India ordered a nationwide lockdown for 21 days on 24™ March, which effected
entire 1.3 billion population of India [2-3]. As the effect to the COVID-19, across the country, all
educational institutions were closed in an attempt to restrict the spread of COVID-19 pandemic. More
than 14 crore secondary students have been affected by various restrictions and nationwide lockdown
[4].

The COVID-19 situation is challenging the education system across India and forcing students and
teachers to switch to digital and distance teaching and learning overnight. The use of digital content in
education worldwide was relatively uncommon prior the crisis started. The COVID-19 pandemic crisis
has seen a substantial increase in digital and distance teaching and learning by the students and
teachers [5]. The teachers have completely transformed their pedagogical approach to deal with
present conditions and adapt to the new changing situation. There is a need for academic institutions to
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improve their curriculum and the use of new instructional methods and strategies should be utmost
significance [6]

To adequately switch to digital and distance teaching and learning, three essential requirements to be
met: access to internet facility, the appropriate technology, and the technology use skill. The country
has been adapting to the new-age learning, but there still lies an obstacle in achieving entire success as
only 45 Million people of our total population of the country have access to internet facilities. The
people living in rural areas are still very much deprived of technologies and therefore hampering the
causes of online education [7]. COVID-19 has created many challenges and opportunities for
educational institutes to strengthen their technical knowledge and infrastructure [8]. This lockdown has
given them a ray of hope for teachers and students to continue their academic activities through digital
and distance mode. Teachers delivered their lectures through live conferencing using different
applications like google meet, Microsoft team, Zoom, Skype, YouTube, etc. There have been
Telegram and WhatsApp groups created for effective communication, sharing study materials and stay
in touch to solve any difficulty.

Only a few research investigations have explored the opportunities and challenges associated with
digital and distance learning [9]. Researchers were tried to explore the advantages and challenges of
recent digital and distance teaching and learning initiatives from the perspectives of various
stakeholders. There is a lack of investigation to analysis the challenges and opportunities regarding
gender during the COVID-19 pandemic crisis conditions. Thus, this study measures the associated
factors that are related to the challenges and opportunities among students as an adaptation of digital
and distance learning.

METHODOLOGY

Sample: The primary purpose of this research study was to find out the significance and challenges of
senior secondary physical education students towards compulsory digital and distance learning during
COVID-19 outbreak. The sample of the study included 464 total participants. The age range was 15-
19 years. There were 218 female and 246 male participants. All the students who participated in this
survey study were currently attending online classes during COVID-19 outbreak.

Survey: An online survey technique was used for data collection from the Aligarh District of Uttar
Pradesh. Semi-structured online questionnaires developed with Google forms. These questionnaires
divided into two parts, first part consist basic information of participants and the second part consists
self-developed questionnaire regarding the significance and challenges faced by the students as the
result of digital and distance learning during the COVID-19 outbreak. This questionnaire subdivided
into three parts as significance and challenges faced by students about the mode of instructions,
teachers, and school management. These questions are based upon the five-points Likert scale from
strongly agree to strongly disagree.

Procedure: The link of the semi-structured online questionnaire with Google form was circulated
among physical education student’s through the social media platform (WhatsApp, Telegram, email,
mobile text, etc.). Students were encouraged to publicize the survey to as many students as possible.
Upon receiving and clicking the link, the students directed towards the study's information and
informed consent. As students have given their consent, they were directed to provide their basic
information. After that, a set of questions related to the significance and challenge towards digital and
distance learning appeared sequentially. Students should provide their appropriate responses to every
question. Those students who do not have internet facility could not participate in this survey. The
average time taken by a student was 4-5 minutes to complete the survey.

Statistical Analysis: The data extracted from the Google form and imported to MS Excel for analyses.
Cross tabulation has been done for the analysis of data. The percentile was calculated for all items.
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RESULTS:

A sample of 464 physical education students joined this study. Table 1 shows the response rate
(percentage) information of the items asked in the survey as significance and challenges faced by
students regarding digital and distance learning.

As shown in tablel, the male students were predominant upon the female students. The first point
showed that most of the student's voluntarily not accept the online classes during the lockdown period.
The second point showed that all most all students attend online classes the first time in their life. The
third row showed that most of the students were not able to afford online classes due to poor internet
connectivity or lack of smartphones. The fourth point showed that many students provide a positive
response to online teaching methods is helpful for them. The fifth point showed that students were

stressed due to the COVID-19 pandemic and feel online learning is the extra burden on them. The
sixth point showed that most students cannot decide their opinion in regard to online learning effects
on their future. Point seven showed that students are grateful for online classes for their better grades.
Point number eight showed that students were agreed with the delivered content by the teachers. Point
number nine showed that during online classes students were not able to clear their doubts because
there were fewer chances of interaction with teacher. Point number ten showed that the institution does
not provide any technical training or workshop to the student to get familiar with the online classes.
Point number eleven indicated that institutions did not sufficiently prepared teachers on how to deal
with online teaching pedagogies. Twelve points indicated that institutions do not provide any helpdesk
or support service to answer the queries of parents and students. The last point of the survey showed
that students were not satisfied with the quality of these online learning classes due to the marginal
participation in practical activities.

DISCUSSION

Nowadays, students and teachers across India are adapting to the 'new normal' by learning from digital
and distance mode. During digital and distance learning, students feel that lack of participation in
physical activities, lack of community engagement, lack of using proper space and equipment for
physical activities, tactical and technical appropriate supervision, and difficulties in understanding the
objectives of physical education classes due to online mode of learning [9]. In a study, it was found
that students are not sufficiently prepared to balance their work, family, and social life (sports
participation) with their study in an online learning environment. As a result, they suffer from stress. It
was also found that students are not well prepared for many of the e-learning and academic
competencies. We cannot judge whether a new education system would emerge with online classes, or
a short-term preparation for online learning would lead to poor performance and suggest a return to
traditional methods. Also, there is low level willingness among students regarding the use of digital
and distance learning [10]. Online programs should be designed in such a way that they are creative,
interactive, relevant, student-centred, and group-based [11]. Educators must spend a lot of time
devising effective strategies for giving demonstration and instruction over the Internet. Effective
online instruction makes it easy to get feedback from learners, get learners to ask questions, and
broaden the learner's horizon for course content [12]. Online learning cannot achieve the desired
results in rural areas, where many students do not have access to internet facilities and expensive
laptops or smartphones. Institutions should focus on pedagogical issues and emphasize cooperative
learning, case learning, and project-based learning through online instruction [13]. For those with
access to appropriate technology, there is evidence that digital and distance learning can be more
effective in a number of ways.

CONCLUSION

The study identified several impacts of digital and distance learning on physical education students.
Many physical education students have faced the importance and challenges of the online classes
associated with COVID-19 pandemic. Due to COVID-19 there is much loss of practical classes in
schools or at home. Teachers and school administration are needed to take measures to avoid
inconveniences of students in conducting digital and distance teaching and learning seamlessly. As the
situation continues and more data on the topic need to be collected and researcher come forward to
undertake a comprehensive analysis the impact of pandemic on digital and distance education process.
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ABSTRACT

Early December 2019, the first attack of Covid-19 was witnessed in the Wuhan district of China. Little
was known that within months the pandemic would enlarge its web and grip all the countries under its
deadly attack. On 30th Jan’20, the first cases of COVID -19 were detected in India. Numbers increased
along with the spread gradually grabbing state after state in the country. The current figure says that as
on 22nd April’21, there are more than 135 million cases in India. The first lockdown was announced
on 24th March’20 by the Prime Minister of the Country. It was a direct hit to the economy of the
country. Shops were shut down. Businesses closed incurring huge losses leading to unemployment.
However, there had been some section of business that doubled the sales as the buyers, in utter fear,
started saving stocks for their survival. This mainly indicates the food industry. The huge sale was also
seen among the manufacturers of sanitizers, soaps, disinfectant products, etc. This paper aims to study
the impact of the pandemic on the different sectors of businesses. The study is exploratory and
descriptive. A sample of 20 business units has been taken through random sampling and has been
interviewed to understand the demographic profile of the owners, type of business they run, and the
effect the Covid-19 has put on their business through a structured interview schedule. The study
identified that manufacturing business in medicines, disinfectants, soaps, etc. and allied products for
cleanliness and sterilization and the essential food products have seen a sharp rise doubling the profit.
The trading sectors have been affected but the business trading in food products, groceries, and
medical equipment and medicines could breathe. However, the service sector had seen a major decline
in growth. The study suggests measures to maintain the ecosystem which would help the business
community to face the current crisis.

INTRODUCTION

According to World Health Organization(WHO), “Coronaviruses (CoV) are a large family of viruses
that cause illness ranging from the common cold to more severe diseases such as Middle East
Respiratory Syndrome (MERS-CoV) and Severe Acute Respiratory Syndrome (SARS-CoV)”. The
disease is termed as Covid-19 and is highly infectious. The symptoms include moderate respiratory
illness and recover without requiring special treatment. However, elder persons and persons with
previous ailments like cancer, diabetes, respiratory infections, cardiovascular diseases, etc. are at risk.
The current figure says that as on 29" April’21., there are 18.4M cases in India with 15.1M recovered
and 205k deaths. The major remedy to save oneself from the virus attack is maintaining cleanliness,
the use of protections like masks, full coverage of body and eyes, and social distancing.

Society is built with interaction, communication, and collective effort. A better society is built when
many hands and hearts work together for it and strengthen its structure by working together in different
segments. Today, COVID 19 has brought social distancing and the collective efforts are replaced with
individual concern first. We are forbidden to meet, greet, and to work together.

Towards the end of December’19, the COVID first affected China and the country was completely lost
in tackling the virus and gradually the virus started hitting all the countries one after another. Having
realized the emergency of the situation and the global crisis the World Health organization announced
declared Covid-19 Pandemic on 11th March’20. To tackle the situation and mitigate the risk, the
government of the affected countries started developing policies and plans like lockdown, curfews,
social distancing, reducing the people at the workplace, increasing and strengthening the medical
services, etc.
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Impact on entrepreneurship

The COVID -19 has not only created a health-wise attack on the whole world but also impacted the
global economy, incurring huge losses for the entrepreneurs and almost killing the business
community. Entrepreneurs who were previously operating with a well-set business plan have now met
a huge crisis and need to change the plan and adapt to the new condition. Entrepreneurs however know
how to face risks and crises and hence are expected to cope with the situation with patience, brain, and
innovation. “Every crisis brings challenges and threats to entrepreneurs and their organizations, no
matter if initiated by human behavior, natural disasters, or economic mechanisms” (Doern et al.,
2019). Many entrepreneurs took the digital platform for running their business in this pandemic.
However, many businesses went for complete shut down during the lockdown phase and hence no
sales. Some entrepreneurs tried innovation and replaced the business with products that needed the
situation. Entrepreneurs took time to adjust to the new situation while some have completely lost it.
Businesses are of different types, viz, Manufacturing, Trading, and Service. Manufacturing industries
are those that produce the goods that are to be sold, manufacturing of garments, medicines,
handicrafts, and many other goods and equipment. Trading is those that buy the products from the
manufacturers or sell in the market, e.g. groceries, readymade garments, pharmacies, etc. The service
sector is the business that offers some service, or helps the client in various activities and charge some
amount in turn, e.g. restaurants, private schools, and colleges, repairing workers, etc. The Covid-19
pandemic, though adversely affected the majority of the business, its impact had different results in
different sectors of business. Rastoogi S (2020), in his article on ‘The New Normal: Analysis of
COVID-19 Impact on the Indian Economy explored that the business sectors that have been badly
affected include the apparel and textile industries, auto sector, aviation & tourism, shipping, and non-
food retail and building and construction. However, 47% of the business industries adversely showed
good growth. They include digital and the internet economy, food-based retails specialty chemicals,
and pharmacy.

The government realized the crisis and planned to revived the economy by devising programs to
support the business sectors with special focus to the MSMEs. Our honorable Prime Minister, Mr.
Narendra Modi has announced the Atmanirbhar Bharat Abhiyaan (ANBA) on 12th May 20 to revive
the country’s economy by making the different sectors self-reliant and minimizing the dependence on
import. The scheme has announced the non-bank liquidity package of Rs 5.94 lakh crore mainly for
the MSMEs, NBFCs, MFIs, housing finance companies, power, etc. This scheme is believed to
strengthen the MSMEs post-COVID.

In Assam, the first case of covid19 was reported on 31st March. The situation has been no good in
Assam and the business sector badly hit. The State Innovation & Transformation Aayog (SITA) have
been involved to study and analyze the situation and advise strategies to the govt. The Chief Minister
of Assam visited the Indian Institute of Entrepreneurship and advised to work towards “Make in
Assam’ in line with PMs ‘call for Atma Nirbhar Abhiyan. He insisted on IIE devise strategies in
manufacturing the local products by skilling the youths and promoting the same to revive the state and
the nation's income. With the starting of the program, there will be huge demands for local products
and Assam can work towards meeting the need by promoting the manufacturers, who, otherwise came
to a halt for the pandemic situation.

Statement of the problem

The lockdown has brought a sudden halt in all the business of Guwahati city. Guwahati is the
economic center of the State and also trades business to all the northeastern states. With this lockdown,
the businesses not only earned huge losses in Guwahati but also impacted the other northeastern states.
However, some segments of businesses showed good growth than usual. When the pandemic started in
Assam, it was the season for tourists to visit Assam and nearby neighboring northeastern states and
enjoy the beauty of the seven sisters. The tourism industry was badly hit along with the hotel
industries. Even the agricultural business faced initial damage to crops as the product could not be
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transported to the markets for the lockdown. Amid the crisis the technological industries and the digital
industry showed opportunities and expanded their business as digital media was substantially used as a
means of communication while maintaining social distancing. There was a need to study and analyze
in detail the effect of the pandemic on different types of business and understand the ones that have
opportunities and the businesses that are at risk and need a change of business line or innovations.
Review of literature

The world health organization has been giving a constant update on the spread of the Covidl9
pandemic worldwide. The world meters website is now an important direct source to study the data on
the cases worldwide and study the respective countries' corona status. Dvoulety O (2020) has stated
that the business community has been badly affected worldwide and the worst hit is the traditional
entrepreneurs who have a definite set of agenda for running their business. In the crisis, they are failing
to adapt to the new challenges. On the contrary, the modern and innovative entrepreneurs are at least
reworking on their business strategies and modifying or including new products and services to meet
up the crisis and keep their business moving. Jani B (2020) has rightly said entrepreneurship is playing
a very important role in fighting the pandemic. She has highlighted the digital age and fourth industrial
revolution are playing a prominent role in keeping the business market alive. Tata R. (2020) in his
interview with yourstory.com stated that entrepreneurs in this pandemic situation should use the
opportunity to innovate their products and meet up to the consuming need of the hour. Quinn M (2020)
in his article has spoken the minds of the entrepreneurs and explained the psychological disturbances
they are going through. He further added that reviving the business plan and developing new
modalities was the need of the hour.

Since COVID is still ongoing and the probability of normalcy is still unknown there is very little
literature or articles on the impacts. The data is daily changing and no study can be taken as final and
the scenario is changing. The studies are all digital because of the continuous lockdown. Not many
articles were available on Guwahati, Assam and the impact on the business ecosystem has not yet been
thoroughly studied. The major focus is still on health and remedial and protective measures to save
mankind from the deadly disease.

The article is a little effort to understand the impact the pandemic has created on a different sector of
business and to study which sector is most affected and which are the least.

Objective of the study:

1. To study the impact of Covid-19 on the different sectors of business in Guwahati.

2. To identify the most and least affected business sector in Guwahati during the Pandemic.

3. To understand the problems of the business communities in Guwahati owing to the lockdown.

METHODOLOGY

Study Area: For the study, Guwahati city of Assam has been selected. Guwahati is the largest city of
Assam and also the largest metropolis in Northeast India. Dispur, the capital of Assam, lies in
Guwahati. Guwahati Municipal Corporation (GMC) is the local body responsible for governing,
developing, and managing the city. GMC is further divided into 31 municipal wards.

Guwahati consists of four assembly constituencies: Jalukbari, Dispur, Gauhati East, and Gauhati West,
all of which are part of Gauhati (Lok Sabha constituency). The total population of the city is 957,352
and the density of the population is 2,900/km2. The total area is 328 km2. The city falls under the
district Kamrup metropolitan district.

Method: The data for the present study has been collected from both primary and secondary sources.
Primary data have been collected through the interview method while the secondary data have been
collected from various online articles. The present study is exploratory and descriptive in nature and
businessmen in Guwabhati city formed the universe of the study.

Sample & Tools: The study adopted a purposive & convenience sampling technique. Owing to the
lockdown and limited movement, different sectors of business could not be reached out. Hence,
randomly 20 business units were selected, through acquaintances and referrals, that are operating in
Guwabhati city. These 20 units have been selected and interviewed to understand the demography of the
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owners, type of business and the impact COVID had on their business with a structured interview
schedule.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSIONS

1. Respondents according to age group:

The respondents were divided into 5 groups according to their age: 15-20 yrs, 21-30 yrs, 31-40 yrs, 41-
50 yrs & 51-60 years. This division was made to understand the choice different age groups in in
selecting the business type.

Figure 1 depicts that the number of respondents in the age group of 15-20 yrs, 21-30 yrs, 31-40 yrs,
41-50 yrs, and 51-60 yrs were 2, 5, 7, 3 and 3 respectively. Thus, the highest percentage of respondents
belonged to the age group of 31-40 yrs (35%) which was closely followed by the age group of 21-30
yrs (25%). The age group of 41-50 yrs and 51-60 yrs had equal (15%) percentage of respondents,
while the least percentage of respondents belonged to the age group of 15-20 yrs (10%). In the present
study, the age group of 15-20 yrs had only 1 respondent who runs his family business and has part-
time involvement. 25% of respondents belonging to the age group of 21-30 years who are at the stage
of starting to earn for their families and have selected running a business as a career option. It has been
observed that a population of 31-40 yrs constituted the major respondent's group i.e., 35% & are
involved in different types of businesses.

2. Respondents according to Sex:

Out of 20 respondents, 17 were males and 3 were females. Thus, in other words, 85% of the study
population were males while 15% of the study population were females.

3. Respondents according to the type of business:
Usually, a business is classified into trading, manufacturing, service and agro based business. The type
of business run by the respondents is shown below —

Figure 3 shows that highest nos of units i.e 45% (9) are mainly into the trading business which includes
grocery shops, readymade garment shops, book shops, electronic equipment shops, hardware shops, etc.
40% (8) of the business is from the manufacturing unit that includes bag manufacturing, steel fabrication,
etc. The least numbers of units i.e., 15% (3) are from the service sector and mainly include restaurants,
mobile repairing, and tailoring. No units were interviewed involved in the agro and food processing unit.
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4. Distribution of respondents according to the impact of Covid-19 and lockdown

Figure 4 shows that 50% (10) of the business units are suffering huge losses as informed by the respondents
and are planning for either diversification or closure. 2% (10) of the respondents had to close down the
units, while 50% (8) of the respondents are surviving after diversifying the business and adding on to the
products which are the need of the hour like sanitizers, masks, gloves, etc.

5. Distribution of respondents according to the business status and type of business:

Table 1. shows 5(25%) respondents from the 8(40%) manufacturing business sector have diversified their
business and started producing masks, gloves, sanitizers, etc to keep the business moving with products in
demand during the pandemic. 2(10%) of the respondents could not cope with the situation and is under huge
loss while 1(5%) among the manufacturers have already closed i.e a steel fabrication unit which had recently
started.

Out of 3 respondents from the service units,1(5%) respondent have diversified the business to meet the need
of the hour by starting delivery service post lockdown and 2(10%) have completely been facing loss and are
also unable to meet the loan. This includes the hotel industry and mobile repairing unit.
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Out of 9 respondents from the trading units, 1(5%) respondent had diversified the business by trading food
items and disinfectants that increased the sale, 9(45%) respondents have incurred huge loss in the business
and were involved in trading of the readymade garment, hardware & electronic equipment shops and 4(20%)
respondents had to shut down the business which involves book shops and readymade garments.

6. Problems faced by the Business Units-

The problems faced by the business units were studied after interviewing them and recording their
responses in the interview schedule.

6.1 Lack of Market: All respondents stated that there is no market. Lockdown has resulted in a
complete shutdown of the units for days and even post lockdown, the products and services are failing

to grab the market. Some units however have diversified the products to get some customers but are
not happy as the original business line is affected.

6.2 Lack of financial handholding: The respondents complained they had difficulty in accessing
financial support. The sudden lockdown made them panic about bank proceedings, documentation, and
cash flow. If some notification in advance or situation was analysed well, it would have been easy for
them to be prepared and speed up the process.

6.3 Loss of clients: The business units had a client base who were their regular customers and
increased sales. This lockdown and pandemic resulted in a steep decline in sales and loss of customers.

6.4 Meeting Expenses: The business-like service sector and traders met their daily expenses from the
business. No business a day meant a huge set back in their day to day activities. Even for shops with
staff and employees, meeting their salaries and other administrative expenses were difficult. This
resulted in a pay cut and even loss of staff reduction; leading to unemployment.

The journey of an individual as an entrepreneur is not free from hardship. Obstacles will be there and
timely addressing of these will bring an effective result in the life of an entrepreneur. The ongoing
pandemic may take long to end. Therefore, it is assumed that the business revise their strategies and make
new plans to adjust to the new world.

Limitations

The limitation of the study is mentioned below:

1.  The study covered only 20 samples while there are many business units in Guwahati city of
Assam.

2. The business units interviewed are telephonic and could not be personally met owing to the
lockdown and social distancing norms.

CONCLUDING DISCUSSION

The study identified that even though Covid-19 and the associated lockdown had come as a major toll
on the business community, but the impact is different in different sectors of business. The business
that could divert in products and services in demand of the current situation could survive but others
are incurring huge losses including closure. An opportunity exists for the manufacturers and the traders
can take advantage and start trading the products of the manufacturers. With the recent announcement
of Prime Ministers Atma Nirbhar Bharat, announced on 12th May’20, the scope of ample for the
business community to start manufacturing the Indian goods which were otherwise exported. This is
however possible when the skills are enhanced, and proper training is provided. A wonderful example
was the growth of personal protective equipment (PPE) kit which was not produced in India has since
May produced 1,50,000 pieces a day.

The COVID-19 crisis is still going, and the situation is difficult. But amidst all opportunities exist for
different sectors in business. There is the potential growth of 3D printers to produce masks and
ventilators locally. Big companies like Apple have also changed their operations to the production of
ship face shields for medical workers. With lockdown and containment globally, new needs and new
opportunities for business exist and need to be explored and acted on.

INTRODUCTION

In the awaken of the enormously unpredictable global condition created by COVID-19, it is vital to
identify that the suffering it causes can affect people in diverse ways, at the individual and collective
levels, resulting in mental health challenges for many. Even though mental health complications
account for about one-third of the world’s incapacity among adults, these concerns tend to be under-
addressed and ignored in society and are closely linked with fatal virus epidemics. In large scale
outbreaks, the mental health complications experienced are not limited to disease-ridden persons but
also extend to involve frontline health care employees and community members alike. While it is vital
to restrict the spread of contaminations during an outbreak, previous knowledge recommends that
mental and behavioural health interventions should be fully included in public health response
strategies (Otu et al., 2020).

METHODOLOGY

The study design includes systematic review and synthesis of related literature. The research study was
carried out on the light of availability and feasibility of secondary literature. Various journal articles,
online articles, and reports have been used to collect secondary data.

LITERATURE REVIEW

The COVID-19 virus is putting a colossal pressure on the health care systems. It is not only a health
crisis. Given the apocalyptic swiftness with which COVID-19 is spreading across the world, the
mental health care of patients, health-care workers and communities is expected to be under-addressed,
thus giving rise to major moderate and long-term consequences (Otu et al., 2020). The major mental
health concerns that have been stated to have been related with the COVID-19 virus are anxiety,
fretfulness, depressing symptoms, sleeplessness, refutation, irritation and terror globally. Stress,
anxiety and depression go hand in hand with the COVID-19 pandemic, results from studies done
worldwide has shown the cumulative occurrence of mental health illnesses among various
communities. Firm lockdown regulations, social isolation, limitations in movement could result in
amplified screen time. Relentless misinformation in social media portals may lead to a state of terror
and concern, often resulting in depression in due course (Roy et al., 2020).

Frontline workers are playing a vital role in fighting the pandemic and saving lives. But they are under
incomparable stress and while deaths of health staffs are increasing, the mental ill health rates are
increasing more rapidly still. Frontline workforces, especially healthcare staffs, are at particularly high
threat of mental ill health, including suicide attempts, the risk of burnout and stigmatisation (United for
Global Mental Health, 2020). Health care workers working in hospitals in times of pandemic often
experience stigmatising behaviour from the common public. Most may experience insensitive social
distancing at their place of habitation, local groceries or religious places. Friends and relatives may
show unwillingness to interact with them. There have been cases of landlords refuting housing
accommodation to healthcare employees. In rare cases, there can be concerns about physical protection
(NIMHANS, 2020).

Individuals who test positive for COVID-19 have to deal with with fear, anxiety and ambiguity about
their illness, as well as physical uneasiness and parting from loved ones. For those who have loved
ones affected by COVID-19 they face concern and separation. Individuals who experience the
bereavement of a family member often do not have the chance to be present in their last moments, or
to hold memorials which can have a profound effect on grieving and impact mental health. People with
coronavirus infection or possible infection can get stigmatized by the words used to label them as
'suspected case', 'victim' etc. These words can further induce panic; unhappiness and make them feel
unsupported. Similar stigma and discrimination could take place to those who have just recuperated or
returned from treatment of COVID-19. People in quarantine, all those who just have non COVID-19
respiratory symptoms or infection and families of such persons can all be subject to stigma and
discrimination. The same thing can also occur to anybody who is in anguish following the demise of a
loved one due to COVID-19 (NIMHANS, 2020).
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CRITICAL ANALYSIS OF LITERATURE REVIEW

Covid-19 pandemic and its socio-economic effect on the daily life have caused various mental health
issues among the people. The uncertainties associated with this pandemic are the cause of anxiety,
stress, fear and depression. Further, the overwhelming feeling of hopelessness, frustration and
helplessness can have a devastating effect on an individual disrupting normal life of people and
causing suicidal tendencies. Stigmatization associated with the covid-19 pandemic as well as mental
illness has also prevented people from seeking help. Moreover, stigmatization has resulted in
discrimination and marginalization so people fear to seek treatment for covid-19 as well as mental
illness. It is also responsible for accelerating mental health issues among common people. Therefore,
there is a need to address the mental health concerns during this covid-19 pandemic.

SUGGESTIONS TO DEAL WITH MENTAL HEALTH ISSUES DURING THE PANDEMIC

* Recognizing that anxiety is normal: Psychologists have recognized that anxiety is a normal and
healthy function that alerts us to threats and helps us take measures to protect ourselves. So a normal
amount of anxiety is healthy but if it becomes an issue of concern then medical attention is required.

* Focus on yourself: Focusing on yourself and finding ways to use the time that is now available is a
great way to take care of your mental health. Involve in activities you like or do things which you
enjoy.

» Stay connected: Even when physically isolated: Isolation and loneliness can exacerbate anxiety and
depression, and even impact our physical health. That is the reason why it’s important to stay
connected and reach out to our family and friends for support when we need it, even if we cut back on
in-person socialization.

» Take up relaxation techniques: Relaxation techniques such as deep breathing, meditation, yoga and
engaging in things we enjoy can help to keep us in state of equilibrium. Involving in these relaxing
techniques will help in acquiring mental peace and tranquility.

» Support system: Encourage the family and caregivers to create a sensitive and caring environment
around the child. When children are able to express and communicate their disturbing feelings, there
are able to deal with stress, anxiety and other mental health issues in a better way. A safe and
supportive environment is needed to be provided during this time so that they can communicate and
deal with it, in a healthy and better way.

* Seek accurate information from legitimate sources: Limit yourself to reading information only from
official sources. These credible sources of information are key to avoid the fear and panic that
misinformation may cause. Excessive exposure to media coverage should be avoided as it may lead to
more mental stress and anxiety.

CONCLUSION

The COVID-19 pandemic has interrupted our way of life and has further disrupted individuals,
families and communities putting them under stress of health and economic burdens. The pandemic
situation has affected the mental health of people negatively which further aggravated the existing
mental health conditions. Thus, it is a high time to realise how badly mental health is being affected by
the pandemic and take measures to address the same. Implementing community based strategies to
support resilience and psychologically vulnerable individuals during covid-19 crisis are fundamental
and important at this stage. While research for biological prevention and care continues, the focus on
psychological and social impacts and their interventions should not be neglected.
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ABSTRACT

This study looked at the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic on the revenues of small businesses
operating in industrial sectors, and at the extent to which these businesses changed or adjusted their
business activity, or changed the extent to which they utilize open innovation tools and implement
innovation promotion processes.

The findings show that, despite COVID-19's far-reaching impact in all areas of life, the revenues of
most small businesses in industrial sectors were not adversely affected, and most of them did not
adjust their business activities or the extent to which they employ open innovation tools and engage in
innovation promotion processes.

The findings also indicate that small businesses, most of whose revenues derive from subcontracting
work are likely to cope better under conditions of economic uncertainty.

The findings also show that businesses that are active in international markets succeeded in adapting
their activity to the changing demands and various trade restrictions.

This study's contribution lies in its focus on small businesses, and its examination of how
subcontracting strategy and international operations help them contend with problems and conditions
of economic uncertainty and suggest that policymakers should foster programs that assist small
businesses with these work strategies.

This study aims to analyze the impact of the COVID-19 Pandemic on consumer behavior in social
isolation and sustainable consumption, given the perception of 2403 residents in Brazil and Portugal,
through four research hypotheses. The methodology used was quantitative and descriptive research,
through exploratory factor analysis and multiple linear regression. The results highlight that all
hypotheses were confirmed, and the most relevant relationship, that is, the most significant impact,
occurred between the COVID-19 Pandemic and consumer behavior in social isolation, as well as
differences in the perception of respondents between the Countries.

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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this paper is to analyse ways of communicating online during the COVID-19
pandemic. Online social media has made it possible to connect people from all over the world sharing
the same concerns. Facebook groups have opened, regarding life during the pandemic, such as a group
where users were asked to post what they see from their window, during the lockdown. We could also
see photos of empty streets, as a compensation for it not being recommended to get out. The
organization of online conferences has increased, and as a result, scientific activity and communication
has continued. The same can be said about online classes. Teachers have explored new ways to
communicate efficiently with their students, in the absence of true visual contact, by allowing them to
be more active participants. Communication can take many forms and it can be regarded as adaptable
to all sorts of situations, the one with the pandemic included.

INTRODUCTION

In our contemporary world, we are frequently reminded of the importance of communication.
According to Klotsche (2009: 322), this is due especially since, with the digital age, we need to view
the world as having been transformed through science and technology “into a single community with
people everywhere having something to say to others and wanting to be heard”. However, this is only
one aspect of the relevance of communication. Everything in today’s world can be analysed in terms of
communication, from relationships at school, work, to political speeches and political campaigns,
advertising and relations with customers. Efficient communication at work and at school can help
increase motivation, as well as manage a team or a group of students. For political speeches, the main
feature is to persuade the people in one direction or another; the same holds true for advertising and
dealing with customers. Some businesses depend on the way a certain product is presented and
advertised, and on how a project is proposed. In teaching, we take into account theories regarding the
average amount of minutes of attention span from the audience, as well as allowing students to
actively participate and work in teams, thus focusing on developing their collaboration and
communication skills.

Communication has been constantly present in history. Various types of communication can be
identified function of the historical period we are referring to. “The five communications eras”
identified by Logan (2002) [...] “the mimetic, the oral, the literate, the electric and the electronic
represent the various stages in the evolution of the media ecosystem from the origins of human life to
today's communication environment.” With respect to today’s means of communication, “Languages
and technologies mediate and create environments like media.” (Logan, 2002).

Another era in communication could be identified during the COVID-19 pandemic, since it will mean
adaptation to online conditions for work and school, and especially a certain type of communication at
a public, political level, as well as medical level. At a public level, communication has as a main
purpose reassuring and encouraging the population through these moments, when there are so many
changes and restrictions in their lives. Receiving accurate information is also important, since the
phenomenon of fake news may cause people to make wrong choices regarding their health. At school
and work level, it is important to adapt to the changes and possibilities offered by the online medium.

RESEARCH AND FINDINGS
First of all, communication during the COVID-19 pandemic is related, according to Reddi and Gupta
(2020), to useful communication strategies for health care workers and their patients. This
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communication has to do with the right information about the virus, and with preventing fake news.
We need scientific information given by the health care system, according to Matta (2020): “The need
for science communication for sustainable development in society requires clear and effective
communication to increase the scientific understanding and temperament of common masses with
factual and authenticate information without any language barriers.”

According to Back et al (2020), there is a special type of communication that is going on between
doctors, patients, and family members:

[...] clinicians are also being confronted with new communication tasks that none of us have
faced before, including proactive COVID-19 planning for patients who are already frail with
other serious illnesses, facilitating virtual goodbyes between family members and dying
patients with restricted access, and explaining decisions on why a particular patient will not
receive a scarce resource.

This type of communication is understanding and sympathetic, but at the same time very clear and
very firm, function of the situation encountered. The doctors need to anticipate what can happen wrong
and also to explain the situation to the family. They are also having the task of facilitating
communication between patients and family members. Family members and patients can regard
doctors both as carers and as sources of authority, who have some power over the situation, meaning
authority in their decisions, as well as the power to do something, meaning to heal. However, during
the pandemic, even doctors have been confronted with a new situation they are still learning how to
handle, so they were not seen as reliable as previously. Due to this situation, this new type of
communication in order to reassure patients and their families that they are doing everything they can,
to be sympathetic and to offer accurate information has been used.

Second, communication at a political level is significant. The book edited by Lilleker et al (2021),
Political Communication and COVID-19. Governance and Rhetoric in Times of Crisis focuses on “two
supranational organisations: the EU and the WHO. The book encompasses the various governments’
communication of the crisis, the role played by opposition and the vibrancy of the information
environment within each nation.”

Political speeches during this time are encouraging citizens. Research on political speeches and
pragmatics (speech acts) has been carried out. “According to (Nunan, 2015), speech acts are simply
things that individuals do by words, such as ‘apologizing,” ‘complaining,” ‘instructing,” ‘agreeing,” and
‘alert.”” (Attamimy et al 2020: 213). Attaminy et al (2020) analyse the speech of Jacinda Arden, the
Prime Minister of New Zealand based on the theory of illocutionary acts, which she delivered on
March 22, 2020, and which has been available on youtube at the time of their paper’s writing. She is
gives as an example of “leaders that can handle COVID-19 problems well” (Attaminy et al, 2020:
211). The first utterance from Arden’s speech is the following: “(1) We are fortunate to still be some
behind the majority of overseas countries, in terms of cases, but the trajectory is very clear. Act now or
risk the virus taking hold as it has elsewhere.” (Attaminy et al, 2020: 216), and it can be

[...] categorized as representative illocution since it stated the speaker’s beliefs. The speaker
believes that New Zealand is quite lucky at the time because the virus is still in the early
stage. [...] However, she also believes that this condition must not be taken lightly. New
Zealand must take action immediately before it is too late as what happens in other
countries. Then this utterance, when viewed from the Fairclough approach, in the text
analysis, the above speech uses straightforward and clear words without any figurative
words. This is intended so that listeners can immediately understand its meaning. When
associated with social institutions, these speeches are produced to direct the community's
mindset and provide motivation. (Attaminy et al, 2020: 216-217)
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Next to doctors, leaders are also regarded as sources of authority, knowledgeable about what actions to
take in any situation, as well as carers and protectors. As a result, they are expected to help the people
go through moments of crisis. By this speech, people are encouraged to keep optimistic and also to be
careful and do as they are told. It is important not to cause panic, or social unrest, during a crisis, and
to manage the people’s emotions efficiently. In this way, the leaders can ensure that the people will be
cooperating and keeping calm, while at the same time being vigilant with respect to risks. The people
are also trust during this speech with responsible actions, those of obeying rules and restrictions in
order to avoid the spread of the virus. The speech suggests that the people can be trusted to keep the
situation under control, and that they have, to some extent, control over an unknown situation. At the
same time, right now, leaders and the population are all equal and have equal responsibilities, as well
as equal influence over the situation.

Another research applying speech acts theory to political speeches, this time of three African
presidents during the time of the COVID-19 pandemic, is the article by Anyanwu and Abana (2020).
These researchers notice the use of the “syntactic arrangement of words” in the presidents’ speeches:
Clearly, until we have the situation fully under control, we cannot, at this time, open our borders.

I have, first of all, to tell you how proud and privileged I am to be your President....

His use of the punctuation mark —comma plays an integral role in the achievement of a stylistic effect.
The use of comma does not make the sentences/language redundant, but it helps to achieve a
pragmatic effect. The coinage 3-T’s has a pragmatic import as it concerns: tracing, testing and
treatment and these three relate to covid-19. Hence, covid-19 would be traced, tested and treated; this
is indeed a commendable way of tackling the virus.

Cyril Ramaphosa on his part uses alliteration to stress the dangers of the disease by pointing out that:
Given the scale and the speed at which the virus is spreading, it is now clear that no country is immune
from the disease or will be spared its severe impact. The repetition of the sibilant ‘s’ in ‘scale’, ‘speed’,
and ‘spreading’ reveals the dangers associated with the virus. (Anyanwy and Abana, 2020: 14)

The speech analyzed above suggests the population to be careful about the virus, while the leader
reassures the population that he is there for them. This is another example of speech where the
population is both calmed down as well as made aware of the dangers, unless they cooperate and obey
the rules.

While aware of the emergency and seriousness of the pandemic situation, the presidents try to motivate
and encourage the people. As an example, humour can be used as a device in order to make the whole
situation less tense:

[...] in order to provide solace to his people, Akufo-Addo views the whole issue as people
who are dramatizing: ...Government’s policy in this entire drama will be largely driven by
science. The last excerpt portrays a euphemistic way of presenting a serious issue. This
linguistic device provides ‘relief’ and ‘humour’ to the nation. (Anyanwy and Abana, 2020:
14-15)

The effect of these political speeches can prove that “Speech act theory assumes that utterances are
actions in themselves capable of producing enormous and far-reaching results or consequences on the
hearer.” (Anyanwy and Abana, 2020: 10). In times such as the COVID-19 pandemic, the people need
to rely on reassurance from authorities, and the speeches are a good means for achieving this.

Third, the pandemic can influence the way everyone communicates with one another. Chiu and
Guttierez (2020) claim that “Face-to-face communication often involves both parties wearing face
coverings which can distort speech as well as hide visual clues. Another challenge is conversations via
teleconferencing where there can be background noise and transmission delays.” Social distance and
not recommending social events with too many people also led everyone to relate to each other in a
different way. There are less hugs, which are missed and given as examples for reasons to get
vaccinated, and there are also less clues regarding the interlocutor’s body language reactions,
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especially facial expression. For instance, we need to rely only on the eyes’ expression to see if the
interlocutor is smiling, in a genuine way, involving all muscles.

Other categories of communication during the pandemic include communication online for work and
school purposes. The main issues facing online communication for work and school included lack of
usual personal contact, having to adapt to other communication possibilities, not having available all
the information provided by non-verbal communication.

Regarding working online during the pandemic, previous research done on communication for virtual
organizations can be taken into account and further developed. For instance, through working online,
lots of employees from various parts of the world can be brought and organized together as a
community. At the same time, the effects of authority, hierarchy and rules are clearer and more
powerful during face-to-face interaction:

Electronic media can do much to enable highly dynamic processes, contractual relationships,
permeable boundaries, and reconfigurable structures. But the challenges are many due to the
complexities of achieving communication efficiency and message understanding in electronic mode;
the uncertainty surrounding design of tasks in virtual mode; and the powerful role of norms,
hierarchical relationships, and evolutionary effects. (DeSanctis and Monge, 2006)

The same is true for online schools. In the case of the professors, their simple physical presence could
help keep an eye on the class and prevent the students’ not paying attention. Sometimes, technology
problems can hinder communication, at least temporarily, in the case of both online school and
working. As a result, students can lose their focus. Another common issue includes less socializing,
which is important for first-year students, as they did not have the opportunity to know one another, if
they had started university directly online. The professor finds it difficult to hold lectures, since during
the shared presentation on platforms not all students can be seen on video. Professors do not have the
same visual contact feedback like in a face-to-face classroom. As a result, to ensure students’ attention,
professors will make the courses more interactive, and during the seminars focus will be placed on
students’ active participation at all times. Using teaching foreign languages with technology is more
comfortable online, since all resources are easily available. What is more, students may be more
comfortable learning online, since it is an environment they are familiar with due to the everyday use
of social media (Drobot, 2020). Disadvantages at work may include difficulty to supervise all the team,
as well as difficulties in motivating the team, due to less socializing. However, all these may be
compensated by organizing more frequent meetings on platforms for discussions and for better
organizing work. Working from home may include distractions. However, advantages may include the
possibility to easily bring, for foreign language classes, native speakers to class, as well as the
possibility of students participating in various conferences around the world. Regarding professors,
they can also have the opportunity to participate in more online conferences where they can continue
to share their work and establish new collaborations. The professors can easily switch from online
lessons to online conferences and then back. Otherwise, during the academic year, it may have been
more difficult for them to travel for a few days, as some universities may not allow professors to be
absent from their teaching for too long.

The socialization issues may be more difficult to compensate for with respect to younger students, in
general schools, while for university students it may be easier to talk online and then perhaps organize
a face-to-face meeting in a café when rules allow it. In Romania, university students have continued to
study online since the beginning of the pandemic, in March 2020, until 2021, when the academic year
will end online. Online learning may be more suitable for university students, since they are expected
to be more independent in their studies than general school students.

Communication in various hobby groups, such as book clubs, and science fiction clubs, has become
widespread due to online platforms. They have given the possibility of members from other countries
and cities to participate to their meetings. Some groups have decided to remain open to other members
online, while also organizing face-to-face meetings in the future.

What is more, online social media has offered the possibility to exchange opinions regarding various
everyday aspects of the pandemic. Facebook groups on the topic of life during the pandemic, such as
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What do you see from your window? #OpeningUp #StaySafe encourage users to share photos of what
they believe is beautiful in their everyday life. It started during the lockdown, when people all over the
world spent most of their time indoors to keep safe and not to spread the virus, when they were
encouraged to post a photo of what they see from their window. These photos were posted as an
encouragement, to show people that they were united in a common effort to do the least they could do
in order to keep safe from the pandemic. They were also part of a worldwide community, sharing the
common value of caring about not spreading the virus, in order to keep those they loved safe, and
having as a ritual posting photos from their own homes. The sense of community would encourage
them to continue. On Facebook, photos of empty streets across the globe were posted, together with
beautiful photos of springtime from 2020. These photos were posted as a compensation for people not
being allowed to walk freely as before. With the event of vaccination against COVID-19, Facebook
groups have appeared, where users can discuss vaccine side-effects, for instance in an English group
with users from all over the world: COVID-19 Vaccine Side Effects. There are also Romanian groups
where those wishing to get the vaccine can share their experiences with programming and side-effects,
such as Grupul celor care s-au vaccinat sau se vor vaccina contra covid-19 (Group for everyone who
has taken or will be taking the COVID-19 vaccine) and DA, m am vaccinat impotriva COVIDI19
(YES, I have received the vaccine against COVID-19). Users can also encourage one another to get the
vaccine. At the same time, in Romania, the page of the Ministry of Health on Facebook relies on a
social media popular strategy, that of posting photographs with a hashtag right after receiving the
vaccine and to write a few words regarding the reasons that made the person choose the vaccine. In
this way, other users may see them as examples. It is, thus, a good strategy to encourage vaccination,
in a country where vaccination is done on voluntary basis, and not on a compulsory basis. Given the
fears raised by news regarding serious side-effects from vaccines, it is useful to help the population not
to panic and to benefit from the experience of others like them, as well as from encouragement from
the authorities. However, in countries or in situations where people no longer trust the authorities, it is
more useful to give examples based on the experience on people like them. What is more, Facebook
users from all over the world added to a photo in their profile a text saying that they intend to be
vaccinated or that they are currently vaccinated (e.g. “I got my COVID-19 vaccine. We can do this™).
In this way, they can set an example. All these are strategies meant to persuade without using scientific
arguments, except for references to studies on occasion. These strategies rely on argument from
authority, as the person recommending vaccination is an authority at a public level (such as the
Romanian Ministry of Health or celebrities in various fields) or has a certain status due to the
profession (if they are doctors) or due to the position occupied in a group of friends. This strategy is
employed in Romania, especially since according to the Eurobarometer (February-March 2021), only
18% of the Romanians questioned answered that they are willing to be vaccinated as soon as possible.

CONCLUSION

One of the main features of communication during the pandemic is related to maintaining collectivist
values, especially regarding respecting the norms and restrictions for safety reasons. The slogan for
encouraging vaccination in Romania can be translated as “Together we can defeat the pandemic”. For
those with liberalist values, communication relies especially on others’ similar experiences and also on
encouraging them to get the vaccine to keep the loved ones safe. Both verbal and visual information
has been around at every step, regarding wearing masks and getting the vaccine, and offering
motivation. Motivation and encouragement are also main features of political speeches, and of online
social media groups where experiences of life during lockdown and restrictions are shared, as well as
reactions to and opinions on the vaccine. As far as education is concerned, it can continue due to
technological means at hand. The jobs that can continue online also benefit from the tools offered by
technology.

Relying on leaders and trusting them in pandemic times is important, as they can influence the people
to react in an efficient manner to the situation. For this, transference should rely on projecting a
positive image on the leader, coming unconsciously with other similar past experiences, as far as early
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childhood can go (Maccoby, 2004). This type of positive relationship with leaders was analysed by
Maccoby (2004) in the business domain, but it can be extended to the relationship with other authority
figures, such as politicians, doctors, as well as teachers. It is important to understand how well the
relationship with authority is going, in order to take the appropriate action. As a result, arguments from
authority, assuring the effectiveness of restrictive measures and benefits of the vaccine, in contrast
with the fake news spread about the dangers of the vaccine and the too restrictive nature of the
measures not respecting human rights, can, at some point, be helpful. While the general population
does not have knowledge in the medical field to be confident in their own judgement, they will be
more enclined to believe a political or medical authority that they can trust. Public figures are taking
action in order not to let fake news panic the population in order to keep the situation under control.
Public figures have taken the vaccines that have been talked negatively about in the news, as a means
of encouraging and calming the population. For instance, the AstraZeneca vaccine had received a bad
name in European Union countries, being linked to various health risks. Some persons have refused to
receive this vaccine. In order to reassure them, Angela Merkel, the chancellor of Germany, has
accepted to take this very vaccine. Such an action can win back the population’s trust in both certain
vaccine brands, as well as in the vaccine itself. This action serves as an illustration of the argument
from authority, as a persuasive strategy, since a leader they can trust suggests that taking this course of
action is safe.
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ABSTRACT

Objectives: During the SARS Coronavirus disease (SARS Covid-19) pandemic, teaching and learning
were carried out through digital platforms. So the students unable to interact with their peers, fear of
missing out on social life and co-studying. The purpose of this paper is to examine how perceived
stress and coping strategies influence the students during Covid-19 pandemic. In addition, this study
attempts to find out the relationship between two variables.

Methods: In total, 102 students (13-20 Years) from schools and colleges across varies districts in
Tamilnadu, India. An online survey was conducted using convenience sampling method. Participants
were asked to complete the Google forms of socio-demographic profile form and Perceived Stress
Scale (PSS) and Brief Coping inventory questionnaires.

Results: For analyzing the data using Statistical Package of Social Sciences to assess the relationship
between perceived stress and coping strategies Chi-square test, student’s t test for independent samples
and one-way ANOVA will be used to compare the mean value. The findings and the implications of
the study will be discussed.

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ABSTRACT

Objectives: The purpose of this study was to explore the job satisfaction of healthcare workers during
COVID-19.

Methods: A national cross-sectional survey among 505 health specialists was conducted using online
questionnaire. The data were analyzed with descriptive statistics, non-parametric tests and correlation
analysis (SPSS; version 17.0)

Results: The average age of the respondents is 50.42 + 11.026 years. The respondents have an average
of 25.20 + 10.739 years of work experience, and on their last job they have an average of 15.94 +
7.471 years. The results show that a significant proportion of respondents are satisfied with their
current job during a pandemic (64.0%), but are not satisfied with their payment (61.0%). Almost half
of the respondents (49.9%) have thought to leave their current job in the last 6 months, while 45.5%
have not.

Demographic characteristics of the respondents do not affect job satisfaction, except gender (0.001).
Women are more dissatisfied with their work (P = 0.001), with the payment (P = 0.001) and most of
them have considered leaving their jobs in the last 6 months (P = 0.000).

Conclusions: In response to the changed working environment of COVID-19, people working in
healthcare are satisfied with their current job, but are not satisfied with the payment.

Ayni sekilde diinya genelinde as1 uygulamasinin
istenilen diizeyde ger¢eklesmiyor olmasi ve uygun tedavi yonteminin heniiz bulunamamis olmasi, tiim
insanlik icin riskli durumun devam ettigi anlamima gelmektedir. Bireylerin saglifina zarar veren,
Olimlerle sonuglanan koronaviriis salgini, ayni zamanda bireylerin duygu, diisiince ve tutumlari
tizerinde de etkiler birakmaktadir.
